Whichever way the national 
election goes, it will make, at 
most, only a ripple in the great 
current o f history that flows out 
of the past and into the future.

ness,”  and that the other in for 
the “ little man.”  As a matter of 
fact, it is the “ little men”— as 
stockholders —  who own and con­
trol big business in this country.

The U. S. will have a gross na­
tional income of about $400 bil­
lion this year, but there are far 
fewer millionaires than there were 
in 1920, or in 1930, when national 
income was only a fraction of 
that amount. There are 10 times 
as many people with incomes of 
$5,000 to $10,000 a year.

During the past 30 years, the 
income of a very wealthy man has 
been reduced more than 80 per 
cent by income taxes, but his ob­
ligations have not been reduced. 
The result is that most of them 
are paying part of their living 
costs out of capital. The amassing 
of a great fortune has become 
rare indeed.

A greater proportion of our 
spendable income than ever be­
fore, or in any other country, is 
distributed among laboring people. 
Their income has increased fat 
more rapidly than tho costs of 
things they buy.

Wages of unskilled laborers, 
for example, have increased from 
an average of $3.64 per 8-hour 
day 30 years ago, to $14.00 per 
day. Plumbers’ wages have in­
creased from $10.24 to $21.48 
per day, and plasterers from 
$12.00 to $26.64. You could ex­
pand that list to include almost 
every group o f workers.

The tremendously costly politi­
cal campaigns have been largely 
financed by small contributions. 
Unions affiliated with the AFL- 
CIO asked their members to con­
tribute $1 each to their political 
funds. They have a membership 
of over 15 million workers. One 
union spends over $150 million 
a year for welfare purposes alone. 
That is not critical o f unions. It 
is evidence o f the existence of a 
financial revolution.

Recently, 1 attended a church 
revival meeting in a predominant­
ly laboring area of St. Louis. The 
evangelist raised about $80,000 
without much effort. I.ater, at a 
dinner in Tulsa, Okla.. he raised 
$3,000,000, of which $1,000,000 
was payable immediately, and the 
balance over the next two years. 
There was only one wealthy man 
present.

I then said to myself, “ This is 
the result of the financial revolu­
tion.”

DUCTILE IRON ROLLS
If you ever tried to squeeze a 

heavy blanket through a washing 
machine ringer, you have an idea 
of the punishment taken by the 
rolls in a metal rolling plant. It 
takes an exceptionally strong, 
tough and wear-resistant material 
to roll heavy slabs of hot metal. 
Many rolls used in these plants 
are now being made of ductile 
iron, a new engineering material 
developed by International Nickel, 
because it is proving superior to 
the cast iron and cast steel pre­
viously used.

Duck and Goose 
Season to Begin 
Friday Morning

Prospects for the waterfowl 
season opening in Texas at one 
half hour before sunrise tomor­
row, November 2, were described 
as “ promising” by H. D. Dodgen, 
executive secretary for the Game 
and Fish Commission.

He said the situation represent­
ed strange angles since the mi­
grating duck and goose popula­
tion “ seems to be tremendous" 
but that the flocks may not be 
able to occupy many favorite win­
tering areas because of fresh 
water shortage.

“ The most acutely dry area 
now,”  said Mr. Dodgen, “ is the 
Upper Texas Gulf Coast where 
unfortunately there is such a 
great concentration of hunters. If 
we can get some substantial rains 
right away, the incoming birds 

| will stop at their old haunts be- 
1 cause feed there is reported ade- 
| quate.”

He said “ the back countrv hunt- 
1 er”  apparently will get ‘ some 
breaks since recent rains filled up 
ponds, tanks and small streams 
“ which are always irresistible to 
touring ducks and geese.”

The duck and goose seasons 
open simultaneously this fall, with 
the sixty day goose season closing 
on December 31, while the duck 
shoot comprising seventy-five 
days continues through Jan. 15.

Regulations otherwise are iden­
tical with last year— five ducks 
a day, ten in possession; five geese 
a day and five in possession; daily 
hunting from one half hour be­
fore sunrise to sunset.

The goose regulation stipulates 
that the daily possession limit 
"shall not contain more than two 
Canada geese, or its subspecies 
or two whitefront geese, or one 
of each.”

FALLS TW ICE, LIVES

Philadelphia, Pa. —  Slipping 
from a 100-foot-high scaffold, Ru­
bin Boyance, 33-year-old painter, 
plunged toward ground worker- 
on construction o f a Delaware 
River bridge. After falling about 
30 feet, he managed to grasp a 
dangling rope and workers above 
b< gan to haul him back up. Just 
as he neared the catwalk, he slip­
ped again. This time there was no 
rope and he fell, screaming tow­
ard the earth, into a taut piece 
of tarpaulin which ground work­
er* had improvised as a safety 
net. A hospital said his injuries 
were minor.

Car Inspections 
Behind Schedule

Texas motorists are exercising 
the old American custom of put­
ting o ff  until tomorrow what ought 
to be done today and Col. Homer 
Garrison Jr., Director of the Tex­
as Department of Public Safety 
has expressed some concern that 
the practice is responsible for 
considerable lagging in the state’s 
motor vehicle inspection program.

The first month o f the new 
inspection period ended on Oct. 
15 and Garrison noted that only 
4 per cent of the registered ve­
hicles have been inspected. The 
period runs through April 15, 
1957.

“ The inspection period embraces 
a full seven months,”  Garrison 
said, “ and that means that a| 
minimum of 14 per cent o f the 
cars must be checked each month 
in order to avoid unnecessary] 
rushes on the inspection stations 
in the final weeks of the period.”

Meanwhile, George W. Busby, 
DPS Motor Vehicle Inspection Di­
vision Chief, reported that a total, 
of 3,663,000 cars were inspected i 
during the year which ended last 
September 14. Of these, slightly 
more than 1 million, or 43 per 
cent needed some adjustment or 
repair before meeting the ap­
proved standards. Average cost 
for such services was 88 cents.

The most common defect found 
by the State's more than 4.200 
licensed inspection stations dur­
ing the year was in 29 per cent 
of the cars which needed head­
lights adjusted or repaired, Bus­
by announced.

He said the second most fre­
quent mechanical deficiency was 
the 10 per cent of ears which 
required adjustment or repairs 
of foot brakes.

Erring Hunters 
Fined Heavily

For the benefit of itchy-fingered 
hunters eager for the major fall 
harvest seasons to get underway, 
E. M. Sprott, director of Law 
Enforcement for the Game and 
Fish Commission, called attention 
to some compromising and costly 
experiences of some careless gun­
ners.

Seventy-six persons were listed 
in the monthly arrest report a- 
having hunted out o f season, or 
too early or too late. Thirty-five 
of these, including some who 
took more than the law allows, 
lost their huntnig rights for one 
year, in uddition to paying uh- 
stantial fines.

Mr. Sprott called particular a '- 
tention to another common error 
— that of hunting from an auto­
mobile. Forty-six persons were 
charged with that offense in the 
combined report from field men. 
Exceeding the bag limit on doves 
brought cash penalties against 24 
persons.

The unlucky number was “ 3" 
for two cluster- of offenders. 
Three men from Three Rivers paij 
a total of $300 in fines plus court 
costs for shooting wild turkey out 
of season. Three men from Willis 
paid $300 in fines plus court costs 
for “ telephoning”  fish. Eight per-

. sons in all were fined for using
this illegal shocking device to take

! fish.
The largest fine average was 

for pollution. Ten cases brought 
levies of $800 plus court costs.

Looking ahead to the coming 
major harvests, the Director said 
his best advice to the “ sports­
men” i to keep your shotgun 
plugged, shoot within the legal 
hours, watch the limits, beware 
shooting from cars and from pub­
lic roads, always obtain landown­
ers' permission to hunt and. above 
all, to contact the local game 
warden if in any doubt about 
any pnase of the hunting periods.

Twelve Hunting 
Deaths Recorded 
in Texas in 1956

Instead of reciting the time­
worn safety measures, 11. D. Dod- 
Ken, executive secretary o f the 
Game and Fish Commission cited 
the cold causes of the twelve Tex­
as hunting deaths to date this 
year.

Of the fatalities unofficially re­
ported, two were removing a load­
ed gun from their car, two were 
climbing through fences, two 
stepped into line of fire o f a rom- 
panion's gun. One was mistaken 
for a squirrel. One was shot while 
clubbing an o’ possum, one when 
a gun leaning against a fence post 
fell and was discharged, one when 
a companion lost his balance while 
riding a tractor on a hunting trip, 
one when a gun was discharged 
in a moving car, and one when 
a companion was removing a 
loaded gun from a car.

Teen agers were either the vic­
tim- or were involved in nine of 
the tragedies. Wounds of five vic­
tim- were -elf inflicted.
