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Austin, Tex.— Money is making 
the biggest news in Austin at the 
moment.

Discussion swirls around such 
topics as campaign funds, unem­
ployment, recession, taxation, re­
ceiverships and credit insurance 
rrtes— all pocket-prodding issues.

Gov. Price Daniel publicly de­
plored the money-raising efforts 
o f Texas’ Republican National 
Committeeman U. J. (Jack) Por­
ter. Porter staged a $100-a-plate 
dinner in Houston to raise money 
for Republican congressional cam­
paigns. Ilis widely publicized lct- 
tei asking contributions pointed 
out the need to gain support for 
tne natural gas bill now before 
Congress.

A  haj’d-fought issue for many 
years, the bill is generally favor­
ed in Texas and other gas-produc­
ing states, but bitterly opposed in 
gas-consuming Eastern anu North­
ern cities. Opponents were quick 
to label Porter’s approach as 
“ mass bribery" and “ selling legi- 
lulion for campaign contributions. 
Proponents o f the bill groaned, 
’i hey contended that Porter had 

!heaved a huge monkey wrench 
Into plans for passage this session.

Governor Daniel said the inci­
dent “ should convince all Texans 
that the Republican leadership in 

j this state ha.s nothing to o ffer but 
embarrassment, discord and divi­
sion.”

W HY NO JOBS —  Viewing the 
soaring unemployment figures, 
Governor Daniel took more jabs 
at the GOP.

Loss of jobs reportedly increas­
ed more in the past month than 
at any time since World War II.

As far as Texas is concerned, 
said the governor, much o f the 
blame can be laid to the Republi­
can administration’s ineffective­
ness in controlling oil imports. 
Competition of foreign oil, he as­
serted, ha.s caused Texas produc­
tion to .-lip steadily, bringing loss 
of jobs and revenue to the state. 
National farm policies also were 
criticized by the governor.

Texas Employment Commission 
says its January unemployment 
compensation payments hit $5M7,- 
800, an increase o f almost 7d per 
cent from last September.

MORE TAXES? —  Governor 
Daniel has slightly and very cau­
tiously amended his determinedly 
cheerful stand about possible need 
for new state taxes.

He still doesn't agree with 
Comptroller Robert S. Calvert’s 
chilly predictions. These are for 
a $12,000,000 deficit by the end 
o f this biennium (in 1959) and 
need for the next Legislature to 
scratch up $100,000,000 in new 
revenue.

Governor Daniel said he felt 
the state would just about break 
even by 1959.

1958 Cotton Insect 
Control Guide Now  
Available Here

No cotton farmer has to be told 
about the reduction in profits that 
insects can cause. But luckily, cot­
ton insects can be controlled eco­
nomically by the use o f the proper 
poisons at the right time.

Controlling damaging infesta­
tions o f boll weevils, bollworms 
and other insects on cotton grow­
ing on fertile soils returns substan­
tial profits even when a large num­
ber o f applications is necessary for 
maximum yields. On upland soils 
where insect infestations do not 
last long, fewer applications may 
be needed.

Giving information and recom­
mendations for the control o f the 
various cotton insects is the theme 
o f two leaflets recently released 
by the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service— L-218, “ Texas Guide 
for Controlling Cotton Insects,”  
and L-219, “ Ways to Fight the 
Pink Bollworm in Texas.”

L-218 deals with the more harm­
ful cotton insects. It contains a 
chart giving the recommended con­
trols and also general information 
including points on the safe hand­
ling o f insecticides.

L-219 deals with the pink boll- 
worm specifically. It tells about 
the habits and damage o f the in­
sect and gives special attention 
on the ways to fight it.

Copies of the leaflets may be 
obtained from the county agent.

Barbary Sheep 
Introduced in 
Palo Duro Area

One o f the biggest game ani­
mals in Texas may become estab­
lished in the Palo Duro Canyon 
o f the Texas Panhandle i f  a re­
cent experiment undertaken by 
Game and Fish Commission biolo­
gists is successful, according to 
Biologist A. S. Jackson in the 
January issue o f Texas Game and 
Fish.

Thirty-one aoudad, or Barbary, 
sheep were introduced into the 
area last year, 1967. Since their 
release, the aoudads have split 
into small groups and have spread 
around the steep rocky walls and 
cliffs.

The game animals are native 
to the Atlas and Anti-Atlas moun­
tains o f North and Northwest A f­
rica, range barriers between the 
Sahara Desert and the Mediter­
ranean Sea. Arab reports say aoud­
ads can last five or six days with­
out water. They appear to have 
the agility o f American mountain 
sheep or goats and a speed at 
least equal to mule deer.

The average live weight o f the 
rams is said to be 200 to 250 
pounds. Its body is barrel-shaped 
and its coat a tawny, rufous color. 
The aoudad’s long, narrow head 
is topped with large, backward- 
curled horns.

The aoudad release in Texas 
follows an apparently successful 
wild aoudad introduction in a New 
Mexico area resembling Palo 
Duro Canyon. High hopes are held 
by the Game Commission biolo­
gists for their adaptation to Tex­
as, and fo r future big game hunts 
in Palo Duro Canyon.

What Would You Do 
If A ll Traffic Signs /  
Were Removed?

“ What would you do rf all the 
traffic signs in Texas were sud­
denly removed?”

That question was asked this 
week by J. O. Musick, general man­
ager o f the Texas Safety Associa­
tion, in an attempt to focus the 
public’s attention on TSA ’s Signs 
o f L ife  program.

“ Traffic signs placed at care­
fully selected locations act as si­
lent policemen to protect the pub­
lic and help move traffic safely 
and efficiently,”  Musick said.

He stressed that in addition to 
urging the public to know and 
obey traffic signs, traffic officials, 
police and engineers make regular 
checks to see that the signs are 
in good condition. Sometimes, he 
reminded, the weather, vandalism 
or other conditions make the signs 
difficult to read.

“ We urge motorists and pedes­
trians to learn the meaning of 
signs by their shape alone,”  the 
TSA manager said. “ They should 
know their shapes and learn to 
use this knowledge instinctively 
in city traffic or on the highway.”  

Musick said that the over-all 
attack on traffic accidents is built 
around safety’s original three E’s 
— engineering, education and en­
forcement.

“ First,”  he explained, “ the en­
gineers design and install aids 
for moving and controlling traffic. 
Then it’s necessary to educate 
the public to utilise these aids

Policy of Awarding 
Defense Contracts 
Costing Million Extra

Uncle Sam's policy toward prof­
its permitted defense contractors 
is costing the government millions 
o f dollars by driving away the 
most efficient producers, the 
Chamber o f Commerce o f the 
United States asserts.

The difficulty, says the Cham­
ber, lies in the terms o f the Re­
negotiation Act.

Under this measure, profits per­
mitted producers with defense con­
tracts totalling $1 million or more 
are determined by the five-man 
Renegotiation Board— after the 
contractor has begun work. I f  the 
profit appears likely to be higher 
than the Board thinks wise, pay­
ment is reduced.

Renegotiation, the Chamber 
points out, is simply a tax without 
a rate. It is imposed entirely on 
the ba«is of the Board’s judge­
ment. It amounts to another ex­
cess profits tax, penalizing the low- 
cost, low-price producer, and so

The State Department of Health 
was made the official planning 
agency by act of the Texas Legis­
lature for city planning programs 
undertaken by cities with popula­
tions o f less than 25,000 accord­
ing to the 1950 census.

Since August, 1957 (the effec­
tive date) 18 Texas cities have 
applied for planning assistance un­
der the urban planning assistance 
program. They are Texas City, Ro­
senberg, La Marque, Brownwood, 
Irving, McAllen, Victoria, Edin­
burg, Mesquite, Kleberg, Mission, 
Deer Park, Grand Prairie, Denton, 
Haltom City, Greenville, Richmond 
and Donna.

The total cost o f the planning 
applied for is S504,456.50, over

ed by the cities.
All these cities had less than 

25,000 population according to the 
1950 census, which is one o f the 
basic prerequisites under the pro­
gram. However, seven of these 
cities— Texas City, Brownwood. 
Irving, McAllen, Victoria, Grand 
Prairie and Denton— have present 
populations in excess of this fig­
ure.

Indications are that there are 
other Texas cities now eligible on 
the ba>is of the 1950 census figure 
which will be ineligible for the 
planning assistance after 1960.

o f the cities and towns that need 
new postal facilities most would 
not be able to get them. Also, the 
program would be financed under 
a means similar to the present 
lease-purchase program which has 
not been succe.-sful, and over a 
period of time would materially 
increase the cost o f the buildings.
