Fortunately, the additional pro-
tection is not expensive. The big
amount comes in the basic pre-
mium; pushing the limits of lia-
bility up a notch costs relatively
little. For instance, rates for this

it is normally cheaper in the long
run because of the quantity of
plant nutrients which is obtained.

The cost per unit of plant nu-
trients is not the only way high
analysis fertilizers are usually

chief sources of tax revenue. All
of this points up the necessity of
some realistic control of imports
so that our domestic oil industry
can continue to grow and develop.

Hatchery Fish
Not Necessary in
Many Texas Lakes

Stocking of many Texas lakes
and streams from fish hatcheries
is a waste of time and money,
according to Marion Toole, direc-
tor of Inland Fisheries of the
Game and Fish Commission.

“They just simply do not need
hatchery restocking,” the Director
said. “We have known this for a
long time. It was brought out
again early this month when we
did a complete kill on Lake Fort
Brown near Brownsville.”

This is a lake that had been
restockel from hatcheries for the
past three years. More than 7,000
bass had been released in the lake
during that period. When the lake
was treated a couple of weeks ago
only 38 large bass were brought
out, and about 10 bass which
might have been from the 2,000
fingerlings released into the lake
last year.

‘“Hatcheries can’t hope to du-
plicate natural breeding,” the Di-
rector said, “Where new lakes or
rehabilitated lakes are in need of
stocking, hatcheries serve a won-
derful purpose. We must have
them. On the other hand, one pair
of 3 pound brood bass-to the acre
of water in a lake will produce
some 25,000 offsprings in compar-
ison to 200 per acre under re-
stocking.” A

“When we restock impound-
ments that contain other fish, all
we are doing is to pour in rather
high-priced fish food for the rough
fish already in the lakes.”

The director pointed out that
biologists long have been accumu-
lating data showing the fallacy
of random restocking. Public de-
mands, however, have been so in-
sistent that many times hatchery
fish were placed in lakes against
the’ best interests of the lake.

The director said that almost
every major lake in Texas had
an exceuivr :nd succ;ﬁulm::nt;
ural spawn last year, whic
plent.yp‘of catchable fish for the

next several years.

Well over half of Texas' para-
lytic polio victims last year were
less than five years of age, a final
tabulation of the 1957 polio inci-
dence shows,

The record discloses that of the
364 paralytic cases reported last
year, 218 were pre-schoolers un-
der five. That figures out to be
59.7 per cent for Texas, compared
to 45 per cent for the nation as
a whole.

Of the remaining Texas cases,
44 were between the ages of five
and nine; 23 were in the 10-14
age group; 19 were between 15
and 19; and 61 were over 20.

Clearly revealed in these ‘‘age
group distribution’ figures is the
necessity of placing special em-
phasis on the immunization of pre-
school children, while at the same
time keeping in mind that every-
one up to 40 years of age should
take the series of three shots in
proper sequence.

It stlil takes almost eight months
to take the entire series. The sec-
ond shot is given two weeks after
the first, and the third seven
months after the second.

Parents must take the intiative
in seeing that their younger chil-
dren are properly immunized and
in getting immunized themselves.

In the four years since the ad-
vent of Salk vaccine, its efficiency
in conferring immunity against

the crippling effects of polio has
exceeded all expectations, This is
its record of performance for the
past five years.

In 1952, Texas suffered 3,984
cases of both paralytic and non-
paralytic polio, That was the worst
year  in state history. In 1953,
1eported cases totalled 1,751,
There were 3,037 cases in 1954;
1,031 in 1955; and 1,359 in 1956.

Now compare those yearly to-
tals with the 729 cases last year—
¢lightly over half the number ex-
perienced in the lightest year of
the previous four,

The time for parents to take
action toward having their young-
sters—especially those of pre-
school age—vaccinated is right
now, before the polio season be-
gins. And parents will be making
a mistake if they neglect to get
themselves immunized at the same
time.

The tendency of many people
is to take one or two doses of vac-
cine, and forget about the third.

True, one shot does give some
protection, and two give even
more. But only by taking that

third shot can maximum protection
be assured.

Getting vaccine is no problem
nowadays as it was in the begin-
ning. Latest estimates put the
nation's vaccine supply at 30 mil-
lion doses.
