Austin —  A fter five weeks of 
headline making, three legislative 
investigating committees still are 
busy.

House committee looking into 
ICT’s failure was to run until 
April 1 ; Senate committee to April 
10.

Recent additions to the commit­
tees’ massive records:

1. Several former ICT directors 
denied having signed a document 
wiping out a $900,000 debt owed 
ICT by Jack Cage and Co. Shown 
photostat of such a document, 
they .-aid it was not the instrument 
they signed.

2. Leaders in the Texas Federa­
tion of Labor called Ben Jack 
Cage, former manager of ICT, a 
“ scoundrel.”  Union members had 
invested millions in the company.

3. A number o f union members 
ami officials told how they were 
paid by Cage to help advance the 
cause o f ICT among labor mem­
bers. One .-aid he thought he was 
paid to keep to himself his belief 
that Cage was a “ crook.”

4. Max Wayne Rychlik, son-in- 
law o f former Insurance Commis­
sion Chairman Garland Smith, re­
membered an additional $9,800 he 
had received from a Ben Jaca 
Cage affiliate. It made a total of 
$18,200 paid Rychlik for his “ job”  
without work.

5. House members investigating 
bribery charges questioned the 
former execeutive secretary o f the 
Texas Naturopathic Association. 
But Albert D. Brown, who was 
with the organization batik in 
1955, could give only estimates! 
and guesses on how TN A  had 
■'Pent some $20,000 raised during 
the last session for “ legislative I 
education.”

6. John McCully, labor union ; 
employee, had a difficult time ac- , 
counting for his expenditures of 
union funds. In his operation o f ! 
the union’s publicity office, the 
Action Agency in Austin, he "ac­
cidentally” dropped a few political 
advertising bills into ICT files.

BIG PUSH —  Legislators face 
a killing pace for the next few 
weks if they are to finish session 
in 120 days.

A fter that point, their pay 
ceases. Time is almost two-thirds 
gone. Multiple investigations have 
diverted a lot o f time and energy. 
Important bills are stacked up.

But a major milestone— passage 
of the general appropriations bill 
— is in sight. Senate committee ap­
proved it for floor action this 
week. House already ha- passed it.

Senate committee's version d if­

fers slightly. It includes a 10 per 
cent rai.-e for lower-bracket state 
employees, 15 per cent for college 
teachers.

\\ rapping up the big money bill 
will pul the session over the hump 
in the minds of most members. 
Meanwhile, both houses aie back­
ing at the small stuff. Special - -
sions have turned out local and 
uncontested bills at the rate of 
one a minute.

CODE OF ETHICS— Scandals 
and investigations put new im­
petus behind the administration- 
backed drive for a code of «thics 
and lobby registration act.

But it hasn’t made the subject 
much easier to agree on than in 
previous sessions. Objectors claim­
ed it isn’t possible to pass a law 
making people honest.

House, nevertheless, passed a 
bill to third reading. It would re­
quire registration o f persons paid 
to appear before state agencies. 
Officials would be prohibited from 
using their public office for pri­
vate gain, accepting gifts, favors 
or services that might influence 
official action, etc.

Sponsors fought o ff an attempt­
ed amendment requiring officials 
to file a written abatement of their 
earnings from all sources.

DELAY GRANTED —  Phy i- 
cians Life and Accident Ins. Co. 
has until April 11 to present a 
more favorable picture to the In­
surance Commission.

Commission’s show rau.-e order 
alleged the firm's capital wa- im­
paired. Former Gov. Coke Steven­
son, head o f the company, said 
the management i. “ making prog- 
re#.-”  toward recovery o f needed 
funds. He asked and was granted 
more time to prepare the case be­
fore the Commission.

DEPOSITORS DENIED PREF- 
ERENCE —  US Trust and Guar­
anty Co. creditors will have to 
“ share and share alike."

A t least that is the decision of 
Austin Dist. Judge Charles O. 
Betts. Depositors had brought suit 
asking for first claim. Several con­
tended the company’s advertising, 
by Drew Pearson, led them to be­
lieve their funds were being held 
“ in trust.”

US Trust went bankrupt more 
than a year ago. Assets salvaged 
by the liquidator total a little 
more than $2,000,000. Claims 
against it add up to nearly $7,- 
000.000.

Distribution of these assets may 
be held up further if depositors 
decide to. appeal.

U TILITIES CONTEST— Private 
and cooperative utilities have mov­
ed the arena of their chronic com­
bat from courts to Legislature.

A recent Supreme Court deci­
sion held that a co-op. could con­
tinue to serve customers in an 
area annexed by a city but could 
not add customers in that area.

Co-ops. are working for passage 
o f a Will that would give them this 
right of expansion. It provoked 
hot debate before a Senate com­
mittee.

Private power company spokes­
men said the co-ops were trying 
to go far beyond the original con-

OIL ON THE ROCKS

| A new $5 million pilot plant for 
| extracting oil from shale is being 
constructed on Parachute Creek 
in western Colorado. The plant 
will be run on a commercial scale 

. to permit cost studies, and to pro­
vide shale oil for refining experi­
ments. In the recovery process, 

; shale will be forced upward into 
a vertical vessel to meet a stream 
of hot gases which vaporize the 
oil. The plant will process about 
one thousand ton- o f shale a day. 
and the daily yield is estimated at 
17,000 gallons o f oil.
