Savings Bonds Total 
for Foard County in 
1959 Is $128,442

(Editor’s Note: The lost cop­
per mines on Pease River drew 
the attention of Frank X. Tol­
bert, well-known feature writer 
for The Dallas Morning News 
last week. Following are his 
comments on the history of the 
Foard County mine.)
There’s activity right now 

around the old “ General McClel­
lan Mine”  in Foard County. 
George Brinton McClellan, twice 
general-in-chief o f Union armies 
during the Civil War, was both 
an early explorer o f Northwest 
Texas anti that section’s pioneer 
copper mine.

You probably know how young 
McClellan rode out the headwat­
ers o f the Red River in 1852 on 
that big safari led by his future 
father-in-law, Gen. Randolph B. 
Marry. And in June o f that year 
McClellan Creek, which rises on 
The Staked Plains in Gray County 
was named in George’s honor by 
General Marcy.

You may not know that Gen­
eral McClellan came hark to the 
Texas frontier in 1877 on the 
point o f a horse, mule, and jack­
ass expedition to what is now 
northwestern Foard County. And 
there he established a copper mine.

The General McClellan Mine 
yielded only one big cargo o f cop­
per and then was closed down, ac­
cording to the story I heard in 
Foard County. The operations end­
ed not because o f a lack o f cop- 
per deposits but because o f the 
extreme isolation o f the mine.

Also, McClellan was distracted 
I by politics. He was elected Gov- 
jornor o f New Jersey in 1878.

Now new roads are being built 
into the rugged country around 
the mine. And two Californians, 
Vince De Angelis and Hal T. Hart, 
are donig what they call "explora­
tion work”  around the general’s

News From the 
Congress

The tempo of Congress' activ- 
iti. - is Tipping up as we approach 
mid-February. Committees of the 
House of Repre-t ntative are 
-pending long hours formulating 
legislation for presentation to the 
full body, and at the -ame tun* 
i--ue- o f national importance at- 
tahin- shape here which will un­
doubtedly emerge full blown in ! 
the election campaign- this fall.

For example, the Committee or 
Way- and Mean-, >>f which 1 am a 
member, last week concluded a 1 
-t-ric- o f public hearing- on the 
subject of cooperative taxation.! 
This is a complicated topic it. | 
which the committee must ton-, 
sitler it- responsibilities toward 
maintaining the cooperatives' val­
uable contributions to agriculture 1 
while at the same time mak.ng 
-ure that tax laws are fair t ■ all 
taxpayer-.

In other committees o f the 
House, important legislation ulso 
is in progress. The House Com­
mittee on Banking ami Currency, 
for instance, i- con-idering a b il l ' 
which will promote the construc­
tion o f middle- and low-income 
housing. The Committee on 
Science and Astronautn - i- hear­
ing a -eries o f witne- e- front the 
Department of Defense and the 
Armed Force- in an examination 
of our military space and mi--ilo 
programs. The Appropriations 
Committee is examining the Pres­
ident’s budget for the l!**il fiscal 
year and will soon begin report­
ing out its decision- on various 
pad- o f the budget.

These few brief examples, per­

American Dollar 
Wortli Less Than at 
Any Time in History

The American dollar is worth 
le-s today than at any time in 
history; less than when the Con­
stitution was adopted, the Cham­
ber o f Commerce <>f the Cnited 
States reports.

In this 2(»th century, within the 
lifetime o f many persons still 
working, the purcha-ing power of 
the dollar lias dropped from 100 
cents to less than 20 cents. The 
value o f savings and pensions and 
insurance ha- dropped according­
ly.

This is how inflation destroys 
the rewards o f hard work and 
thrift.

This is how pi ices have been 
pushed up.

This is one reason that taxes 
keep going up.

This is a fact o f life that should 
be thoroughly understood by ev­
ery American.

The chief cause o f inflation is 
not hard to identify, the National 
Chamber points out.
