Eight senior students from 
Crowell High School recently took 
the SAT (Scholastic Aptitude 
Tost) o f the CEE11 (College En­
trance Examination Board.) This 
is an advanced placement exami­
nation required for entrance into 
350 of the large colleges and uni­
versities of the nation including 
Vale, Purdue, Harvard, Prince­
ton, State Universities, etc.

Texas schools requiring the test 
are Rice. S. M. U „ Texas Univer­
sity, T. C. U., Baylor, Texas Tech, 
Trinity University, etc.

This test measures basic skills 
and abilities that a student has 
mastered in his academic work. 
It is a test of a student’s verbal 
and mathematical proticienees ac­
quired over many years— both in 
und out of school. It is a test of 
reasoning ability, not of remem­
bered facts. The verbal section 
emphasizes one's ability to read 
with understanding, to reason with 
verbal material, and to perceive 
word relationship. The reading 
passages are drawn from a vari­
ety o f fields: the humanities, so­
cial service, and science. The 
ability to understand and to solve 
mathematical sections measure the 
problems, and it stresses reason­
ing rather than specific content 
o f secondary school mathematics.

The record o f one's high school 
grades has proved to be the best 
predictor o f college success; how­
ever, the test grades ai e supple­
mentary to the records. Therefore, 
the records made by local students 
is worthy of note. The students 
placed in the average score in 
i no or both sections o f the test. 
Several scored in the top one- 

, fourth o f the nation. Such scores 
I would indicate that the students 
' would rank among the top one- 
j tenth o f the students attending 
schools in Texas.

Texans Oppose 
Resolution on 
Mourning Doves

Texas sportsmen will oppose 
the passage o f HR9882, introduced 
by Congressman Joseph E. Karth 
o f Minnesota. This Resolution 
would amend the Migratory Bird 
Treaty Act, to prohibit the hunt­
ing o f mourning doves. 11. D. 
I lodge n, executive secretary o f 
the Texas Game and Fish Commis­
sion, has written to Texas mem­
bers o f Congress and to mem­
bers of the Commission, pointing 
out that the mourning dove pop­
ulation in the nation during the 
last two years increased suffic­
iently that U. S. Fish and Wild­
life Service increased the bag 
limit from 10 to 15 birds per day, 
and possession limit from 20 to 
30 birds. He says that in the 1960 
hunting season. some 450,000 
Texas hunters bagged in excess 
o f 14 million birds.

The resolution offered by Con­
gressman Karth provides that ‘ ‘not­
withstanding any other provisions 
o f this Act, the Secretary o f the 
Interior shall not allow the hunt­
ing, taking, capturing, killing, pos­
session. sale, purchase, shipment, 
transportation, carriage or export 
at any time, o f the mourning 
dove.”

The mourning dove has been 
the principal game bird o f Texas 
for a good many years. In Min­
nesota. however, it is considered 
a song bird and the killing is pro­
hibited under state law. This is 
true in a number o f states, par­
ticularly in the Middle West. The 
bird being migratory, many of 
those harvested in Texas come 
from nesting grounds throughout 
the Middle West.

Texans may express their at­
titude to their Congressman in 
Washington, according to Mr. 
Dodgen.

Austin. Tex.— Texas newsmen 
quizzed seven candidates for gov­
ernor at a session o f Sigma Delta 
Chi, professional journalism soci­
ety, and fanned early-season cam­
paign sparks.

Gov. Price Daniel took the cen­
ter position, weathering attacks 
from nearly all the other candi­
dates, both democratic and repub­
lican. All candidates took part 
except John Connally and Edwin 
Walker.

A  little fire even developed 
between the three republican can­
didates. Hurry Diehl of Houston 
said Jack Cox of Breckenridge 
was “ not a Republican— just a 
conservative candidate.”

But two days later, Diehl with­
drew from the Vac*, leaving Roy 
Whittenburg as the only republi­
can primary opponent for Cox.

Don Yarborough and Marshall 
Formby attacked the Daniel ad- 
niinistration as “ tired”  and “ lack­
ing vigor." Daniel came hack with 
a recital o f his five-year accom­
plishments in education, indus­
trialization and other fields.

Will Wilson’s approach was that 
Daniel’s entry collapsed the Con- 
nally bandwagon by splitting Vice 
Pies. Lyndon Johnson’s organiza­
tion, and that the only way to 
get an uncontrolled candidate was 
to elect Wilson.

Candidates got in more punches 
in answering tough questions pos- 
d by nine newsmen. All of Dan­

iel’s opponents made the Gover­
nor's unprecedented four-term try 
a central issue. In the course of 
questions, Daniel came out for a 
two-term limit, but with four-year 
terms for governor instead o f the 
present two.

FRIENDLESS INSECT —  A
big-hatted crowd of ranchers gath­
ered at an Austin hotel to get 
more facts on the stockman’s 
dream— the elimination of the 
screw worm.

There was no one there to de­
fend the insect.

Ranchers learned from Florid­
ians how that state was swept 
free of this costly scourge by a 
dramatic program. Florida ranch­
ers covered the state with sterile 
male screwworm flies, thus wast­
ing the female flies’ single mating 
period. First airplane distribution 
o f flies in South Texas started 
the day of the Austin meeting.

Texas stockmen are raising $3,.- 
000,000 by voluntary contributions 
to match an equal amount o f Fed­
eral money put up by the U. S. 
Department o f Agriculture. The 
screwworms cost Southwestern

ranchers an estimated $40,000,00 
a year in losses.

west Animal Health Research 
Foundation.

Speaker James A. Turman ap-J 
pointed Representatives Ray Bar- 
tram of New Braunfels, Steve 
Burgess o f Nacogdoches, Stanley 
Boysen of Yoakum, Glenn Koth- 
mann of San Antonio and Gus 
Mutscher of Brenhani to assist the 
SWAHRF in planning its attack, 
on the screwworm fly.

Formby figures that 
by the end o f a second term, a 
two-time governor has made ev­
ery state commission appointment 
and it's time for him to take a 
rest.

John Connally seconded the 
charge o f commission domination., 
and said that by the end o f a j 
third term, every one o f the more] 
than 800 commissioners have been' 
appointed by a three-time gover­
nor. He promised that he would 
ask the Legislature to limit a ;

Members o f the Texas Field 
Archery Association reported a 
total kill o f 65 deer in the 1962 
hunting season, according to a 
letter received by E. A. Walker, 
director o f program planning for 
the (lame and Pish Commission. 
The report was made by Jimmie 
D. Dickens, secretary-treasurer of 
the archery organization.

Survey information of 35 of the 
deci showed the: c were 21 bucks 
and J 4 does, and they averaged

out 71 pounds each, field dressed.
There were 13 killed in the Oc­

tober special season hunting; 12 in 
November, and 10 in December. 
There were 33 killed on stand 
hunting ^nd 2 in walking. The 
hunters got 15 standing; 16 walk­
ing and I running, with only one 
shot per deer required for 32 
deer, and 2 arrows on three deer. 
The average distance of the shot 
was 26 yards. The average dis­
tance traveled by a deer after 
being hit was 71.5 yards.

All hunters used laminated fi­
ber glass recurve bows, rveraging 
48.6 pounds’ pull. Sixteen used 
wood arrows, 15 fiber glass and 
4 aluminum. The average number 
of years of hunting experience 
per hunter was 5 1 -. Twenty hunt- 
ei made their first deer kill with 
1 how and arrow. Three women 
were successful shooters. Thirty 
thee deer kills also were reported 

by bow hunters, hut without de-i 
tails.
