Diphtheria used to claim a high 
toll of victims years  ago, and a 
higher percentage died. A fte r  
diphtheria immunization became 
fairly common, the incidence of 

tr ied ,he disease dropped o f f  to the low 
figure in 1959.

Physicians generally  inoculate 
with a combined triple 

vaccine composed of diphtheria 
and te tanus  toxoids and  pertussis  
vaccine ensuring  protection against 
all three diseases.

Transmission is made by per­
son-to-person contac t with a pa- 

, tient or ca r r ie r  or with articles 
; soiled with discharges of  such 
persons. The d iph theria  organism 
is contained in discharges and  se­
cretion* from mucous surfaces  of 
the nose, pharynx and nasophar 
ynx.

The disease str ikes most often 
in the fall and w inter  months and 

I complications involving the hear t  
j occasionally occur.

A physician should be consult­
ed for fu r th e r  inform ation about 
immunization.
