Foard Pioneer Is 
Community Leader

In HMD. M i X .  .1. iJack( Rob 
eit- was given thi Foard County 
Chamber of Commerce's disting­
uished citizen award for her nu­
merous outstanding activities, and 
she hasn't slowed down yet, de­
spite her So years.

She ha- held a unique office 
for 37 year*— that of president of 
the Crowell Cemetery Association, 
Through her untiring efforts (foi 
all money comes from contribu­
tion), the Crowell Cemetery is one 
of the best kept of any in this 
area, as the association even man­
ages for a year-around caretaker

Her hobby of keeping scrap- 
hook' has developed into a prized 
collection o f  outstanding histoii- 
lal data, not only of Foard Coun­
ty, hut of Cynthia Ann Parker, 
the cyclone that hit Crowell April 
28. h'-i.’ , and o f  pictures of court­
houses ovet the state of Texas 
In her unusual library. Mis. Rob­
erts ha- ,-veij issue of the Na­
tional Geographic published dur­
ing the pa't lifty years, all hound.

The former l.ou Fllen Young, 
Mrs. Roberts came to Crowell in 
t8D2. She was born to the late 
Mr. and Mrs. Willis Young it' 
Denton County on Aug. 23, 1882. 
The family moved to New Mexico, 
and when her mothei passed away, 
she and her brother and 'istei 
were sent to Crowell to live with 
hot maternal grandmother, Mis. 
I.. C. Finney Due to her grand­
mother's failing health, the chil­
dren then lived with an aunt and 
uncle. Mr. and Airs. ,1. AY. Cope. 
Cope "as the second sheriff of 
Foard County.

Mrs. Roberts attended school at 
the old Crowell College until it 
burned in 185*7. Then she enrolled 
in I.ockncy Christian College— a 
three day trip from Crowell by 
wagon and attended school there 
for nine months until a new build­
ing was constructed in Crowell. 
In her scrapbooks she has price­
less pietuies of these old schools 
in Foard County, and of school 
mates who attended with her. llei 
school photographs, though, only 
include the "honor students." as 
they were the only ones who were 
awarded a trip to Quanah to have 
their pictures taken.

Ill 15*01. she decided to become 
a teacher, and her first school 
was at Diantha. a community 
school teii miles south of Thalia 
o- the Seymour highway. She es­
timates this was one o f 20 to 30 
schools in Foard County at that 
time. She received $35 per month, 
and recalled she paid Ss for room 
and board. The people in the com­
munities hoarded the teacher, and 
Mrs. Roberts remembers her first 
family lived in a half dugout, and 
that -he had the room on top 
which was on the level with the

ground.
For that year of teaching, she 

had been given a one-year coun­
ty teachei’s certificate, and then 
in the summer of l ‘*02 she at­
tended "summer normal school” 
at what is now North Texas Stat 
I ’nivcisitx (then Texas Normal 
College and Teacher Training In­
stitute.) She had to take an exam 
illation which was sent to Austin 
for grading before she learned 
she had received a four-year 
teaching certificate issued by tin 
state. She ha' this certificate in 
her scrapbook.

On April 23, 1000. the funnel 
l.ou Ellen Young was married to 
Jack Roberts, son of Judge and 
Mis. J. C. Roberts. Judge Roberts 
was the first county judge of 
Foard County. They went to New 
Oilcans on their honeymoon, and 
while there rode in an automo­
bile for the first time. I ’ pon then 
return, they built their home on 
the corner of l.ogan and Firs' 
streets in Crowell where they 
have resided 57 years. Roberts re­
tired from his abstract business 
in 15)57.

Three sons were horn to them. 
One son, Jaik. died eight years 
ago, A second son, Joe Roberts, 
is a civil engineer at Fort Worth, 
and the third. Dr. Torn 11. Robert.-, 
is a physician at Dallas.

Through the years. Mis. Rob­
erts has more than earned that 
citizen’s award given to her in 
15*451 n recognition of hei accom­
plishments. She was chairman of 
the Foard County Red Cross Chap­
ter during World War I. and in 
the first Fmd sedan in Crowell 
distributed yarn to -ehool houses 
where the ladies would gather on 
Sunday afternoons along with

-P a g e  4—
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their families for community sing­
ing. The yarn was knitted into 
socks, helmets and sweaters and 
was ultimately sent to men in 
the si ivices through the Red 
Cross.

The pictures of George Wash­
ington still hanging in the class­
rooms of the Crowell grade school 
were presented to the school by 
her in 15*32 when she was county 
chairman of the George Washing­
ton’s Bi-Centennial National Cele­
bration. She was a member of the 
county National Youth Adminis­
tration Advisory Board under 
Franklin Roosevelt's administra­
tion.

While county chairman of the 
Texas Centennial in 15*3*1, she had 
the Foard County highway marker 
placed two miles north of Crow­
ell on l ’ . S. 283. She ha- been 
prominently identified with the 
erection of memorial monuments 
in Foard County, particularly the 
two near old Margaret. One de­
picts the »pot where Cynthia Ann 
Parker was recaptured at the 
Pease River Battlefield; the other 
marks the fii-t county seat of 
Hardeman County before the area 
was divided and Foard County 
was formed.

Mis. Roberts has taught a wo­
man's Bible Class at the ( hris- 
tii.n Church for forty years, ha-1 
been a member of the Columbian | 
Club since 1912, and is a charter, 
member o f the A ernon Garden j 
Club. Through her interest, the 
historical museum in the Foard 
Countv court hou-e was establish-

It would seem that the care­
free life of the Comanche was 
interrupted when the pioneers and 
their wagon trains penetrated into

the frontier, but actually the last i 
Iiullun story in this urea occurred 
before Hardeman County had a 
permanent population of very 
many people. It was estimated in 
lKiS that 25 persons were re- 
“ 'ding in Hardeman County and 
they were stockmen or cowboys. 
By 18X0, the population had dou- 
ded, and it was at this time that 

the first settlers leached what is 
now Foard County.

Everyone is familiar with the 
story of the recapture of Cynthia 
Aim Parker in lhtiO, but the last 
Indian raid may be less familiar 
to people of this area. It was not 
the Comanche who gave the In- 
,li!‘ n finale, but a band of Kiowas.

It was in 1870 that Fred and 
I- H. Estes heard of the silver 
mining excitement at Leadville, 
Colorado, and left their home in 
Cooke County. They were travel­
ling in a wagon and when they 
reached the site of the present 
town of Harrold, they were join­
ed by Joe Earl, an ex-Confederate 
soldier, who owned a good horse. 
At Doan’s Crossing, they were 
told that a band of Kiowas had 
escaped their reservation. Mr. 
Doan knew that the Indians were 
on the wai path and advised the 
men to remain there. Earl told 
Mr. Doan that he was the Indian's 
friend. Mr. Doan told him that 
the Indians were nobody’s friend

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when they were on the warpath. 
That night, April 12, 1879, they 
reached the R2 Ranch headquar­
ters near the present town of 
Chillirothe. Worsham and Co. 
owned the K2 at that time. About 
noon the next day the party 
reached the place just north of 
the Quunah Cotton Oil Mill; Earl 
was a little ahead of the Estes 
brothers when they suw the In­
dians, about thirty-five in num­
ber, led by Chief Sun Bow. The 
Indians saluted and shook hands; 
the Estes brothers believed that 
they were friendly. They pointed 
to Earl and asked how many men 
were down there. They told them 
that Earl was alone and imme­
diately they lushed to him and 
killed him. Fred and J. H. took 
their horses from the wagon, 
mounted them, and headed back 
to the R2 Ranch. Four o f  the R2 
men went back with them to the 
scene of the slaying. They found 
that Earl’s body had been badly 
mutilated and burned.

They returned the next day 
with a blanket and buried Earl 
in a crude grave which they dug 
without the aid o f tools. They 
piled a bunch of rocks on his 
grave. The rocks were his only 
marker for a number of years, 
but later the citizens of (juanah 
placed a headstone which reads, 
“ Joe Earl, April Hi, 1H79, Killed 
by the Indians.”

With this burial, (juanah has 
the unique claim that the ceme­
tery preceded the town, for Earl 
was its first occupant. At the 
time of the incident, there was 
not an organized county within 
ninety-five miles, so the only legal 
forces able to cope with the situ­
ation were army groups at Fort 
Elliott (Mobeetie), some ninety 
miles to the northwest and those 
at Fort Sill, about the same dis­
tance to the northeast.

It would be interesting to know 
which course the Estes brothers 
took, whether they continued their 
journey to Leadville, or returned 
to Cooke County. In the early 
1900’s, J. II. Estes was living at 
Corpus Christi and made a trip 
to Fort Sill where he saw Chief 
Sun Bow in person, but Chief Sun 
Bow could not recall the incident.

l.'p until this time vast herds 
o f buffalo roamed across this 
area. Farming in this area had 
not entered the minds of the peo- ■ 
pie. Jim Moody, who lived across I 
Wichita River in Knox County, 
made the modest claim that he ' 
killed the last buffalo that was 
killed in this area. It was in 1880 
in the Wichita River country on 
Negro Creek some twenty miles 
west of Truscott that the buffalo 
was killed. O f course, Mr. Moody 
did not know that this would be 
the last one in the area. Bill Har­
rison and Joe Ratliff were with 
Mr. Moody at the time the buffalo 
was killed.

Measurement and official 
notice may come after the May 1 
deadline, but the 15-day period 
for destroying the excess still 
holds, the county agent said.

Mesquite Bean Jelly
The much-maligned niesquite 

bean might enjoy some semblance 
o f culinary glamour in the near 
future, says Joe Burkett, county 
agent. As most Texans know, the 
mesquite tree and its bean pods 
are not always welcome in cattle 
country. The beans are eaten and 
scattered by livestock and wild, 
life, causing widespread infesta­
tion of pastures with r.ew brush 
and trees.

Stockmen have for many years 
been trying to eradicate, or at 
least control the pest. Success of 
these campaigns has varied.

Ross LaGrange of Rio Grande 
City, senior horticulture major at 
Texas A&M University, figures 
that maybe man should learn to 
live with mesquite. As long as 
the plant persists so vigorously, 
it should be utilized.

LaGrange is working on a sys­
tem of making mesquite bean jel­
ly in his advanced fruit and vege­
table processing course. The class, 
headed by Dr. E. E. Burns, has 
already come up with such nov­
elties us prickly pear jelly and 
cantaloupe sherbet. Another proj­
ect underway is the making of 
perfume from peach flowers.

Right now, LaGrange’s research 
is at a near-standstill because

Using pesticides on animals 
which have been formulated for 
plants can be dangerous, warns 
County Agent Joe Burkett. His 
advice, don't do it.

He points out that although 
the same material may he used 
in some cases on animals or plants, 
the concentration and chemical 
formulation may be vastly differ­
ent. I f  the insecticide is manufac­
tured specifically foi plant use, 
the formulation may contain sol­
vent? that speed up absorption 
by animals and results in poison­
ing. The difference can mean a 
sick animal.

Trouble most often comes, says 
the county agent, when direction- 
on the label* are not closely fol­
lowed. Pesticides are safe when 
used as intended by the manufac­
turer and in accordance with their

chemical controls.
Tests conducted by the U. S. 

Department o f Agriculture’s Agri­
cultural Research Service, much 
o f the work was done at the re­
search center at Brownsville, in­
dicate that eurly-season spray ap­
plications of virus will artificially 
induce epidemics and control the 
insects before they can damage 
crops, explains Thomas.

Work is now underway to de­
termine timing, rates and frequen­
cy of application of the viruses. 
Studies indicate only a small 
amount of insect virus material is 
needed for effective control. The 
scientists believe a man probably 
could hold enough powdered cag- 

I bage loopei virus concentrate on 
the nail of his small finger to 
treat live acres. They also believe 
the looper and holtworm viiuses 
cag be produced at prices fann­
ers can afford. But. adds Thomas, 
artificially product d viruses for 
insect control are still experimen­
tal materials and none are avail­
able for use by the public.

Research has established these 
points: both viruses are highly spe­
cific. One infects only the cabbage 
looper. The othei hollworms and 
the closely related tobacco bud- 
worm. Both viiuses are harmless 
to man, animals and plants. Fun­
gi, bacteria, insect parasites or 
predators, and other natural ene­
mies o f the looper and boliworm 
are not harmed. Objectionable res­
idues do not occur on treated 
crops; in fact, ineffective forms 
of the viruses occur natuially on 
crops attacked by these two in­
sects. Thomas says scientists have 
long known the potential of vi­
ruses for biological control of in­
sects. Recently developed mass- 
producing technique", however, 
makes it possible to exploit these 
two viruses, Thomas says.

Mrs. Florence Low, assistant di­
rector for Home Economics for 
the Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, -poke on “ Family Life 
Abroad." The American Home Ec­
onomics Association, of which she 
is president, toured seven coun­
tries last summer. She participat­
ed in the International Home Eco­
nomics Federation meeting in 
France and then toured the other 
countries to observe family life. 
Mrs. Low is also on President 
Johnson’s Committee on Consum­
er Interest and goes to Washing­
ton for a committee meeting on 
May R and U.

In Russia, Mrs. Low found that 
nearly all families live in apart­
ments that are very meagerly 
furnished by American standards. 
Rent is low and the tenants pay 
according to their ability to pay. 
The average family has no mod­
ern appliances, such as refrigera­
tors. The food consists largely 
of bread, meat and potatoes. They 
have very little fruits and vege­
tables.

The Russians make the best pro­
vision of any pait of the popula­
tion for its children. Six per cent 
of the children population is tak­
en care o f through day care nurs­
eries while the mother works. The 
children are given very good care 
as far as physical things are con-
