Wheat harvest in Foard County|

has drawn to a close, and while|
the 1964 crop would not be called
“bumper,” it was extremly good
considering the dry weather's
effect on the yield, A check on
Tuesday morning with the county’s
three elevators—Foard County
Mill in Crowell, Three-Star Grain
Co. in Thalia and Farmers Co-
Operative Elevator Association
with facilities in Crowell, Thalia,
Foard City and Margaret—gave a
total brought to the elevators of
974,166 bushels. This was aug-
mented by about 10,000 bushels
of oats and around 40,000 bushels
of barley.
As stated in the News last
week, a large amount of wheat
crop was stored on the farm, and
is not counted in the 974,000
bushels delivered to elevators.

Another general rain over this
area early Thursday morning of
last week, brought some relief
from the extremely hot weather
of the preceding four days when
the mercury topped the 100 de-
gree mark each day.

.23 inch, while on Friday night,
additional moisture was measured
at .85 inch.

To permit greater flexibility in
farm operations, substitution be-
tween wheat and feed grains will
be authorized under the 1965
programs, Ray Hysinger, Chair-
man, Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Committee, said
Tuesday.
