The time 
cems at band, indeed, when roots

wi!' '■•e grown upon every stock-raising 
farm of the west,the sliecp breeders bi-- 
ng the first to set the example. No won- 
ier that the sheep men are commenc­
ing to raise roots annually, for they 
hiive found that this feeding material 
has more than anything else to do 
w’r,b tlie production of that splendid 
(tis'.ity snd finish for which Itritish 

eep are celebrated the world over. 
^tangoIds are the most important roots 
to these men, aa they keep well during 
w .nter.improving with age and furnish­
ing the needed succulence for sheep at 
the time most required. Mr. William
• hsc.n of Di'Iaware, Canada, writes in 
he Country t'fentleman that he has 
lad 900«1 old roots in his cellar when 
•toring the new crop.and speaks in the 
eery higbest possible terms of the 
mangold for sheep to be used in sum- 
ner and especially when the gras* be- 
7 ns to dry np. As to other roots, the 
oositlon of the Farmers' Review is 
.veil known, having very earnestly ad­
vocated the raiaing of carrots on every 
fsrna for the winter feeding of horses. 
We are also of the opinion that tur­
nip* as an adjunct to other food,snch 
ts corn, for the finishing off of prime 
fat steers, pay well for the trouble of 
rai*-iag them, as they give a polish and 
iual;ty to beef that even oil ca'ite will 
not produce. Now a word or two as 
to cnltivation. We believe the most 
eoDsrnon cause of failnrc in the pro­
duction of a good crop of roots 
i- too early sowing and secondly, 
poor "^ed In our experience 
but few good crops are obtained 
from early seeding, for although 
s good "stand” is often obtained and 
the p ants grow luxuriantly for a 
time, they are apt to become 
“spindley” and woody during the hoi 
dry months, and can not recover in 
the ecol moist days of late fa when 
later seeded tiotnioee are "makCng 
rooie*’ at a nvmeadoms rate. The 
inad should be put in shape fer roots

which the cows stoo<l it was found 
that the necessity for uncleanliness 
was obviated.

A V a m ’ vh i.k I ’AHTriiK.— There is a 
man in Chicago who pays 8DI.00O a 
year for the privilege of keeping a 
cow. He is a sane man, a business 
man, a man of family, and generally 
respected in the community. His poor 
relatives call him a freak, and his 
neighbors shrug their shoulders and 
mnrninr things about rich men’s 
whims The way of it is that be pos- 
.sesses a valuable building lot in a 
choice residence portion of the city, 
and having nothing else to do with it, 
he put a nice little fence around it and 
quartered therein his pet Jersey cow 
The cow was an artistic cow, and bar- 
raoni/.cd well •with the green turf and 
lilac bushes, so people rather atimired 
the arrangement One day a man came 
along who thought he would like to 
build a house on that particular lot. 
so be hunted np the owner and made 
him a spot cash offer of 8300, <i00 for the 
land. Ills offer was refused, decisively 
and politely. ' ’Rnt,” remonstrated a 
relative, aghast, “that would pay you 
SIH.OOO a year! Why on earth did you 
refuse it?” The rich man lit a cigar, 
and tamed a protesting face on the 
accueer. "Yes,*’ he aosented in a puz­
zled way, "bn i what would I have done 
with my cow?”—Chicago Record.

In the breeding of good dairy cows 
there is always “room at the top.” A 
great deal of talk is made about breed­
ing fine horses for sale, but few farm­
ers make a specialty of breeding first 
quality dairy cows. Y'et the demand 
for such cows is always good, and gen­
erally in e.xcess of the supply. Thou­
sands of town people every year get it 
into their heads to keep a cow. Such 
people want a very good cow, and are 
willing to pay a very good price for 
her. A medium cow can hardly be sold 
at any price to town buyers, for the 
latter buy cows for aluxu^’y, and want 
a good thing, and know it. Such cows 
to sell well may generally i>e 3, ■ or S 
years old. If they have reached their 
maximum capacity they are judged by 
that The town buyer does not want 
a young cow, giving little milk, with 
the promise of giving more. Keeping 
her in the town is expensive, and the 
townsman cannot afford to wait for 
his purchase to "grow up with the 
country.” Hut while the farmer is de­
veloping her he is getting enough in 
the way of milk and calves to pay ex­
penses. Altogether we believe that 
this is an opportunity for the farmer, 
and a demand that will not be fully 
met in this generation.

T hr m'*st imrortant matter in rais­
ing the c ioks IS to give them warmth 
eLoufb.

An association of farmers in Kent 
county on the eastern shore of Mary­
land, sent a committee to investigate 
the profits of market gardening, or 
truck-farming, as the phrase ia in 
l>ancsster county, Pa. The commit­
tee returned to report having seen one 
farm of eighty acrea from half of 
which a market gardener sold yearly 
810,000 worth of fruits and vegetables, 
and another farm of twenty acres that 
yields a gross sum of tii.OOo per 
year. Another market gardener had a 
profit of 80.000 yearly from six acrea 
still another sella from 81 •’<,000 to $20,- 
OOti worth of products from ninety 
seres. The committee urges the mem­
bers of the association to give up peach 
cnlture and take to market gardening, 
boch a change of policy means almost 
a social revolution in a community of 
aristocratic tradition, where lands 
have been long in family possessions 
and where land holding is a badge of 
respectability. It means the snbstita- 
tion of small enUvre for large hold­
ings, because few land owners have 
snffleient capital to undertake market 
gardening 0.1 a graat scale.

SrrcKs.Hrri. P i.antino or I’kas and 
Rka .n a —Peas for late use may be 
planted any time during this month. 
This vegetsbie is easily grown and 
give.s, with bean.s, more of the nitro­
genous element of food than do most 
other garden vegetables. Even in the 
green state they are highly nutritious 
ss well as palatable foods. Heans can 
not be planted until danger of frost is 
past, but it is safe to risk some at the 
beginning of May, and continue them 
for late use until July. Peas can not. 
however, bo grown to advantage if 
planted in June, as they will set their 
pods during the hot months of July 
and August and will mildew badly. 
Hut by this time beans arc preferable 
to peas, especially after sweet corn 
comes into the right stage for cooking. 
( ’'Om and beans cooked together is the 
Indian di.sh known as "snccotash.” 
For thi« dish the Lima bean is better 
than a».y other.—Ex.
