Make* Small Farm 
Pay in Knox County

J. S. Williamson lives near Truscott. 
Tmseott is in Knox County just 
across the line from Foard. The 
character o f the land, the climate and 
general conditions are the same in the 
Truscott country they are in Foard 
County. It’s a good country, and J. 
S. Williamson is a good all round 
fanner.

Mr. Williamson was here this week 
and came into the News office to have 
some stationery printed. A farmer 
having stationery printed? Yes, a 
farmer having stationery printed. 
And he has his farm named, the “ Sun­
ny Side Farm” is its name, and he ad­
vertises it with his printed letterheads 
and envolopes. He said: “ Since I 
have become used to using printed 
stationery I can’t use tablets, besides, 
I find that I now have stationery 
when I need it, while I was always 
out w’hen I used common tablet pa­
per. I do not see how any farmer 
gets along without printed letterheads 
and envelopes.”

We did not start out to boost the 
printing business, but we are merely 
calling attention to this as one form 
of good business which this farmer 
has adopted and finds it indispensi- 
ble. The fact that he uses printed 
stuff is not the only evidence o f  his 
business practice. He has kept books 
on his farm receipts for some time 
and is able to tell exactly what he 
has been making his farm pay. Last 
year he had 32 acres in wheat and 
made from it 796 bushels. Besides, 
he made 370 bushels of oats and 116 
bushels o f barley. It’s a small farm, 
only 65 acres in all, but on that 65 
acres he made $2,350 worth of stuff, 
besides the chickens and eggs which 
he sold, amounting to quite a nice 
sum. During the Christmas holidays 
he sold 85 dozen o f eggs at 90 cents 
per dozen. Before that time he said, 
“ I did not get many eggs through the 
winter, but I learned last winter that 
if you wanted your hens to lay you 
1 ad to feed them. My hens were well 
fed all winter and consequently they 
laid all winter.”

During Feb­
ruary and March he feeds more heav­
ily than at other times, because that 
is the season when cattle need the 
best attention to enable them to en­
dure the biting winds and cold snaps 
and bring them into real spring in 
good condition.

Mr. Allee has not been in the cattle 
business many years, but he is hav­
ing what seems to be splendid suc­
cess. and now has about 100 head, 
counting some thirty young calves. 
The remainder are yearlings, two- 
year olds and cows, and with very 
few exceptions all show marks of 
good breeding. Not all o f them are 
registered, but if he reaches his aims, 
within a few years every calf shall 
have a pedigree.

The thing we want to say princi­
pally in this article is that since ihis 
country is pre-eminently a stock coun­
try every effort to improve the breeds 
ought to be encouraged, as well as 
advertised, and the News regards it 
its duty and finds it a pleasure to 
give free advertising of such efforts.

The News has been called on to cor­
rect some statements made in previ­
ous issues in regard to the automo­
bile fund of Foard County, which it 
is glad to do. In order to make the 
corrections it is necessary to go to 
the first article that was published 
having reference to the matter.

In our issue of February 13th, an 
article appeared over the signature of 
W. A. Cogdell, in which Mr. Cogdell 
referred to the automobile fund now 
in the treasury as being $7,787.39. 
In an article in the issue of February 
20th over the signature of J. W. Bev­
erly another reference was made to 
this fund as being $7,700. In the is­
sue of February 27th the News had | 
a few words to say relative to the 
matter, using the $7,700 as a basis of 
argument.

Mr. Beverly spoke of the 1920 auto 
taxes saying that about $4,500 would 
be added to the $7,700. The News j 
used the same figures, with the as­
sumption that they were correct, or 
approximately so, since no one had 
come forward to demand a correction, 
if indeed any one knew them to be 
wrong. Any one can see why these 
figures would justify the statement 
that an automobile fund approxi­
mating $12,000 was available.

But now we are informed that these 
figures are misleading in that they 
are grossly incorrect. So we have 
gone to the treasurer’s office and 
found the following facts to be the 
case. Mr. Cogdell procured his fig ­
ures as to the $7,787.39 from the 
treasurer, who at that time did not 
have the automobile fund separated 
from some other funds, so there was 
included in that $7,787.39 • on . money 
that did not belong to th 1 automobile 
flux!. That is how the err'"- .arted. 
As the 1920 auto tax amounting 
to SS^OS. that was an error which

As staled abov 
has th i automobile 
from the general fund an' 
amount in the treasury Feb. 1, 
known to have been $4,770.70. Add­
ing this to the estimated 1920 tax 
of perhaps $1,500 or more we would 
have a sum amounting to a little 
more than $6,000.

This is an error really to be charg­
ed up to nobody, as we see it. Very 
likely the treasurer had little time 
in which to compile the first figures, 
which she found later to be erroneous, 
and in the meantime these articles 
had been written with these figures 
as a basis, excepting the estimate of 
the 1920 tax. Neither do we think 
any one is to be charged with inten­
tionally embarrassing the county com­
missioners. For ourselves we can 
say that we thought if there was $12,- 
000 in the automobile fund it might 
as well be applied, and that can be 
done only according to certain speci­
fications, named in a “previous article. 
We are frank to say that six or seven 
thousand dollars would not do much 
in road improvement and that being 
true the commissioners may be justi­
fied in not putting this money to 
work.

It should be remembered that the 
automobile fund is growing and the 
demand is growing for better roads. 
These two facts may be suggestive 
of action in the application o f this 
fund when it does reach proporti ns 
that will make it worth while.

DEFENDING AMERICA
IN ENGLAND

Thousands of Americans read the 
dispatches of Philip Gibbs during the 
war. They will appreciate his warm 
refense in the London Chronicle, 
where he indignatly denies that Amer­
ica has turned its back upon starving 
Europe.

"So far from ignoring the starving 
peoples of Europe” says Gibbs, 
“ America has been the one preat 
Power which has come to their res­
cue, with an immense, unfailing, un- 
exhaustible generosity.” When in 
New York Gibbs says he found it “ full 
of beggars from Europe who were 
going around with the hat and getting 
it filled every time. They were beg­
gars of high rank, in uniform and ac­
credited by their governments, and 
they were shameless in their demands 
for money to construct bombarded 
villages or to bolster up bankrupt so­
cieties or nations.”

While Europe was “ still enforcing 
the blockade" and lengthening the 
“ agony of the underfed masses” 
America was preparing to relieve "on 
a gigantic scale" the distress in de­
feated Hungary and Austria. Deny­
ing that Americans are tired of gen­
erosity Gibbs declares they “ will go 
on relieving the distress of staining 
countries, but they are tired of grant­
ing more loans to great nations like 
England and France, who are not 
starving, but whose financial condi-

THE PURSUITS OF PEACE
A famous character, a churchman, 

in a famous play lamented his fate. 
The burden of his cry was that if he 
had served his God with half the zeal 
he had served his King he would have 
been better cared for.

The world today is lamenting its 
tumultous condition. International 
trade and finance are crumbling. 
World order is endangered and the 
center of civilization may be swept 
from Europe in the wreck and charr­
ed remains of a terrible warfare. 
Europe today may lament the fact 
that it has not followed the pursuits 
of peace with half, nor even a hun- 
dreth, the zeal it followed war.

During the World War the cost is 
reported’ to have been $212,268,000,- 
000, or an average of $329.91 for each 
person in each of the warring coun­
tries. Imagine what that sum would 
have accomplished in the normal pur­
suits of peace and better living!

Europe is not alone guilty. In the 
United States we follow war much 
better than peace. So eagerly and 
enthusiastically did we respond to 
war’s demands that even now Europ­
ean countries owe us $350,000,000 in­
terest alone! Imagine our country 
devoting $350,000,000 to the pursuits 
of peace—say, building good roads all 
over the nation!

But, we give war what it demands, 
and we deny peace-time developments. 
Consequently, we bewail our condi­
tion. If we served peace with one- 
half the zeal that we served war we 
would be in better shape.

A DANGEROUS SITUATION i 
During 1919 Europe did a big busi­

ness with the United States. When 
the books were balanced for the year 
Europe owed this country $4,435,000,- i 
000. To pay it she had gold to the j 
amount of $3,354,000,000. The ques- j 
tion arises how can Europe repay?

It is proper for this country to take 
pride in its great strides during the i 
war, but at the same time it is not to 
our advantage to have such a tre­
mendous trade balance. Europe must 
furnish goods in exchange for goods. | 
It is the only way that she can repay. - 

Thousands of Americans have glor­
ied over the declining rates of foreign 
exchange without seeing what it | 
means. Whereas, before the war, 
when Europe bought in this country 
she paid at the normal rate of ex- 1 
change today she must pay a high 
premium. This is how it works:

Pound sterling is o ff  almost one- 
third. An article, made in this coun- , 
try, which was sold in 1914 for $4.86 
cost the British one pound. Today, 
if the same price prevailed, and the 
same article sold here for $4.86 the 

i British buyer would have to cover it 
i by one and one-third pounds.

France is worse. Her franc is o ff 
i two-thirds. The article above referr- 
j ed to, which sold in this country in 

1914 for $4.86 cents would have cost 
the Frenchman slightly more than 
twenty-five francs. Today it costs 
him, without any rise in price here, 
over seventy fracs.

In 1914 a British pound was equiv­
alent to $4.86 and it took only 5.18 
francs to equal a dollar. Today the 
British pound is equal to $3.34 and 
it takes 14.5 francs to equal the dol­
lar. Italian currency is worse, and 
German and Austrian coins are much 
worse.

This unsettled exchange rate means 
the loss of foreign trade. The pur­
chasing value of the pound and franc 
is higher in their own countries than 
on the international market. A pound 
in England today will buy much near­
er what it bought in 1914 than in this 
country. So will the franc in France.

From the above, if we have made 
it clear it is seen that American 
goods, when sold abroad for dollars, 
are high. At the same time they must 
be sold for dollars, because, our fac- 

! tories base their price on the dollar 
| and pay their bills on the dollar. Now 
watch this:

Suppose a British factory has been 
making an article to sell at a pound. 
In the American market it could be i 
bought, in 1914, for $4.86. Today let 
the British drummer come over to sell 
his product. Let him ask his pound. 
What happens? The American buy-) 
er gets it for $3.34, the present value 
of the pound on the exchange. If a 
French product, usually manufactured 
lor a franc, was sold in 1914, Ameri­
cans paid a little over 19 cents for 
it. Today if the Frenchman offers 
his product for a franc the American 
buyers gets it for less than 7 cents.

In these calculations we have not 
considered the increased cost of things 
to the manufacturers. We have as­
sumed that tne manufacturers in each 
country can produce at the costs of 
1914. This is erroneous, of course, 
but it does not affect the exchange 
rate, or the danger to this country.

5 ou may believe that this will help 
get lower prices. It may, but it means 
le>sened production on the part of 
American factories. To be specific, 
let us assume that In the United 
States there is an automobile made 
and sold on the home market for $4- 
866. Let us assume that in Great 
Britain there is manufactured an au­
tomobile to sell for the equivalent 
of that amount in English money to 
English buyers, which is 1,000 pounds.

If the American machine is exported 
to England, besides the cost of trans­
portation, etc, it will cost the English­
man 1,313 pounds. Under the cir­
cumstances he will buy the machine 
produced in his own country. Now 
reverse the deal. The British machine, 
selling in its own country for 1,000 
pounds, is shipped to America. In­
stead of bringing on our market $4,- j 
866, plus the cost of transportation, i 
which would make the American ma- '■ 
chine cheaper, it will sell for only j 
$3,345 plus the cost of transportation, j 
This will make it cheaper than the 

j American machine.
This is the way foreign exchange 

| works. Until Europe begins to pro- 
I dure on a great scale and settle her 1 

international debts by the sale of 
goods the exchange rate will continue i 
to decline. In so doing it will practi­
cally drive American manufactured 
goods from European markets, and 
might flood American markets with 
European goods.

However, there are other markets 
in the world, and the producers here 
must look elsewhere for their foreign 
trade. Last year we imported from 
other continents more than three bil­
lion dollars worth but we sold them 
iess than this amount. This country 
had to ship to Asia, in sett: ment of 
this condition, $175,000,900 in silver 
and $200,000,000 in gold. To Latin 
America we shipped a settlement of 
$70,000,000 in gold.

"A month before I lilt the 
Philippines I was living in the woods, 
but the American Governor decided to 
catch its many wild men as possible, 
train them and send them over here 
So l ere I hid, Just as you see " And 
the S(. Louis lady actually believed 
him.

That is what you would call fancies 
about the Philippines. The fact is. 
however, that the 11,000,000 Filipinos j 
and their ancestors have been civilized , 
and Christians for 300 years; tl. t the 
non-Christian population, aecording to 
tin- census of l'.tlS, Is only 500.000. and 
even these are not all uncivilized.

Another fancy Is that not until the 
coming of the Americans were school 
buildings seta in the Islands, roads 
built, or substantial houses erected.
I>o you know that for hundreds of 
je.trs ihe Filipinos hnve had colleges 
and schools and that the University of 
Santo Tomas Is only twenty-five years 
older than Harvard? That as early as 
Js«Hi. out of a population of 4.UU0.IRM) 
people, there were 841 schools for boys 
and 833 for girls? That in 1892, eight 
years before the coming of ihe Ameri­
cans, there were ‘2.137 schools?

"To grant s"lf-governm« nt to Luzon 
under Agulnablo would be like grant­
ing seif-gmeminent to an Apache res­
ervation under some local chief." Thus 
spoke a former President of the United 
filuies during the Fillpiuo-Anierican 
war. Exaggeration could he an excuse 
at a time when the dignity of the Am 
ericna people demanded the extinction 
of Filipino opposition, but do you know 
that thp Philippine Republic, before the 
American occupation of the Islands, 
had the approval of prominent Ameri­
cans who were on the spot— like John 
Barrett, Director of the I’an American 
Union, who compared it favorably w ith 
the Japanese government? That Ad­
miral Dewey considered the Filipinos 
better fitted for self-government than | 
the Cubans? That they hud drafted a 
constitution at Matalos which elicited | 
the approval of distinguished Repute , 
Means like the late Senator George F. 
Hoar? That before the coming of the j 
Americans they had produced national ! 
heroes like the martyred Jose Klzal, I 
pronounced by a Republican c o n g r e s s ­
man. Representative Cooper, as the 
noblest victim that has ever fallen into 
the clutches o f tyranny?

And do you know that the Filipino* 
have not had for hundreds of years anv 
caste system, blood distinction or royal 
families, stul that, unlike their oriental 
sisters, they are the ouly Christian peo­
ple In the orient?

People have pictured an Ignorant 
mass of Filipinos, illiterate, poor, liv­
ing a life of servitude for a few 
wealthy land owners and foreicners. 
with no houses or farms or property 
of their own. Do you know that 70 
per cent, o f the people above ten year* 
of age cun read and write and that this 
percentage o f literacy Is almost as high 
ns some of the states of the Union? 
That it is higher than in any country 
of South America, higher than the lit­
eracy of the Spanish people, and un­
questionably above tliat of any of the 
new countries recognized In Europe? 
Do you know that there are a million 
und a half farms In the Philippines 
and that 90 per cent, of these farms 
are owned by Filipinos. In other words, 
that out o f the 11,000,OCX) Christian 
Filipinos, 8,000,000 of them ut least live 
on their own farms, with houses of 
their own, Independent of any absentee 
landlord or foreign master? That 91 
per cent, of the urban property con­
sisting of houses and lands Is owned 
by the natives o f the Philippines, and 
only 9 per cent, is in the hands of for- 
eipners? Yet these are facts cabled by 
Acting Governor Charles Emmett Yea- 
ter to the War Department from the 
recent census estimates.

Having solemnly promised the Fill- 1 
pi'ios their Independence and having 
gone before tb* world as the champion 
of self-determiuition, the Filipino pen 
pi* cannot understand how America 
can consistently refuse to make good 
these promises.

A NEW STYLE OF TAXATION !
Mr. Victor Morawetz has for many 

years advocated a “ habitation tax”  j 
in order to avoid the taxation of in­
dustry and thrift, which is the worst 
fault of the present system of taxa­
tion. He would have a law that would 
put a penalty on extravagance and a 
premium on saving and economy.

Under his plan every one would be 
taxed in proportion to the rent paid 
by him, or in proportion to the value 
o f the premises occupied for residen­
tial purposes. The theory o f the sys­
tem is that personal expenditure of 
rent is a fair estimate of the general 
standard o f living and that the tax 
should be levied accordingly. He alBO 
suggests tax on servants. Anyone 
employing one servant could be taxed 
$50, anyone employing two servants 
could afford to pay $100 for the ex­
tra servant, and $200 for a third. Peo­
ple with more than one house should 
pay a heavier tax on the second, and 
a still heavier one on each additional 
one.

An annual exemption for each adult 
o f $1000 with $500 for each minor 
would be permitted, with a tax grad­
uated on all amounts spent in excess. 
Notice that the tax is not on the 
amount earned, but on the amount 
spent. Money made and accumulated 
is good for the country as it creates 
capital for working enterprises. Mon­
ey made and spent dissipates wealth,

| and a tax on expenditures discourages 
1 extravagance.
1 Such a tax would bear lightly on 
many people. To see how it would 
work, a family o f four, husband, wife 
and two children, would have an ex­
emption, in expenditures, of $3000. 
Assume that they spent $5000. The 
tax would be $25 on the first thous­
and, and $50 on the second, making 
their taxes $75. With the same fam­
ily spending $10,000 their tax would 
jump to $720.

While this proposal is novel it has 
its merits. People who keep an accu­
rate account o f their expenditure's do 
not spend their money carelessly, and 
a law which compels the keeping of 
an accurate account would be bene­
ficial. The law might also provide 
that any part o f the income that is 
not properly accounted for in the 
statement should be deemed to have 
been used for personal expenses, thus 
being subject to taxation.

From his gross income a farmer Is 

allowed to charge o(t all of his neces­
sary expenses in the conduct o f the 
farm during the year.

hired to improve the farm, as In tree 
planting, ditching, etc., cannot be 
claimed against earnings. A farmer is 
not allowed to claim a salary for him­
self or members o f his family who 
work on the farm.

Wear and Tear.
Purchase o f farm machinery, wag­

ons. work animnls, etc., also the cost 
of construction or extension of build­
ings, silos, fencing, etc., should be con­
sidered additional Investments in the 1 
farm and are not proper deductions; 
against income.

A reasonable nllownnee may be I 
claimed for wear and tear on farm j 
buildings (except the farmhouse), 
fences, machinery, work animals, wag­
ons, tanks, windmills and other farm i 
equipment which is used in the con- ] 
duet o f the farm.

As to autos and tractors, the cost of 
these is not an expense, although the 
cost of their upkeep Is an allowable 
deduction, if the machines are used ex­
clusively for farm purposes and not 
for pleasure. Also, lit such cases, a de­
duction for wear and tear is allowed.

Farm  Losses.
The loss of a growing crop i« not a 

proper deduction from income, Inas­
much ns the value o f the crop had not 
been taken Into gross income. The 
loss of a building or o f machinery 
through storm, lightning, flood, etc.. Is 
an allowable deduction, hut cafe should 
he used to ascertain the correct loss 
sustained, ns restricted by Income tax 
regulations.

No deduction Is allowed in the case 
of loss of animals raised on the farm, 
but a loss is deductible from gross in­
come if the animals had been pur­
chased for draft or breeding purposes.

Shrinkage in weight or value of farm 
products held for favorable market 
prices cannot be deducted as a loss, for 
the reason tlint when such products 
are sold the shrinkage will he reflected 
In the selling price.

Sale of Farms and Land.
The value o f agricultural lands has 

been jumping during the past few 
years, and during 1019 many owners 
sold out part or all o f their lands at 
big profits. All such gains constitute 
Income and must he taken into the net 
Income for the year.

Any person who sold part of a fnrm 
or ranch, or part of a parcel o f land, 
must also show any gains realized by 
the sale.

The method of figuring gains and 
losses on sucli transactions Is pre­
scribed In the Income Tax regulations, 
copies o f which may be secured from 
Internal Revenue Collectors.

Forms for Returns.
The Internal Revenue Bureau has 

Issued an Improved Form HU OF for 
the use of farmers. This form, to­
gether with Form 1040A or 1040. will 
give the farmer explicit information 
as to how to properly figure his net 
Income for 1919.

There are two methods o f figuring a 
farmer's income tax return this year. 
He may make his return on the basis 
o f the difference between the money 
and goods received for his products 
and the cash paid out for actual allow­
able farm expenses within the year. 
Or he may make his return on the ac­
crual basts, which means computing 
the receipts and expenses that pertain 
to the taxable year, excluding Income 
•anted and expanses Incurred In pre­
vious or succeeding years.

Crusoe’s directions that he land'd on 
an island In a latitude of 11 degrees 
nearer the mouth of the Orinoco river, 
and In sight o f the Island of Trinidad, 
one comes upon the Island of Tobago, 
the only one answering the descrip­
tion.

An Interesting discovery which 
| gave prominence to Tobago as the 

real Crusoe's island occurred some 
years ago, when the skeleton o f a 
gout was unearthed In a cave on the 

| Island. This coincided remarkably 
with Crusoe’s statement that he 
found a dying goat in a hillside cave 
and later burled It there. “Crusoe’s 
goat" became for a time an object of 
great popular Interest and figured as 
a prominent exhibit at the Chicago 
World's fair.

Tobago’s failure to obtain greater 
recognition of its Importance as the 
“ only authentic Robinson Crusoe 
Island" is doubtless due to the fact 
that It Is a retiring little island, con­
cerned chiefly with its plantations and 
trade. Leaving Crusoe out altogether, 
Tobago has had an eventful history, 
from the time it was discovered by Co­
lumbus. on his thin! voyage, until Eng­
land took it from France in 1803, and 

! started to turn it into a profitable col- 
i ony.

brids. lie burst into tears and. sob- 
| bing like a child, he cries!: “ I, too, cun 

tiring hock thought by thought!" He 
I did. He recalled nil of tlie Mss. and 

rewrote it. What torture!

EGYPT AND COTTON
Most of us regard cotton as Na­

ture's gift to the South, and have nev­
er thought much o f the possibility o f 
a strong competitor in the world’s 
markets. Of course, most o f us knew 
that Great Britain was attempting to 
introduce cotton production on a large 
i- .ile in Egypt, but never bothered 
much with following its success. A 
recent dispatch from a correspondent 
o f  the London Daily Express at Cai­
ro tells o f the unrivaled prosperity of 
the Egyptian cotton growers as fol­
lows:

Natural­
ly there is an influx of new million­
aires in Cairo with a huge demand for 
automobiles, jewelry, new houses and 
all kinds of luxuries, but in the prov­
inces many o f the newly rich have 
not changed their standard o f living 
at all.”
