Mrs. Harriet Caroline Witherspoon, 
wife of J. G. Witherspoon, died at the 
home in Crowell on the morning of 
Jan jury 28, and the body was placed 
in the cemetery at Quanah on the ev­
ening of the same date.

Mrs. Witherspoon had been in very 
poor health for some months und her 
death was not a surprise.

She was bom in Waterloo, Ala., Oc­
tober 25, 1846. She was married to 
J. G. Witherspoon in 1869, and she 
and her husband came to Cooke Coun­
ty, Texas, in 1876, where they resided 
for some years until they came to 
Foard County in 1885, and excepting 
a few years residence at Quanah, they 
have made this county their home 
ever since.

ONE HUNDRED PER
CENT TAX INCREASE

We, the Crowell School Board, de­
sire to go to the public for informa- 
t'.on. The public has elected us to 

j look after the administration of the 
public school of this place. We have 
endeavored to fulfill our obligation 

' in the very best way possible with 
the funds at our disposal. The finan- j 
c.al problems of this year are prac­
tically settled. It is the next year’s 
outlook in which we are interested in 
now. Some may think it is early to 
begin work on next year's school af­
faire. But the nature of the problem 
demands that the School Board re­
solve upon some plan now for next 
year.

Of course tho question we have in 
mind now is the finances for another 
year. We lacked about two thousand , 
dol'ars of having enough to run a nine 
months’ school this year. We met this 
condition by having a two months pay 
si hool. We could probably meet the 
condition for next year in the same 
mannner. But we would in all likeli­
hood be compelled to have four 
months of pay school, because of in­
creased expenses that cannot be 

; avoided; besides there are many re- 
jnirs tnat need to be made in the 
school equipment. We could be spe­
cific but space will not permit.

To meet the crisis that confronts us 
we have a solution, provided publ ? 
opinion backs us in our efforts. We 
could do this arbitrarily but we nave 
no desire to do business that way. We 
need your help and cooperation. By 
provision of the State law the school 
boards of independent districts have 
the legal right to assess and collect 
their own taxes, and herein lies the 
solution. We hope that you will not 
be too hasty to express an opinion 
on this matter, because it is due your 
serious consideration.

We propose to increase the special 
school tax assessment o f this district 
one hundred per cent. This may 
sound big, but we believe that nothing 
short of this will meet the situation.

I If you will consider for a moment you 
! will realize that expenses in every 
other business have increased a great 
deal. The school cannot be an ex- 

; ception. Let us say just here that 
the increased assessment will in no 
way affect any of the other taxes, 

i It will not increase them at all. Ev­
ery cent paid in this way for school 
tax will remain at home and be in­
vested in the school. It is a home in­
vestment in the boys and girls of this 
community.

People of this town and community 
want a good school. The proposition 

' is up to the public. Without suf­
ficient funds we cannot have an ef­
ficient school. You see your part of 
the obligation.

Before going ahead we are going to 
give an opportunity for public ex­
pression. We solicit discussion for 
and against the proposition. We want 
and must have the cooperation of the 

i people in this matter. The future 
of our school is at stake, and we as 
one hundred per cent American citi­
zens must meet this one hundred per 
cent assessment increase.

BInnuel Lozndn, the Mexican t>andlt, 
whose remain? now lie In the cemetery 
near Teplc, In the newly made state of 
N'nyurlt, gave the key to the whole 
Mexican problem by his strategy In or­
ganizing armies, declares Charles 
Johnston, In The Atlantic. Lozado ; 
was notable because he waged war 
against three presidents. Jtenlto 
Juarez, Lerdo de Tejada nnd I’ortlrlo 
Diaz, nnd because he raised and 
equipped armies of peons strong 
enough to attack great cities like Teplc 
and Guadalajara, In a struggle lasting j 
from 1870 to 1877.

It was Lozado's custom, when a new 
campaign against the centrsl authori­
ties was In contemplation, to send his 
bodyguard down from their lairs In the 
high Sierras to the fertile plains, with 
orders to cut down all banana plants, 
thus destroying the chief food supply 
of the native village!*.

The peons starved for a while, and 
watched their women and children 
starve, then they came tip the moun- ! 
tains In a hotly and begged Lozado to 
enroll them In his army of bandits to 
lead them forth to plunder, which for 
them meant simply food.

This gives a clew to the situation, 
declares BIr. Johnston, because it 
shows that banditry nnd plunder are 
the last resources of hungry peons, 
prt sued beyond the verge when their 
merger sustenance is cut off.

SEE THE < ONSTITl TION
In a large steel safe, in the office

of the Department of State, the orig­
inal Declaration of Independence and 
the first copy of the Constitution of 
the United States may be seen. The 
safe is rarely opened for this purpose, 
but last week Secretary Lansing in­
spected the venerable papers, found 
that they were in good condition, and 
movie picture machines clicked all the 
time.

The result is that in your theatre 
you may soon see these venerable 
documents, so precious to the history 
of the American people. Secretary 
Lansing called attention to the safety 
of the original papers in the big safe 
and asked that all citizens see that 
they are safely honored in the hearts 
of the American people.

For a long time the documents were 
kept in a tin cylinder until 1870, but 
in that year the sheets were flatten­
ed and placed in a red morrocco case, 
where they remained until 1893. In 
this year a steel case was made for 
them, and each sheet of the two doc­
uments hermetically sealed between 
two plates of French glass, to pre­
vent damage from exposure to air and 
moisture. The Secretary of State is 
the custodian of the documents and 
must inspect them fi'om time to time, 
in order that they may be properly 
preserved. The inspection last week 
was the first in eighteen years.

STOPPED BEING GOUGED
The way to knock the props from 

beneath ,ie profiteers is to stop buy­
ing goods with an exorbitant price at­
tached.
