But the size of the wedding, 
I’ve come to lrstn through the 
years, doesn’t seem to be a gauge 
by which one can measure in ad­
vance the length of time the wed­
ding will last. I’ve known big wed­
dings that lasted for years and 
big ones that hardly lasted long 
enough to get the license back 
from the clerk’s office. And the 
same thing is true of some small 
weddings, too.

Having been married for 31 
years, however, gives one a right 
to discourse at considerable 
length on how to make a mar­
riage last, but by the same token, 
anyone who’s been married that 
long has learned enough to know 
that he doesn’t know anything 
about it. It’s like rainsing child­
ren: Only old maids know the 
secrets.

But there are some things that 
a fellow learns about marriage 
through experience: That it takes 
considerable doing on the parts 
of both the principals to make it 
work, and I hasten to add that 
the effort is well worth it.

Faith and common interest are 
the two things that I think make 
it work best. Without either of 
those, the marriage won't work. 
I’ve known too many couples who 
loved each other dearly but 
couldn’t stand the sight of each 
other; their interests were that 
different. You gotta like the same 
things, even to spinach and cau­
liflower or learn to like spinach 
and cauliflower if you don’t like 
’em at first.

The first of these dwellings, the

COLLEGE STATION — Four 
new smut and lodge resistant j 
grain sorghum hybrids have been 
developed by the cooperative I 
plant breeding programs of the! 
Texas Agricultural Experiment i 
Station and the Crops Research j 
Service.

RS C16, RS 621, RS 622, and 
RS 623 are described as having1 
red coleoptiles, yellow sligmas,: 
red seed and no awns, says LG89, 
a new publication of the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station, 
They also have satisfactory head 
exsertion but during drouths and 
high temperatures it may not be 
sufficient to avoid cutting unde- 
sirable amounts of leaf material 
while combining.

The four new hybrids have: 
shown to be equivalent to RS 610

and RS 608 in yields but not as 
widely adapted as the older hy­
brids. In areas of short grow­
ing season and low rainfall, yields 
have been poor because of late 
maturing of the plants.

The publication reports that 
there has been no head smut 
found in the pollen parents or 
any of the four hybrids. The par­
ents and the hybrids were also 
grown in sorghum disease nur­
series and no symptoms of dis- 
cast were found. The hybrids ap­
pear to have Kaffir-type resis­
tance to chinch bugs, as well.

Resistance to root lodging was 
observed during a Gulf storm in 
191M) and the hybrids have also 
shown good resistance to weak- 
neck and stalk-rot lodging The

Have you counted your bless­

ings lately? Everything seldom 
seems perfect to any of us, but 
when we stop long enough to take 
stock fo our situation as citizens 
Of America, particularly the 
United States, we cannot help 
being overwhelmed by the free­
dom and opportunity we enjoy 
in comparison to any other place 
on earth. Some of these bless­
ings may even cause us to be 
lax in our appreciation of Ihe 
circumstances that made them 
possible. You can still, just bare­
ly, if you are not too influen­
tial an individual, openly oppose 
and expose movements such as 
the following:

“Victor Reuther has been iden­
tified as the author of a mem­
orandum to the Attorney Gen­
eral dated December 19, 1961 en­
titled “ Radical Right in America 
Today” . The purpose of the pro­
gram is to give direction to a 
program to destroy all who still 
believe in the Constitution of the 
United States of America and 
who openly fight Communism.

1. Muzzle the mililary and 
stop the recall to active duty 
of conservatives such as General 
James Van Fleet by having the 
Secretary of Defense issue orders 
against speeches or articles op­
posing Communism.

2. Stop listing pro-communist 
organizations exclusively as sub­
versive on the annual Attorney 
General’s list and add the names 
of conservative organizations so 
that the list would not be Mop 
sided’. This would cause the mem­
bership of the conservative organ­
izations to drop out as they would 
not want to be associated with 
‘subversive’ organizations on the 
Attorney General’s list. This 
would then bring about the end 
of the organization.

3. Stop the flow of funds to the

ATTENTION HUNTERS — or 
should I say Attention Mr. and 
Mrs. America, the gun you hold 
may cost your life or the life of 
a loved one.

Hunting season is again upon 
us and we, all of us, must take 
every effort to prevent firearms 
accidents.

As law enforcement officers we 
hope every year that we won’t 
encounter a hunting accident.

If each of you, hunter or not, 
will follow the 10 commandments 
of safety we can reduce accidents 
that involve firearms.

Below, the commandments are 
listed:

1. Treat every gun with the re­
spect due a loaded gun. This is 
the first rule of gun safety.

2. Guns carried into camp or 
home, or when otherwise not in 
use, must always be unloaded, 
and taken down or have actions

Auto Stickers 
Are Now On Sale

AUSTIN—Col. Homer Garrison 
Jr., director of the Texas Depart­
ment of Public Safety, announc­
ed today that the new 1964 ve­
hicle inspection sticker became 
available September 1 at all of­
ficial inspection stations in Tex­
as.

“During the summer months, 
the department has conducted in­
tensive re-t raining schools for all 
owners and mechanics of inspec­
tion stations,” Garrison said. 
“These men are now qualified 
and they are ready to serve the 
motoring public in their vehicle 
inspection needs.”

More than five million vehicles 
registered in the state are requir­
ed by law to be inspected at 
one of the 5,000 official stations 
between now and April 16, 1964. 
Operators of vehicles not display­
ing the new sticker by that date 
will be in violation of the law.

Garrison urged motorists to 
get their vehicles inspected at the 
earliest possible time and point­
ed out.

“Since the vehicle inspection 
program began in Texas, ve­
hicle defects as causative factors 
in motor vehicle accidents has 
been reduced from 13 per cent 
in 1951 to five per cent in 1962. 
We have every reason to hope 
that with continued voluntary 
compliance with this law, acci­
dents can be further reduced.”

3. Always be sure barrel and 
action are clear of rbstructions, 
and that you have only ammun­
ition of the proper size for the 
gun you are carrying. Remove 
oil and grease from chamber be­
fore firing.

4. Always carry your gun so 
thal you can control the direction 
of the muzzle even if you stum­
ble; keep the safety onuntil you 
are ready to shoot.

5. Be sure of your target be­
fore you pull the trigger; know 
the identifying features of the 
game you intend to hunt.

6. Never point a gun at any­
thing you do no wanttoshoot; 
avoid all horseplay while hand­
ling a gun.

7. Unattended guns should be 
unloaded; guns and ammuni­
tion should be stored separately 
beyond reach of children and 
careless adults.

8. Never climb a tree or fence 
or jump u ditch with a loaded 
gun; never pull a gun toward you 
by the muzzle.

9. Never shoot a bullet at a 
flat, hard surface or the surface 
of water; when at target prac­
tice, be sure your backstop is 
adequate.
10. Avoid alcoholic drinks be­

fore or during shooting.

come for world Communists, al 
ready severely shaken by the So- 
viet-Chinese feud.

Up to now the battle has been 
between two Communist parties, 
ostensibly over ideology. I may 
move on—to a feud between gov­
ernments.

If that happens, the point of no 
return will have been passed. Red 
leaders around the globe will face 
dismal prospects of progressive 
splintering and slow disintegra­
tion in the world Communist 
movement.

Slender threads now link Mos­
cow and Peking. For East and 
West, this can mean an entirely 
new phase of the cold war. It can 
mean that some day in the dis­
tant future Moxcow will find more 
ground for common cause with 
the West.

But for the foreseeable future, 
the West will have two fronts to 
watch. It will be trying to coun­
ter the Kremlin’s political and 
economic campaigns to advance 
communism short of world war. 
At the same time it will be try­
ing to contain violence in Asia.

There is danger now that the 
impatient Red Chinese, wearied 
of waiting for the Kremlin’s 
green light, may on their own step 
up the war in South Viet Nam.

But for the U. S. S. R., too, 
it will begin to look like a two- 
front conflict. Mscow, pursuing 
an avowed goal of world revolu­
tion through attrition against the

cow will be wary, too, of Peking’s 
attempts to form a bloc of Com- 
.XTunist parties in the underdevel­
oped world.

The Chinese refer ominously to 
old border disputes with the Rus­
sians.

Splintering in Parties
While the Chinese and Soviet 

delegations danced their futile 
ideological minuet at the mid- 
July Moscow meeting, the extent 
of the damage was becoming ever 
more apparent.

Today, the Kremlin no longer 
is the infallible center of world 
communism. There are two cen­
ters now.

Moscow concedes that splinter­
ing is taking place in parties 
around the world—in Brazil, in 
Italy, in Australia and many oth­
er places.

In India, the party is forced 
into orientation toward Moscow 
for fear of losing public support, 
in view of Peking’s aggressions 
on India’s borders.

But the rest of the Asian Com­
munists are lining up with Red 
China. Strongly pro-Chinese are 
the Red Korean and North Viet­
namese parties. The Indonesian 
party—world’s largest outside 
the Communist orbit—is disturo- 
ed but leaning toward China. The 
Japanese party is badly split.

The split seems to go right 
down through the middle of the 
world movement.

Red China advances the notion 
that Moscow controls only a tem­
porary majority of the world’s 
parties.

Split Affects Europe
There seems to be rising trouble 

for Moscow with its European 
sateliites. Albania, tiny isolated 
and out of reach of the Muscov­
ites, stands alone in Europe open­
ly o nthe Chinese side. But the 
split has affected others.

Romania, though pro-Moscow, 
has made significant overtures 
to the Chinese, apparently as a 
means of defending herself again­
st a Kremlin attempt to domi­
nate arid direct her economy.

The feud encourages satellite 
leaders to plump for more free- 
dotti Of action in their own coun 
tries. Czech, Polish, Hungarian 
and even Bulgarian leaders may 
be secretly pleased with some as­
pects of the split, although they 
support Moscow. The feud tends 
to give them more importance. 
Perhaps they can get more con­
cessions from the Kremlin, so 
long as it needs their support. 
Only the East German regime 
seems wholly and willingly a 
creature of Moscow.

Khrushchev’s policy of guard­
ing against the accident which 
might touch off World War III 
was sanctified by the 22nd Soviet

who seem to suspect they are 
being used as pawns for Soviet 
power politics.

Almost plaintively, Khrushchev 
has denied Peking’s charge that 
he has been "begging for peace.” 
He has claimed his policy re­
mains unrelenting ideological war 
against the West, that it already 
has damaged the West in the 
Middle East: Algeria, Southeast 
Asia and elsewhere. He insiss 
he has shown results by creat­
ing suspicions and divisions in­
side the western alliance.

The Chinese brush it aside as 
nonsense. If they had ther way, 
Khrushchev and those who sup­
port him would be deposed. But 
the chances of this seem slight. 
The dispute seems to have 
stengthened Khrushchev’s stand­
ing inside the U. S. S. R. as the 
man who promises peace and 
an era of abundance.

Thus the prospects are for more 
divisions and splits within splits 
in the Communist world, and for 
a time of vast confusion.

Plains Research Foundation 451 
miles east of Muleshoe will be 
shown through the new gin. the 
new seed processing laboratory, 
shops, offices and implement stor­
age building. These buildings are 
now under construction at the 
foundation. Contractors are work­
ing hard to complete most of the 
structures in time for the occa­

The 20-saw gin, damaged by 
firfe, has been rebuilt by the 
Murray Co. and Mltchett Co. of 
Dallas, and the Moss-Gordon Co. 
of Lubbock. The gins will be seen 
ift the building but will not be 
ready for operation. Hosts will 
be present to explain how Hie gin 
will operate. These hosts repre 
sent the cotton indust ry and mem­
bers of the Board of Trustees 
of the Foundation. The gin is in 
6 building separate from the oth­
er structure.

Hosts will also guide visitors 
through the main building to show 
the Seed Processing Laboratory, 
the shops, offices and the new 
machinery and storage facilities 
Both of these buildings replace 
the structure destroyed by fire 
early this year. The machinery 
will be installed in time to pro 
cess the 1963 research harvest 
for all crops.

Guests at the Field Day will 
be greeted upon arrival by repre- * 
sentatives of the Chambers of 
Commerce in tbc area, and by 
members of civic clubs.
