j Grasshoppers Reported to Be 

Doing Damage in County

From reports that have been com­
ing in during the week it seems that 
the grasshoppers are doing considera­
ble damage, especially to cotton that 
is just coming up. These pests can 
be partially controlled under ordinary 
circumstances, if you get to them in 
time.

The mixture known as the poison 
bran bait has proven the most satis­
factory in getting rid of the grass­
hoppers. It is made up as follows: 
Wheat bran 25 lbs., white arsenic 1 
lb., or paris green l lb., lemons or 
oranges about 6 finely chopped fruits, 
2 quarts of low grade molasses: add 
from 2 to 4 gallons of wacer. the 
bran and poison thoroughly mixed 
while dry. the fruits are then finely 
chopped and added, lastly the molass­
es and water are poured over the 
bait and the whole thoroughly mixed. 
The bait can be distributed at the 
end of the rows with a small paddle 
or spoon. It should be distributed so 
that it will hold the moisture as long 
as possible. Don't get discouraged if 
the grasshoppers do not drop dead 
immediately upon eating the poison, 
as it takes at least 24 hours for the 
effect of the poison to become appar­
ent.
