Bell, 
prom inent cattlem an of this place, we 
learn tha t he has ju st made a ship­
ment of r>7."> head of cattle , some of 
them from here and some from his 
ranch a t Valentine to Hamilton, Kan., 
to lie put on the grass there.

These ca ttle  will la te r be marketed 
there.

Can you imagine cattle  being shipp­
ed out of one of the best grazing 
countries in the world for pasturage- 
There are several good reasons for 
m aking such shipm ent. In the first 
place, in their present condition, th i r ­
ty  head of cattle  may be shipped in 
one car as against tw enty head of 
fa t cattle. This means a saving of 
$.!2 per ca r on each shipm ent. Sec­
ond, the fre igh t ra te  on stacker cattle 
is about 28c as compared to 40c on 
beef cattle. This saving will am ount 
to more than $20 per car. Third, the 
shrinkage on beef cattle shipped from 
here to Kansas City am ounts to about 
one hundred pounds. The m arket 
price should average about eight cents 
per pountl this year. The saving 
against this shrinkage, therefore, will 
am ount to approxim ately S’* per head, 
or, as Mr. Bell puts it in commenting 
on th is la tte r  item, more than enough 
to pay the pastu rage on the stock.

West Texas has the best w inter pas­
tu rage in the world, but in spring and 
, arly summ er, grass is better in K an­
sas. Besides, the ineroaching farm s 
of W est Texas are gradually  narrow ­
ing the grazing areas.

These ca ttle  shipped by Mr. Bell 
have been wintered w ithout feed. In 
fact, those shipped from Valentine 
have never been fed, so abundant and 
excellent has been our western pas­
tu rage. But when it becomes a ques­
tion of economy our ca ttle  raisers an* 
glad to  conserve nor own resources 
ami fa tten  the ir cuttle on Kansas 
grass.
