The possibilities of such a rout" 
were recently suggested by the B.t ch- 
enridge Chamber of Commerce and 
other organizations in Central West 
Texas, hut no definite steps h::v • 
been taken to get the road marked 
and advertised. Last week: the Ver­
non delegates to the West Texa- 
Chamber of Commerce convention at 
Brown wood made the trip in cars by 
way of Seymour. Thiockmorton and 
I'reckenridge and came back very im- 
pushed with advantages offered bv 
such a highway organization.

The road is in splendid con-' l!.» i ; 
practically the entire distance from 
Vernon to Breckenridge, and it is sus­
ceptible of improvement at very •'itiall 
cost. Much o f the road is already 
included in the seven per cent desi 1 
nation of the State Highway Depart-1 
ment and is included in the Feder.-lj 
system.

Heretofore it h is been necessary t" 
route traffic f> -m this section, bound 
for Central West Texas, bv wav of 
Fort Worth, which is about 200 miles 
greater distance than the road leading 
directly south from Vernon.

Another big attraction *’or the pro­
posed new highway is that it goes hv 
the big dam at Lake Kemp on the 
Wichita River, crossing the stream on 
the dam itself. This project has been 
given wide publicity throughout Texas 
and people from every section are 
anxious to see it, but very few knew 
how to reach it.
