■It is the aim of the executive com- 
arittee to make this contest the best 
•ver held In Foard County. In order

do this we must have the co-opera­
tion of every school in the county and 

ry teacher in those schools. The

object of the league is to foster in 
the schools of Texas the study and 
practice of public speaking as an aid 
in preparation for citizenship; to a s ­
sist in organizing and standardizing 
and controlling athletics in the 
schools of the State; and to promote 
county, district and sta te  intorscho- 
lnstic contests in debate, declamation, 
spelling, essay writing, athletics and 
music memory. No one can object to 
such an aim as this but all will be 
glad to give it their best support.

The schools are divided into sev­
eral classes for the purpose of g rad­
ing fees. Article III of the constitu­
tion of the league provides th a t all 
schools with less than 100 enrollment 
the preceding year shall pay $1.00 
membership fee. Common schools 
with 100 or more the preceding year 
$2.00. Class B High Schools (that 
is all schools with less than 120 stud­
ents in High School ) snail pay $5. 
Class A High School fee is $3.00. All 
fees must be paid to the University 
Interscholastic League, University 
Station, Austin, Texas, or sent to the 
Director General to be forwarded to 
same. All schools having paid the 
above named fee for their school 
please notify the director general. 
E \ery  school in the county is urged 
to send in your fee a t once and be­
come a member of the league. Pay­
ment of fees entitle your school to 
the necessary m aterial, rules and reg­
ulations concerning the league. Cop­
ies of words for the spelling contest 
and all schools who h a \“ debating 
teams or declaimers will receive the 
debate bulletin published by the 
league and also the book containing 
selections on American Citizenship 
for work in declamation. No school 
will be permitted to take part in any 
of the contests hel l in the county 
meet without payment of fees.

In addition to the regular contests 
in declamation, debate and the a th ­
letic contest in running, jumping, pole 
vault, etc. The executive committee 
has decided to have what we shall 
call an exhibit contest. This contest 
is open to every school in the county. 
All schools will compete on the same 
basis. All grades including the 7th 
may compete in the contest but only 
one exhibit from the school may be 
entered. The exhibit shall consist 
of any work actually performed in 
said school in any grade as part of 
regular school work. Recognizing 
the fact tha t some schools will per­
haps have more time to devote to this 
work the committee decided that the 
contest shall be judged solely on the 
quality of the exhibit and not on 
quantity. Prizes will be given to 
winners of the first and second places. 
Im partial judges will be had for all 
contests. Mr. J. M. Sosebee of Viv­
ian school is director of exhibits and 
for further information write direct 
to him.

The contest in story tolling directed 
by Miss Mattie Reid is open only to 
prim ary students including the third 
grade. Stories of any nature may be 
selected by the teacher and taught to 
the students. Contestants will tell 
the story in their own words before 
the meet.

Miss Lottie Woods, Crowell, has 
charge of the music memory contest 
and those desiring information writd 
to her. This contest is open to both 
juniors and senioi-s.

All rules for declamation, debate 
and the athletic contests may be 
found in the Bulletin Constitution and 
Rules of the League which will be 
furnished to all those who pay in their 
fees. I am furthermore authorized 
to announce that there will be prizes 
awarded winners in first, second and 
third places in all contests.

The County Meet will be held in 
Crowell on the 14th and 15th of 
March. All schools expecting to en­
ter should not wait to s**nd in their 
fees. Every school must be repre­
sented. The smallest school may con­
tain an outstanding man or woman 
of tomorrow and they should be giv­
en a chance. The smallest school may- 
have the best declainier or the best 
hamper in the county. This is n dis­
tinction to be enjoyed. There will 
be a division made for rural contes­
tants. Let’s everyone talk for the 
league. Lot’s have every school in 
Foard County a member of the 
league and go on the honor roll.

According to the ginners’ report J 
Foard County’s cotton crop for 1923 J 
has already run close to that of last I 
year. Figures for the crop of 1922 
a t this time are 7,851, while wc have 1 
to our credit for this year 7,679, only | 
172 bales less than a t the same time | 
last year.

This surpasses all estimates of the | 
crop for 1923. Many had figured that 
a 5,000 bale crop would be putting it 
high, and it looked that way after 
the worms got into it. Before their I 
destructive work we had in sight 
around 12,000 bales.

Conditions at this time of year 
favor better crops for 1924, and r.ot 
only that but there is certain to be 
a bigger acreage to row crops. With­
out any doubt there will be an acre­
age planted next spring for a 15,000 
bale crop under normal conditions.

Cotton is the money crop of this 
country. West Texas is becoming 
the cotton section of Texas, and con­
sequently of the South. It is the 
most certain crop tha t can be planted. 
Nothing could prove that more con­
clusively than the fact that a splendid 
crop has been made in spite of the 
most hazardous conditions tha t ever 
came in the way of drouths and pests.

But the fact that church meinbei 
do not tithe is due in a large nv a 
ure, Mr. Yoder thinks, to the fact 
that they were not taught it when 
they were children. Parents must 
commence with their children and 
teach them by actual practice tru th  
and right.

He emphasized the m aterial bene­
fits of tithing as a result, saying 
that both the church and the tither 
are blessed in a m aterial way, but 
the great thought in the argum ent 
is that it places man in line for the 
big things in life. God can not es­
tablish big enterprises through the 
assistance of non-tithers.

Taxes for Foard County, including 

polls, amount this year to about 
$132,000. Of this amount there have 
been collected about $36,000, or less 
than one-third of the whole amount.

In other words, there remains to be 
collected some $90,000 between this 
and the first of February, or more 
than $45,000 each week if all an* paid 
before a penalty is attached.

Of the more than 1900 polls there 
have been issued 567 receipts and 16 
exemptions. More than thirteen hun­
dred persons in the county must pay 
their polls within the next two weeks 
if they are permitted to vote in the 
coming elections next summer and 
fall.

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The Scurry County Times is of the opinion that our schools 
would make better readers and spellers if they would go back to 
the old a b c method introduced by Webster’s speller. We do not 
think the modern methods employed in teaching children to read 
are at fault. The fact is. we believe them to be far superior to the 
old method. The failure made today in teaching pupils to read 
and spell is due to a failure to teach. Just what is responsible 
for this we are not prepared to say. It could be inefficiency of 
teacher; it might be lack of drill work due to a scattering of time 
over too many subjects, there not being enough to devote to each 
That there is some fault in our school system or its operation 
along this line is evident. Pupils are not getting enough of the 
things that are necessary to the foundation of education. But 
speaking of readers and spellers, we believe thi* average pupil 
of today is way ahead of those who “learnt" by the a b c method. 
Those kids could rattle off immateriality to a tune that looked 
like they were going to the very heart of things, but not one of 
them knew what the word meant. Modem thought suggests such 
words for the pupil as are used in every day language, words that 
hare a meaning to the pupil.

The decline in the price of cattle in the last few years may 
prove a blessing in disguise. It means that many big ranches are 
being cut inti small tracts to provide homes for the small cotton 
raisers. That means not only the opportunity for them to make 
for their families comfortable homes but it means more wealth 
and more rapid development to our country. It means also bet­
ter grades of stock to replace the class now raised on the average 
ranch. There are hundreds of wheat fields in West Texas that 
ought to be cut into smaller tracts. A thousand acres of land 
planted to cotton and feed will produce from $25,000 to $50,000 
worth of stuff under normal conditions, but not more than half to 
a fourth of that amount sown to wheat. The cutting of big wheat 
farms would mean added thousands to our valuations and place 
within reach of many a family a home.

There is no need to s ta rt the new 
year with misgivings.

Although business suffered u slump 
during the la tter half of 1923, due to 
t ie cautious attitude of business men 
generally, nothing alarm ing can be 
found in the present situation.

Last year started off with a rush 
because supplies of goods in the 
hands of either the producer or the 
middleman, had been almost exhaust­
ed and buyers began to stock up, 
when confidence was restored and it 
began to appear that we were re tu rn ­
ing to normalcy.

Buying turned into a veritable 
flood and did not lessen until business 
men began to recall b itter memories 
of their experiences in 1920. which 
were still fresh in their minds. Then 
the cautious attitude developed and 
there was an unmistakable cessation 
of trading activity.

It was revealed by the shrinkage 
by one-fifth in the iron and steel out­
put and a sixteen percent average 
decline on the New York Stock ex­
change between April and October.

The talk that became general about 
the distressing condition of the farm ­
ing business evidently had much to 
do with the sudden letup in trade ac­
tivity. Since the rural business man 
is the biggest of the lot, any direful 
reports about his ability to buy a f ­
fects all business adversely.

Although business analysists pro­
fess to see an improvement in the 
agricultural situation, it has ljeen so 
slight that farmers will have to have 
more substantial proof before they 
will admit that they see light ahead

Supporting their claims tha t the j 
farming business is better, trade ! 
spcialists say that the farm ers’ buy­
ing power improved in 1923 because 
of the improved condition of the 
manufacturers of agricultural im­
plements and in the greatly increas­
ed sales of the large mail ord*r

■ houses.
This is undoubtedly good evidence

1 but it must be remembered that the 
increase in the receipts of mail order

■ houses may not come about solely 
i>ooause of the farm er’s improved 
buying power. Some farm ers, who 
never patronized mail order houses 
b, fore, may have turned to them on 
the theory that they could buy cheap­
er. False as it is, this theory has

1 1 i"-) many a farm er away from his 
home merchant, where he can always 
buy dependable goods at a fa ir price, 
and where he can always return for 
redress if the goods are not what 
they were represented to be.

Even though the experts for 1924 
may be over-emphasizing the im* 
provement in the farm ing business, 
it may at least be said th a t this im­
portant branch of the business of the 
country has not gone backwards. It 
is better than a year ago.

And it will continue to imornve 
if farm ers generally wil’ realiz-* th - 
importance of organization fo • their 
mutual benefit and of co-operative 
marketin'.' of their p ro ’uetg t < the 
end tl i ‘ they may r< ' e n r e for 
th 'dr labor : . 1 the price to the con­
sumer m.:v be reduced.

Force, son-in-law of Mr. and Mrs. G. 
W. Wallen of this county, is recipient 
of Christmas poem and turkey from 
Mr. and Mrs. C. C. Walsh, Dec. 28, 
1923. The following is taken from 
the San Angelo Weekly Standard:

The favorite-son scheme, a method 
used to head off candidates for pres­
ident who are leading the field, will
be used in the forthcoming campaign 
according to present indications.

Some times it works for good and 
sometimes for harm, according to the 
\ iewpoint of the partisan who may 
favor the candidate who is out in 
front.

It begins to look like opponents of 
William G. McAdoo, former secre­
tary of the treasury and director- 
general of the railroads during the 
war, are conspiring to  check the early 
advances he is making towards the 
nomination. No less than nine fav­
orite-son candidates who could con­
trol enough votes, which, together 
with the votes Senator Underwood 
rightfully claims, would be enough 
to prevent McAdoo from obtaining 
th. necessary two-thirds to win the 
nomination.

There is some talk of favorite sons 
within the Republican ranks, to bead 
°ff Senator Johnson of California, 
who is preparing to make an aggres­
sive campaign in all primary states.

Senator Watson of Indiana and 
Former Governor Lowden of Illinois 
are regarded as probable candidates, 
but they have withheld announce­
ment of their plans for the present.

President Coolidge seems to have 
the inside track for the Republican 
nomination and McAdoo is leading in 
the Democratic field, the political 
prophets say, but in the case of the 
Repub'icans, the favorite-son move­
ment seems to be not so much direct­
ed t the leader, as at one who may 
interfere with the plans of the leader.

However the movement term inates 
' it ■ v ill be watched with interest to see 
I whether favorite sons are as much 
! fnvorites as they once were

Still, a favorite son won the Re- 
| publican nomination in 1920 and 
there is always a possibility that one 

| may do it in either party.
