Petitions were circulated la-t week 
asking for the consolidation of scho". 
district 17, the one lying south of 
Crowell, with the Crowell Independ­
ent School District. Enough signers 
were soon gotten to order the elec­
tion. so the election will be held on 
the 27th day of this month in the two 
districts on consolidation.

Consolidation appears to be the 
logical thing to do, since each dis- 
rict is in need ot better accommoda­

tions in the way of school equipment. 
When we use the term "equipment” 
we have special reference to building, 
but not onlv to the building. This 
is the first and all important matter 
just now. however. And it is not a 
matter in which one district alone is 
interested. Both districts must build 
either together or -eparatelv in order 
to best - rve the school interests. The 
petitions ask for an election for oon- 
solidtion that the strength of the two 
districts may be thrown together and 
a better school building and better 
school facilities may be had for all 
who are interested.

As the New- pointed out week be­
fore last. Crowell school must either 
build or refuse to accept transfers 
hereafter. This was plainly indicated 
by the inspector’s report, which we 
published in the same issue o f th*- 
News. If it must build it is only 
reasonable that this district expect 
district 17 to come in and help, since 
a large number of the pupils in that 
district are coming here and have 
been for several years. A number of 
the people in that district feel that 
it is to their interest t<> do this, since 
the Crowell school has become almost 
as much theirs as ours. The school 
board here has been glad to accept 
them into (>ur school and make them 
feel that it is theirs, but the time 
has come when other arrangements 
are certain to be forced in order to 
.ake care of the situation. In reality
