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Crowell School Must
Make Improvements

to Hold Affiliation

State S’upvr\'imr J. Fred Horn visit-
ed the Crowell schools alst week and
Superintendent R. B. Underwood has
received the report which we are here-
with publishing for the information of
all who are interested in the Crowell
High School. One of the very im-
portant recommendations made by the
supervisor is that of more room. He
calls attention to this, not so mildly
as has been .done heretofore, but is-
sues a warning that the crowded con-
dition of the school must be remedied
in order that we may hold our present
affiliation.

Some people may think this amounts
to little, or nothing, but if they ever
come to the point where it becomes
necessary to send a child away from
home to get the advantages
it must have, they will be convinced
that it is much better to pay taxes
to maintain a good school at home.

school

Under the first paragraph of the
report are the following recommenda-
tions;

Two teachers have been added since
last year, one for the high school and
one for the elementary grades.

$1250 has been spent in installing
modern sanitary toilets in the build-
ing.

$50 has been spent on
school library; $50 for
equipment; $60 for maps and charts
for the elementary and $30
for a lettergraph.

The following recommendations are
made:

That additional expenditures be
made to bring the library up to stand-
ard. There are no library books for
the fifth, sixth and seventh
The minimum of $25 worth for each
room should be provided at once and
report made to the high di-
vision. The English and history li-
braries should unstantially in-
creased, and general and reference
work for each other subject taught.
There are no books fo- the civie work;
those should be provided at once and
report made to that effect.

books. l\'('llul\'iliun should be made at
once to remedy this deficiency.
There is urgent need for a new
building and additional equipment for
the crowded schools. Rooms are
crowded in both elementary and high
school. Desks or tablet arm chairs
should be provided where they are

needed; in some rooms, pupils had to
<it in chairs without a place to write,
and in several rooms the supervisor
was forced to stand during his visit
because of erowded conditions,

The progressive citizens of Crowell
cannot,afford to endanger their clas-

sification and affiliation because of
crowded and inadequate physical con-
ditions. Under present conditions,

Crowell High School cannot hope to
secure additional affiliation and is in
danger of losing what has already
been secured.

That the program of studies would
be materially strengtfiened by the ad-
dition of home and some
vocational work for the boys, such as
vocational agriculture, manual train-
ing or commercial subjects. This
‘annot be done, however, with the
present building conditions,

That in order to avoid injury to
pupils eyes, the windows at the front
of several rooms be darkened, either
with permanent shades or boards. It
is impossible to see the boards against
the glare, and permanent injury to
the children’s eyes is likely to result
from the present arrangement,

That the addition of an extra teacher
in the high school and two in the
grades will probably be necessary
next year: certainly if there is an in-
of enrollment. If additional
teachers and classrooms cannot be
provided, it will be necessary to re-
duce admission to “unders” and to
tuition pupils from outside the dis-
trict.

That inventories be made of the
equipment for each science course
taught, and copies furnished the High
School  Division, These inventories
should be listed in the order of 183,
checked against the list in that bulle-
tin and deficiencies supplied. Better
facilities for the cace of scientific
equipment should be provided.

That the excellent organization, fine
order, and splendid spirit of the work
on the part of both teaching staff and
student body deserve commendation;
especially since work is being carried
on under such cramped conditions,

Following the killing of Arlie
Crain, 21, at Odell at 2 o’clock Sun-
day morning, John Joiner was placed
under arrest to await the of

According to information printed in
the Vernon Record Joiner was operat-
ing a ten pin alley, and Ed Turner,
a witness of the affair, and Arlie
Crain had been in the ten pin alley

them. A fight between Joiner and
Turner followed. In the meantime

Crain ran out and Joiner and Turnér
fought until, according to Turner’s
story, he himself took Joiner’s knife
from him and ran out of the house,'
concealing himself within view of the
His story further states that
in a short time Turner and his wife
walked out of the building and Crain
approached them and the shot was
fired that proved fatal to the youth,

The Record further says:

“Nightwatchman Daniels, hearing
the shot, notified Sheriff Edmondson,
who with Deputies Watts and Mec-
Clendon soon reached the scene, They |
found Crain’s body and Joiner in the
ten pin alley. Joiner submitted to
arrest, Officers found a 30-30 rifle
and a 22 target rifle in the establish-
ment and brought both to Vernon
with the prisoner,

“Joiner did not make a statement,
but his wife on being questioned, said
that two shots were fired. The first
was heard while she and her husband |
were in the building,
She stated that they went outside and
found Crain lying on the ground and
took him into the building. Mrs.
Joiner called Dr. A. C. Daniels, but
Crain died before he arrived.

“Justice of the Peace P. L. Hart in
his verdict ruled that Crain came to
his death from a bullet from a gun
in the hands of Jack Joiner.
