S e c re ta ry  Mack Boswell is w ork ing  
day and n igh t  now p re p a r in g  a b r ie f  
giv ing much va luab le  in fo rm at io n  
ab o u t  Crowell an d  F o ard  C ounty .  
It will consist o f  ab o u t  :iO pages an d  
will con ta in  fac ts  and  s ta t is t ic s  r e l a ­
tive to  all the  indus tr ies  o f  F o a rd  
C ounty . A hundred  o r  m ore  -o b ­
jec t -  will he dea l t  with, inc lud ing  
ag r icu l tu ra l  resources,  stock raising, 
lands an d  th e i r  values, p e rcen tag e  
m cu lt iva t ion ,  crops o f  v arious  kinds 
with th e i r  yields p e r  ac re ,  ra i l roads .  \ 
highways, tax ab le  values, b an k in g  re-1 
sources,  p u b l ic  utili t ies,  popula t ion ,  
schools, e tc.

The b r ie f  will lie a  com prehensive  
com pila tion  o f  fac ts  fo r  th e  b en e f i t  
o f  prospective  inves to rs  in busines 
en te rp r i se s  in this co m m u n ity .  It 
will also be a source  o f  in fo rm a t io n  
to  the home people, fo r  th e r e  is a 
g rea t  deal tha t  m any  o f  us do not 
know abou t th e  c o u n ty  an d  towns, 
a lthough  we have lived h e re  fo r  sev­
era l years .

The only  exp lana t ion  o f  th e  acc iden t  
is th a t  th e r e  was a leak u n d e r  th e  
house an d  the  gas accu m u la ted  th e re  
and  in the  walls an d  a t iny  spark  
caused  when the  eo rd  was d iscon­
n ec ted  set off the gas.
