South o f town they have 
been fair, then in the southwestern 
part o f the county along the Wich­
ita River, reports are that the rain­
fall has been far less than was need­
ed for crops. Reports are that Kay- 
land ha- had pretty plenty, hut Tha 
lia could use more.

The rains have been freakish. Last 
Saturday, while Crowell had only a 
good shower, just southwest o f  us 
they had a flood. Some say it was 
the heaviest ever known, which must 
have been true since the dip on the 
F. F. F. Highway near the stock 
pens was overflowed and for several 
hours traffic was held up on account 
o f  the high water, a thing that never 
happened before at that place.

Everybody would have liked a more 
general and even distribution o f the 
water that has fallen, but what we 
have has already helped the crops 
and indications arc more fa\orahle 
for  crops than two weeks ago.
