According to the witness, Parr
had dominated the board of trus-
tees of the district and had ‘“‘tak-
en it upon himself to contersign
all vouchers” but to the witness’
knowledge had never been an em-
ploye of the school district.

Five Texas Rangers were sta-
tioned in San Diego.

Allee also has fought with Parr
and is under indictment on a
charge of assault to murder the
political leader.
