The most ardent Rood roads advocate is conscious 
of the apparent damage and inconvenience that is caused 
by a paved highway crossing a man’s farm or ranch, 
but honestly believes that the advantage of having a 
hard-surfaced road nearby far outweighs any damage 
done. Paved highw ays already constructed in this county 
and all over the state have caused inconvenience to 
property owners. The fine system of highways in Texas 
cannot continue to progress unless land owners consent 
to grant the right-of-ways. It is not the desire of any­
body that property owners be hurt or inconvenienced.

But. it is the duty of the State Highway Depart­
ment to build and maintain a system of highways that 
will be of the most benefit to the most people and at 
the lowest possible cost. Therefore, it is imperative 
that the shortest route between two point.- be selected 
to cut down the distance. Many years ago counties had 
to vote bonds to build good roads. Now they are only 
required to furnished the right-of-way and the State 
Highway Department builds the road.

As stated before, road building is a co-operative 
affair. People in one place will take care of their part 
of it, and on the other end, somebody else will pay. 
Saving of distance is no small thing ii road building.

Foard County has always cooperated in highwav 
construction and, no doubt, the present road program 
will be no exception.

$1.37 per barrel in 1051. The 
special session of the Legislature 
of April, 1054, raised it 65c, 
making the total tax on beer 
$2.00 per barrel. This is a pit­

tance of a tax compaied to the 
neighboring states. For example, 
Louisiana has a $10.00 per bar­
rel state tax, $1.50 per barrel 
parish tax and a 50c per barrel 
city tax in New Orleans, making 
a total of $12.00 per barrel. We 
are also aware that Louisiana has 
a sales tax. The State of Texas 
is 41st in the nation in receipts 
of revenue from the alcoholic 
beverages.

“ Ovet 65" i- considered a dan­
gerous driving speed. But, asks 
the Texas Farm and Ranch Safe­
ty Committee, ha- “ over 65" ever 
been considered a- a dangerous 
age fiom the standpoint of farm 
and home accidents?

Figures released by the Nation­
al Safety Council to the Texas 
committee show that 29,000 
death- in 1953 resulted from home 
accidents, and 15,700 of these 
were to men and women over 65. 
Here i- why, says the committee, 
that special attention should be 
given the older group in any 
safety program involving the 
home. Figures show that some 
12’* million persons or about 
* per cent of our total population 
ai e in the over-65 age group and

accounted for 12.600 of the home 
accident deaths of older people 
in 1953.

Put grab- 
bars in bathtubs; avoid the use 
of small throw-rugs; do not wax 
flooi- highly; he suie all stairs 
and hall- are well-lighted and con- 1  
tain no boxes, toys and other item- 
over which to stumble; put secure 
handrails beside ail stairs; keep 
sidewalk.- and steps around the 
house in good repair and clear of 
•■bsti uctions and use night light.- 
in bedrooms, halls and bathrooms, j

f i le  prevention is especially im­
portant since 1.400 persons over i 
•■5 died from burn- or injuries 
fiotn tires in 1953. Just don’t 
forget the older folks, cautions 
the Safety committee, in yourj 
home and community -afety pro­
gram for they too love life.
