Two change- in the Fair La­

bor Standards Act are now pro­
posed. One would increase the 
federal minimum wage, by 15 
cents or more an hour. The other 
would extend the Act to certain 
enterprises, retail trade among 

| them, which have hitherto been 
j specifically exempted by Con- 
j gress.

If the minimum wage is raised, 
workers in the higher brackets 
will inevitably demand increases, j 
in ordei to maintain their estab- 

1 lished differentials. A whole new- 
inflationary spiral could be start­
ed. In virtually all business, wages 
represent one of the biggest op- 
elating costs, and one of the fac­
tor- in establishing prices to the 
consumer.

Extending the coverage to en­
terprises now exempt would cre­
ate problems equally bad and pos­
sibly worse. As an example, re­
tail experts say that in some cases 
the increase in cost would be more 
than the profits stores now earn. 
Management would have no course 
but to reduce employment wher­
ever possible. Thus the unskilled 
marginal workers, whom the min­
imum wage reaches, would search 
in vain for jobs, and would not 
have the opportunity to learn the 
-kills needed f#r advancement.

The point is that no one gains 
in the long run when wages are 
arbitrarily established by law, in­
stead of hy the worker's produc­
tivity and value.

Moie than 4,000,000 acres of 
land is being irrigated by 33,537 
wells on the High Plains of Tex­
as. This and other facts are pre­
sented in the annual irrigation 
survey by R. V. Thurmond and 
Ralph L. Jones of the Texas Ag­
ricultural Extension Service.

The reports, made yearly since 
11*4'.*. show the tremendous ex­
pansion of irrigation in the area. 
The first report showed that 12,- 
478 wells were being used to ir­
rigate 1,711,000 acres on 9,025 
farm.-. By May 11*55, the number 
of irrigated (arms stood at 17,- 
09!*; the number of wells at 33,- 
537 and the irrigated acreage at 
4.017,530.

From May 1954 to May 1955, 
5,554 wells were added and the 
acreage irrigated increased by 
390,425. The greatest increase in 
the number of wells during the 
seven year period was the 6,268 
added from May 1952 to May 
1953. The increase in the area 
irrigated rose by 598.094 acres.

Hale comity with 3,700 wells 
i- the leader in this category. 
These wells supply the water to 
irrigate 470,000 acres. The 3,000 
Wells in Swisher County supply 
the water for 480,000 acres. The 
report shows Hockley County with 
3,550 wells; Lubbock with 3,300 
and Lamb County with 2.800 to 
rank high in the area.

Butane is used on 15,447 wells 
while natural gas powers another 
11,881 pumping plants. A ma­
jority of the wells, 24,779, had 
a pumping lift of more than 125 
feet and 17,592 were shown with 
a pumping capacity of under 700 
gallons per minute.

Grain sorghum, cotton, wheat, 
alfalfa and sudan, mostly for pas­
ture, were the principal crops ir­
rigated. Accoiding to the report, 
grain sorghum led cotton in 1955

The next meeting will be an

Hardeman Farmer 
Finds Conservation 
Pays O ff Financially

"Conservation pays," says Del- 

mar Newman, who is more than 
pleased with soil and water con­
servation practices which he has 
installed on his farm three miles 
southwest ’ f Goodlett since he- 

I coming a cooperator of the Lower 
l Pease River Soil Conservation
1 District in 1 S*4i*.

Mr. Newman is now serving 
on the Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation Committee of 
Hardeman County.

rite above statement is not idle 
talk with this conservation minded 
farmer as he has records to in- 

: a c l .-rop yields to prove his 
point.

Newman is particularly interest­
'd in conservation practices be­

cause they reduce both -oil and 
water erosion and he appreciates 
the increased yield- from the 
;i  aetices.

In lt'5 4, wheat >n the Newman 
faint which was terraced yielded 
17 bushels per acre while adja­
cent non-ten aeed land produced

to 13 bushels per acre. At the 
11*54 price of £2.20 per bushel, 
that was a profit of $13.50 per 
acre made on terraced land over 
unterraced land.

With the financial assistance of 
the Agricultural Stabilization and 
Conservation office, would have 
been more than enough in one 
year to establish conservation 
practices on the farm which would 
be of benefit for many years.

During the same year. 11*54, 
oats on terraced land made over
02 bushels per acre, where unter- 
raced land produced 51 bushels, 
which was an average increase of 
#0.00 per acre. Barley averaged 
17 bushels on terraced land last 
year for an increase o f 12 bushels 
per acre over unterraced land, 
or #7.2b per acre increased in­
come.

Newman said he liked large ter­

races with wide bases that are 
easy to work when asked about 
large and small terraces

Another advantage of this prac­
tice, as pointed out by Newman, 
is that he has found that in ex­
tremely dry years when most 
farmers don’t make a crop, he 
has been able to make enough 
seed above terraces to keep him 
in business. He said that many 
fanners lose more than half of 
the annual rainfall by not having 
terraces, and that he finds that 
he can keep the major portion 
,,f hi.-. Crops are made where wat­
er soaks into the ground for their 
u-e. Newman concluded.

In addition to terraces, New­
man uses stubbie mulching, le­
gumes and other soil-building 
crops as practices on bis farm.

"Real Cost" Is The Rig Thing
The number o f dollars or 

pounds or rubles or any other ] 
currency a worker earns is not 
in itself important. What is im­
portant is what they will buy. 
Thu-, the price charged for any 
commodity should be measured 
by what is known as “ real cost’ ’ 
— that is. the amount o f time that 
must be worked to earn enough 
to buy it.

A recent comparison, based on 
Bureau of Labor Statistics, on 
"real costs’’ in the two metrop­
olises of Moscow and New York 
City, is striking and important.
