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Current Dividends Large 
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Duval Refugees" Cut Population 
By 43  Per Cent in Fifteen Years

SAN DIEGO. TEX.--In Duval 

County there has existed “ an al­
most indestructible machine of 
theft, secrecy and terror.” So 
states John Ben Shepperd, Attor­
ney General of Tcxa -

if Shepperd he right is it any 
wonder that Duvalans flee to free­
dom through the Mesquite Cur­
tain?

Between 1940 and 1955, in­
clusive. Duval County lost 43 per 
cent of her population.

In 1940 there were 20,565 peo­
ple living in the County according 
to the U. S. Census.

By 1950 the population had 
dropped officially to 15,563.

By 1955 the population had 
dropped to an estimated 12,000. 
give or take a hundred or so 
either way.

This figure is based on a usual­
ly accurate barometer, on the 
school population which varies 
directly as the total population.

In 1950 there were 5,077 child­
ren attending public schools in 
Duval. By 1955 the number of 
children in school had dropped 
to 4,150, a loss of 927 in five 
years. The 1940 figure was 6,213.

All of the above figures are 
taken from the authoritative Tex­
as Almanac—except the per cent- 
ages.

Seven other Texas counties 
touch on the borders of Duval. 
These are Brooks, Jim Hogg, Jim 
Wells, La Salle, Live Oak, Webb 
and McMullen.

All but two of these counties 
show population increases for the 
same period: the exceptions are 
Live Oak and tiny McMullen—and 
their losses are small.

In sharp contrast Brooks gained 
44.5 per cent; Jim Wells, 38.3 per 
cent and Webb gained 22.3 per 
cent. These figures are for 1940- 
50. School population jumped in 
these three counties between 1950 
and 1955, indicating a proportion­
ate population gain.

Ask a Parr proponent to ex­
plain the exodus from Duval and 
he has a ready answer, the long 
drought and the trend to the big 
cities.

It isn’t explained how the 
drought affects Duval more than 
her seven neighbors.

Nor what Dig cities exist in 
those seven counties. The only 
“ big city” is Webb’s Laredo with 
an estimated 59,000 people.

There can be hut one answer 
for the Duval exodus. Too many 
people found life there unpleasant, 
unbearable, unsafe or unprofit­
able. So they packed up their 
families and vamoosed.

I was sitting in a restaurant 
in Jourdanton, the Atascosa coun­
ty town, when a man came over 
and wanted to know what was 
going on at the courthouse He 
thought I was a lawyer, and vis­
iting lawyers are celebrities in 
Jourdanton..

I told him that Judge Barrow 
was hearing a case having to 
do with Parr’s 55,711-acre Dobie 
Ranch.

“ Use’ta live in S an  Diego 
onc’t,” the man said.

I asked him why he left the 
place.

’’Couldn’t raise my kids there 
proper,”  he said. “ I got beatened 
up onc’t and we didn’t want our 
kids to see their daddy get beat­
ened up.”

When I pulled out my note hook 
to jot down his name the /man 
added this: “ Nope, Nope. I got a 
married alater still livin’ there.”

I first heard that term “ inactive 
subversion” a few weeks ago in 
Austin as I sat and talked about 
Duval with John Ben Shepperd, 
who knows more about the county, 
probably, than any other person 
outside the immediate vicinity. 
Shepperd’s knowledge has grown 
out of his early, undercover vis­
its to Duval back in 1953, when 
he waited in a dark ranch house 
to talk with anti-Parr citizens 
who he said came stealing out of 
the bushes in the dark after park­
ing their cars a mile away. Some­
times. he tells, they changed cars 
two or three times on the way to 
the rendezvous to keep from be­
ing followed by Parr men.

Months of this undercover in­
vestigation gave Shepperd enough 
information to sustain a frontal 
attack on the stronghold of F’arr.

When the Parr dictatorship was 
first battened down on Duval, con­
solidating itself into “an almost 
indestructible machine of theft, 
secrecy and terror,” the people 
were ignorant, miserable, exploit­
ed and politically inexperienced. 
Perhaps they cannot be blamed 
for letting themselves get caught 
in the coils. Today they’re still 
miserable, still exploited and the 
illiteracy rate is among the very 
highest in the State of Texas. 
But they’ve had political exper­
ience thrust upon them.

Quien sabe? Who knows, per­
haps with upsurge of real democ­
racy in the county that catas­
trophic population drop will be 
halted, even reversed.

Thanks to men like Serna, and 
Marroquin, and Shepperd and 
many, many others, Duval may 
yet come into its own.

\ecute a fraud against those who made such sacri- 
ice in order to preserve our country; is immaterial 
ith me.

)uval County, can also raise his head in Foard County 
nd laugh at the Veterans for their weakness in 
tanding up for their own rights. Out of some twenty 
lection judges in nine precincts, there are only two, 
ho saw service in our Nation’s Cause. In our United 

Mates Senate, there are 96 members; eighty-seven 
f them are Veterans. In our House of Representa- 
ives there are 435 members and 379 of them are 
reterans; hut in poor old Foard County, out of twen- 
y some odd. we can only have through trust 2 men 

who served in our armed forces. The Veterans of 
Foard County have asked that one man from each 
precinct be appointed to act as election judge. This 

ppointment should be made by our County Judge 
nd the four Commissioners of the Commissioners 
’ourt some time in February. Representative of the 
'eterans called on our County judge on January 31, 

1957, and asked for permission to appear before the 
Commissioners Court, with the Demwratic County 
Chairman (who is also a Veteran) and we would pre­
sent the names of one Veteran for each precinct to 
be appointed election judge. This date was set for 
10:30 A. M. February 11th. (Not before as such busi­
ness coming before that time would be none of ours). 
Those who had sons and daughters in our armed 
forces, and those who expect to have sons and daugh­
ters in such service, should attend this meeting and 
learn what’s in store for your boy or girl after coming 
back to Foard County. Under the election laws of 
the State of Texas, such appointments are made un­
der Article 3.01 for most of our precincts. Which calls 
for one Democrat and one Republican as election 
judges and two clerks. Under Chapter three. Article 
3.02 where a precinct contains more than 100 regis­
tered voters; two Democrats and two Republicans 
should be appointed. Due to the fact that there are 
more Democrats than Republicans, and the respect 
to our ex-servicemen; the right to an election judge 
has been given over to the Veterans.

Opinion No. 0 -3133  (1911). An election to fill 
a vacancy in the United States Senate is a 
special election; therefore its judges and 
clerks must be appointed according to the 
proviso of Article 2938, V . C. S. (A rt. 3.02, 
Election Code).

When President 
Eisenhower, in his 
State of the Union 
message called for 
a “ vigilant guard 

against' inflationary tendencies,'’ 
he put a large part o f the respon­
sibility on the House Interstate 
and Foreign Commerce Commit­
tee.

To get an exclusive report on 
what the Committee plans to do, 
we visit thi.- week with Chairman 
Oren Harris, a Democrat from 
El Dorado, Ark. How much or 
how little inflation we have couid 
hinge, in part, at least on the ac­
tions of that Committee, and on 
its chairman.

All laws on transportation— by 
air, rail, water, or highway, the 
stock and bond markets, exports 
and imports, all communications 
by radio and TV, the Federal 
Power Commission, the Federal 
Trade Commission, and all activ­
ities of the Commerce Depart­

ment, including the Weather Bu» 
reau, are handled by the Commit­
tee.

The Commerce Committee is 
the oldest committee in Congre-s, 
It came into being in 1795 as the 
Committee on Commerce and 
Manufactures. Chairmen in recent 
>eais have included the late Alben 
Barkley, Texas’ Sam Rayburn, and 
Percy Priest of Tennessee. Harris 
although new as chairman, ha 
been a member since he came into 
Cong! css ir. 1941.

Harris, to put it mode tly, is • 
busy man— perhaps one of tin 
basic-t in Congre-s. In addition 
to representing his district, lie 
heads a Committee staff o f 15 
and a committee membership of 
31. Hi associates describe him 
as * ea y to work with, but a man 
who knows how to get things 
done.’’

Having spent all o f his 63 years 
In a small town, it i natural that 
one of his main concerns in Con­
gress is legislation that would help
'••nail business and farmers. They, 
more than big business, need th" 
protection of laws that will a-su:< 
them equality of opportunity, he
-ay-.

“ The best way of combatting 
inflation while keeping our econ­
omy strong,”  Harris told us, “ is 
to keep the channels o f commerce 
open and unobstructed.

“ The trend in recent years has 
been more and more toward hig 
busino.is . . . Oui job in Congress 
ir not to hinder the growth of 
business, big or small. But it is 
our job to see that small business, 
and that includes farmers, have 
full opportunity to develop.

Rep. Ilairis does not favor at­
tempting to regulate business 
through tax legi-lation. “ My idea,” 
he said, “ is not to attempt to help 
little business through lower cor­
poration taxes. Only 15 per cent 
of small businesses are incorpor­
ated.

"The real way to help small 
bu-ine.-s, including farmers, is to 
provide adequate funds through 
loans for operation and expan­
sion. This should be done partly, 
at least through the Stales.”

He suggested that the States 
establish agencies, either privately 
or publicly managed, which would

make funds available to a i t  in 
the development of local indu - 
tries wherever private capital is 
unavailable.

We asked about the programs 
for promoting the sale o f farm 
surpluses in foreign countries.

"I favor expansion of our trade 
it; any way that would he helpful 
lo us, that would help the people 

f tho.-e countries, but not in such 
a wa> as to strengthen the re­
gimes in tho-e countries under 
communist domination,”  he said.
