Giant Telescopic
Tracker Follows
Missiles 300 Miles

The Army has a new giant tele-

scopic tracker which can follow
the flight of missiles as far as
300 miles away and show them

on a screen in natural color. De-
signed to operate in conjunction
with radar tracking apparatus, the
new telescope, which weighs a
ton and a half, simultaneously
takes color and black and white
photographs of rockets, jets and
other flying objects automatically.

The tracking device can be con-
trolled from a remote location,
the Army reports, permitting it
to be placed in danger areas to
record the impact of rockets and
and other missiles. Differences be-
tween two varieties of objects
moving at the same time within
its range can be clearly shown.

The tracking device is equipped
with a 400-pound lens of 160-inch
fr\cal‘ length.
