That does not mean that 
Foard County’s wheat is not good 
for sowing but means that wheat 
brought in from other sections of 
the wheat growing region often 
proves beneficial in point of yield, 
as well as grade. Other wheat grow­
ing localities find that the same is 
true with them, even though they 
may have good wheat.

These varieties, as above stated, 
are among the best known and by 
placing a car among 40 farmers scat­
tered over thy county, it will be 
possible in another year or two to 
get a large supply here.

Following are his 
comments and those of several pa­
pers:

Texas primary election is receiv­
ing liberal attention of the Eastern 
editorial writers commencing upon 
the early returns as indicating de­
feat o f Mrs Ferguson and the nomi­
nation of Dan Moody. Other en­
trants in the race are receiving prac­
tically no notice. The general com­
ment is that had Mrs. Ferguson been 
free of the handicap o f having her 
husband in the conduct of State a f­
fairs the results might have been 
better.

While not enthusing over giving 
the woman the ballot, and. later 
giving them the offices, the Balti­
more Sun pauses “ to shed a sincere 
tear for Ma Ferguson, whose star 
is no longer beloved of a majority 
o f the State which prided itself upon 
a Lone Star.”

Ma a Good Scout
“ I f  we may say so, with very great 

respect,”  says the Sun, “ our reading 
about Ma leaves the impression that 
she is a good scout. * * * It is her 
misfortune that the one tied most 
strongly to her is Jim Ferguson. I f  
Ferguson had the moral fiber to 
match his shredness and to match his 
wife's devotion, her administration 
might have been happy and marked­
ly successful. Ma deserved that af­
ter her brave campaign two years 
ago.

"As for Texas, she need not be 
ashamed o f her flyer in sentiment­
ality from which she now seems to 
be turning somewhat wearily— not 
particularly ashamed so long as a 
demand for ‘vindication' is the best 
platform for a candidate in numer­
ous other States.”

The discontent in Texas with the 
Governor was not because she is a 
woman, aays the New York Times. 
Not confident of her owu ability, this

paper adds, she turned over many 
important question* to her husband, 
the discredited ex-Governor. The 
Times editorial continues:

New York Times Editorial
“ Her first election Mrs. Ferguson 

owed to a worthy and honorable 
feeling on the part o f the people o f 
Texu* that they must use any weapon 
within reach in order to smash the 
arrogant Ku Klux Klan. That waa 
done, though the cost was heavy. A 
part o f the price paid was a State 
administration feeble, vacillating and 
open all the time to the charge o f 
personal dictation. Doubtless the 
Man will assert that it ha* now taken 

| vengeance on Governor Ferguson, 
i The probabilities are that the klan 
is rapidly losing political influence 
in Texas, as everywhere else. The 
primary election really turned on 
other and large issues. The result 
registers a popular dissatisfaction 
with Governor Ferguson which haa 
long been evident. She will lose 
her office, not a* a woman, but as 
an inefficient and disappointing 
Governor.”

The 
trees require no care and if frost 
gets the early ones they come again. 
Home grown peaches are now on the 
market and plentiful. There are a 
few home grown apples, but mostly 
seedlings.

A very large percent o f the people 
in this part of the state came from 
some Northern state.

With the commercial fertilizer they 
do grow some wonderful crops but 
hard to keep long enough to get on 
the market. They have plenty of 
good water and all soft but warm. 
Plenty of wood.

This city has made a wonderful 
growth in the last 18 months and 
good buildings have been construct-1 
ed. Many Northern people have win- j 
ter homes here and just shut them , 
up and go, and the vines and weeds 1 
now almost hide the houses. Some 1 
hire them cared for outside but 
the houses are empty. The places 
near the Bay rent well in summer, 
as many from Southern cities come 
h*-ri to fixh and bathe.
