They seem possessed with the ideil 
tha t  the  schools have advanced too 
fa r  and  th a t  they  have not given 
enough a t ten t io n  to the fu n d am en ­
tals— at least the th ings tha t  were 
regarded  as fun d am en ta l  in th« ir 
days.

An inspection of what 
o f  today  a re  doing is a 
to  one who has been ou t o f  senool 
for a decade o r  two. It will dis­
covered tha t  method o f  teaching, 
have u n d ergone  radical changes; 
th a t  ch ild ren  a re  given practical 
knowledge th a t  the schools o f  an 
ea r l ie r  day did not p rovide; th a t  they 
are  tau g h t  to  keep in touch with the 
world outside and  to  be p repared  for 
the  com petit ion  tha t  comes with m a ­
tu r i ty .

Many have been too quick to  co n ­
demn th e  schools fo r  the  actions of 
one pupil o r  a  small g roup  o f  pupils. 
They f req u en tly  ju d g e  the system by 
one o f  its p roduc ts  w ithout an y  com ­
prehensive s tudy  of what the  schools 
a re  do ing  and  a t tem p t in g  to  do.

I f s  not doing ju s t ic e  to the  schools 
to  conclude  th a t  a th le tics  or some 
o th e r  ac tiv ity  a re  given too much 
p rom inence  w ithout f irst de te rm in  
m g what all the activit ies a re  and 
what the i r  re la tive  im portance  are, 
from the school s tandpoint.
