$17,010.

The company has  been paying

about 5 cents per pound more than
would have been paid by one load
ing out cars of live turkeys, which
has meant a saving to the farmers of
more than $3000, no small sum.
That is what it means to have people
here to handle dressed turkeys.

Jur friend, Mr. Koch, editor of the Quanah Tribune-Chief,
accompanied by other Quanah citizens, came over and saw the
well en the McAdams ranch about two weeks ago and went back
and wrote a boosting article. He told of the wonderful possibili-
ties of Foard County in the development of oil. He said the half
had never been told and all skepticism was swept from his mind.

An Ordinance creating and estab-
lishing a sewer district, and declaring
all dry closets or privies, waste wat-
er from bath tubs and kitchen sinks,
as nuisance in said district, and re-
aquiring individvals. firms and corpor.

ed with city sewerage shall have 90
days after the passage of this ordi-
nance in which to connect the same.

No person, firm or cor-
poration shall hereafter build, con-
struct or cause to be built or con-
structed, any building to be used for
residence or commercial purposes
within 150 feet of sewer line within

Crowell or said sewer district with-

out connecting said premises with
sewer line.
Section No. 6. This ordinance

shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage and publication.

Section No. 7. Any person who
shall violate any of the provisions of
this ordinance, shall be deemed guil-
ty of a misdemeanor and upon con-
victipn thereof, shall be fined in any
sum of not less than five dollars nor
more than two hundred dollars.
