Distance to Towns * 
East and West Cut 

By New Hi-Wav
The distance to Paducah is now 

more than six miles shorter over the 
new highway than it was over the old 
route of No. 28. or the Lee High­
way. The distance now is approxi­
mately .36.6 miles. Heretofore it has 
been around -1.3 to 44 miles.

The distance from Crowell to the 
Cottle line is 20.4 miles. Vernon and 
Paducah are now at least 10 miles or 
more closer to each other than they 
were a year ago. The distance to the 
original paving at the city limits of 
Vernon from Crowell is about 29.5 
miles and on in to the business sec­
tion the total distance is about 31 
miles.

From Paducah on west the dis­
tance has been shortened consider­
ably on in to Plainview. Paving has 
been completed for some time from 
Paducah, west to the Motley line. 
C. H. McClellan, contractor for the 
grade and drainage structures from 
Crowell to the Wilbarger line, has 
started work on the grade from the 
Cottle line, west to Matador. The 
grade and drainage structures from 
Matador west to the Floyd line have 
been completed for several months.

Floyd is the only county on the 
Lee Highway from Oklahoma, for a 
distance of about 225 miles west 
that has not voted bonds for paving. 
However the dirst highway through 
this county is a good one and less 
turns are to he found in it than are 
found on the highways in most sec­
tions.

From the Floyd line the grade has 
been completed into Plainview and a 
contract for pavement on this stretch 
is expected to be let this spring. It 
is also expected that paving from 
Plainview west to the Lamb line will 
start during the year. Due to its 
distance from railroad facilities 
along the Lee Highway in Lamb 
County, officials there are awaiting 
the completion of the pavement from 
Plainview to the Lamb line before 
taking definite action on paving the 
highway through that county. The 
district around Olton in Lamb Coun­
ty is strongly in favor of a bond is­
sue for paving and a special district 
has been considered for paving this 
highway. With the completion of 
the highway through Lamb County, 
there will be only small strips in 
Bailey and Parmer Counties before 
reaching the New Mexico pavement.

Jones at Foard City
Mrs. W. B. Jones of Foard City- 

showed an income of $89.90 above 
feed cost, from her poultry flocks 
for the month of February alone, ac­
cording to a detailed report handed 
in to Miss Virginia Freeman, home 
demonstration agent. Such records 
as Mrs. Jones is keeping are being 
gathered from various sections of 
Texas by the A. and M. Extension 
service.

Mrs. Jones has Buff Orpington and 
White Leghorn chickens and from 
269 hens she gathered a total of 4,- 
179 eggs in February. This was an 
average of 15.5 eggs per hen. Total 
egg sulos amounted to $115.00 and 
the sale of chickens amounted to 
$16.90. The feed cost was $42.00. 
thus bringing an income of $89.90.

Her report also showed that she 
planted spring oats for pasture, sep­
arated the flocks for breeding pur­
poses, gave houses and pen general 
cleaning and disinfection to keep 
down insects and prevent diseases.

During the extra cold month of 
January, the income above feed cost 
was $30.50. The feed cost during 
that month was $46.00.

An editorial in the San Francisco 
Chronicle gives a vivid picture of 
economic conditions in Russia, the 
“ Soviet Paradise.”

The Chronicle says a large part of 
the peasant population, contrary to 
Soviet decree, is trekking to adjoin­
ing lands in search of food and sub- 
stenance. These refugees are of th?

of the country. But the policy of 
the government which confiscates all 
surplus products of their labor under 
the “ cooperative plan”  is driving 
them from their homes.

The Russian government has, for

some years, been conducting “ drives”  
on the Kulaks, or so-silled wealth: 
farmers. A Kulak is anyone who, b. 
dint of hard work and industry, man 
ages to possession of a cow or tv 
or achieve a comparative degree of 
prosperity. 'She Soviet has branded 
him a menace to the state!

Of course, the startling part of 
all this is that Russia is the fair land 
where ull were to be free ar.d happy, 
with everyone working for the com­
monwealth. As a writer in an 
American radical magazine recently 
expressed it, Russia’s aim lias been to 
do away with the economic “ lie”  on 
which other nations are built— pri­
vate property. It would seem, how­
ever, from the reports, that the “ lie" 
is on the part of Communism.

j IS RUSSIA MAKING READY FOR WAR?

Dallas. Texas.—The ".science ef 
read-building” has undergone such 
radical changes in recent years, in 
response to ever growing demands for 
economical highways capable of bear­
ing the constantly increasing traffic 
that it may be said to have been new­
ly created. And in embarking on its 
b g highway building rrogram dur­
ing the past thre - years, Texas i 
having the benefit itn■ 1 will continue to 
have the benefit of nil this progress.

Such is the conclusion of P. J. R. 
Macintosh in his second article in 
The Texas Monthly, surveying the 
highway situation in Tt xas. “ Better 
and Straighter lit-;. V  is the title of 
the article, and be <:>■ laris that such 
is the present object ’  every! «iv con­
noted with the bu ¡mss of building 
highway.-.

"That the highway department is 
determined to carry forward Texas 
construction program under condi­
tions which shall embody the best 
practice in the light of fully tested 
experience.” writes Macintosh, “ is 
ahown by the fact that at the present 
time a committee of leading engineers 
is completely revising the depart­
ment’s standard specifications. This 
Committee, which was chosen to per­
form this important task by Chief En-
f ineer Gibb Gilchrist, and which is 

eaded by A. P. Rollins of Dallas, has 
been at work for several months, and 
already has submitted three drafts of 
the new specifications to all inter­
ested parties, including engineers, ma­
terial manufacturers, contractors and 
«thers, for suggested revision.”

Macintosh points cut that the com­
mittee has had the active co-opera­
tion of material manufacturers, con­
tractors, and all others concerned with 
road building. The new specifications, 
he says, will embody the collective ex­
perience of all of the-e. and they will 
measure up with the best in the coun­
try.

Research Has Helped
“ It is a fact,” he writes, “ that the 

various interests concerned with road 
building have vied with each other 
since the rise of motor traffic to con­
tribute toward the solution of the va­
rious problems which have been en­
countered. The manufacturers of the 
major materials in the United States 
i—cement, asphalt, brick, sand and 
gravel, crushed stone—all have na­
tional organizations which have fos­
tered constant research which has 
been richly productive of result* and 
which has been one of the chief driv­
ing forces toward the goal of better 
End more economical highways. The 
motive has been selfish, it may be 
said, and the primary object in each 
case has been to promote the interests 
of the particular industry involved. 
But the public, nevertheless, has been 
the chief beneficiary of this progress, 
and Texas will be the beneficiary of 
it in carrying forward its great high­
way construction program.”

Some Important Change« 
Enumerating some of the changes 

which have taken place, Macintosh 
writes as follows:

“ First of all the increased traffic 
and the greater distances habitually 
traveled have made the location of tha 
road—the course of the right-of-way, 
ao to speak—of much greater impor­
tance than it was in the past; then 
the necessity of roads of uniform 
strength to bear certain volumes of 
traffic, up to a maximum, has made 
absolutely essential a uniformity of 
the materials going into the building 
of every foot of a given road, and this' 
need has been met by a revolutionary 
change in the character of aggregates 
—the 6and, gravel, and crushed stone' 
which go into the base of any high 
type road. Today aggregates are 
graded as carefully as cotton, and any 
gi en quantity of a certain grade will 
run uniform throughout.

“ There is a better knowledge of tho 
character and use of all materials to-' 
day than ten years ago, or even five 
years ago, an improvement which the 
manufacturers of those materials have 
done most to achieve. For example, 
practically nothing was known of the 
physical properties of asphalt, where­
as today it is an accurately known 
and controlled product. Moreover, 
practically in the past ten years we 
have developed in Texas a natural 
asphalt product, the limestone rock 
asphalt mined in Uvalde county.' 
Concrete today is immeasurably supe­
rior, and the methods of road con­
struction with this material have been 
revolutionized, largely due to the re­
search fostered by the cement manu­
facturers through the Portland C«-1 
ment Association.

Straighter Road» Needed
“ Ten years ago one-way bridge*' 

were universally regarded as adequate’ 
in Texas, whereas today the highway 
department has established a mini­
mum requirement of 24 feet width of 
roadway on all bridges. Wider right- 
of-ways for highways are now in­
sisted upon by the department, the 
minimum being fixed at 100 feet, 
whereas until recently 60 feet was 
regarded as ample. Ten years ago 
we built roads so that the surface 
sloped upward to the middle to an ele­
vation of six inches, now the ‘crown* 
is only one and a half inches high.” 

Macintosh enumerates other im­
proved practices. He emphasizes, 
however, that atraighter roads, fol­
lowing the shortest route between 
main points, will he one of the great­
est advances if they can be obtained 
through the co-operation of the peo.
Lie. They will save millions of dol- 

irs a year to Texas motor traffic, ha 
•ays.

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The Sex Question in 
the Government Census
In 1920 there were 101 men to ev­

ery 100 women in the United States. 
Whether this ration has risen or fall­
en will be one of the most important i 
facts to be determined by the 1930. 
census, according to Dr. Joseph A. 1 
Hi'!, acting director of the census, 
who has pointed out that the relativ *, 
number of males to females is one 
of the most fundamental factors to 
be considered in any analysis of 
society.

The sex question has always had j 
an important place among the list of 
questions asked by the enumerators 
at each decennial census of the Unit-1 
ed States, Dr. Hill said. Even in the 
first very simple census taken in 
1790, when only four questions were 
on the census schedule, one of them 
concerned the sex of white persons 
enumerated. The sex of negroes was 
not considered important enough to 
be recorded until the census of 1840, 
when members of the colored race 
were registered according to sex for 
the first time by the census bureau.

As far buck as the records go, 
there have always been more males 
than females in the United States. 
In 1790, the sex ratio for the white 
population was 10:}.8 to 100. The 
early frontier days of our history 
called for men more strongly than 
for women.

The continued excess of males in 
the United States is accounted for 
mainly by immigration, since males 
immigrate in larger numbers than j 
females. This explains the fact that 
the excess of males reached its max- | 
imum in 1910, at the end of a decade j 
o f the heaviest immigration this 
country had ever known. The sex ! 
ratio then went to 106 to 100. In | 
1920 it had dropped to 104 to 100, | 
due largely to the restricted imniigra-1 
tion during the war, and to the num- j 
ber o f American men who remained ; 
in Flanders Fields.

In the European countries from 
which our immigrants came there is, 
us one would expect, u deficiency of 
mules. The present deficiency in 
European countries, however, is not 
solely the result of emigration. It 
reflects also the depletion of males i 
through the World War. in which i 
eight million or more soldiers were 
killed or fatally wounded. As a con­
sequence the number of males per 
100 females fell o ff  from 93.7 to 91.2 
in England, from 97.4 to 91.0 in, 
Germany, and from 96.6 to 90.6 in 
France.

Within the United States the sex . 
ratio shows a wide range of variation, 
in different sections and localities. 
It is high on the Pacific coast, where 
there are, or were in 1920, 114 males 1 
to 100 females. In New England, 
on the other hand, there is a slight 
deficiency of males— 98.5 to 100 
females. The variations are doubt­
less largely accounted for by th? 
migration of people from one part 
of the country to another. In the 
westward migration that has long 
been going on within the l nited I 
States, as well a* in the immigration I 
from Europe, there is a majority o f ! 
males.

The state having the largest excess 
of males in 1920 was Nevada, 14s 
males to 100 females. Wyoming rank­
ing next with a ratio of DU to 100. j

There is a wide range of variation 
also in the sex ratio for different 
cities. Taking the cities that had a 
population of over 100,000 in 1920, j 
the excess of males was greatest in 
Akron, Ohio, 140 males to 100 
females: while the most marked de­
ficiency of males was in IN aahington, 
D. where there were only 87 
males to 100 of the opposite sex. The 
proportion of males in the population 
of any community is affected in 
some degree by the nature of the 
principal industries. It is note­
worthy that in Detroit the number of 
males per 10« females increased from 
107 in 1910 to 119 in 1920s Thi- n•> 
doubt reflects the increasing ein- 
p].e ment of men in the manufacture 
of aut> in "oil- s.

It is of interest to inquire what 
the i *<» of i ,a't t ) female.- <«r 
would he If in l ..le i! by immigra­
tion. It is a ft i.j-. ii:b establish!, 
fact th■ t tb« number of mule birth- 
is slightly greater than the number 
of ft m. le. But for some reason, 
which biologists ¡in i r ntly have no: 
yet fathomed, the female infant ,- 
more tenacious i..' life than her hah., 
brother, who consequently d - - not 
maintain the numerical supi rioi-ity 
which he had at the outset. By th • 
time the risin ; generation raachc - 
maturity the two sexes are very near­
ly equni in numbers.

The information obtained through 
the census as to the number of males 
and females in the population is in­
dispensable in the calculation of life 
tobies, in the determination of mor­
tality rates, and in studying the in­
cidence of disease. It is knowledge 
that is needed in business, in legis­
lation, and in other connections.

HELPING TO BUILD TEXAS RAPID PROGRESS IN SO YEARS.

Amarillo is to have a §50,000 pack­
ing plant, whose projectors expect to 
build it into one representing an in­
vestment of many more thousands. 
Southern Ice and Utilities Co. is in­
creasing storage capacity of Big 
Spring plant from 800 to J 000 tons. 
Six thousand carloads of perishable 
freight were re-iced there during 
1029. Farmers Canning Association 
is building a plant at Robstown to 
can . ¡'.bbage, be ..- and other vege­
tables. Its kraut pits will handle i. Kl 
tons. Uddo-Taormina Co. will invest 
$100,000 in a canning plant at Donna 
expecting to start in handling toma- 
toe. and to enlarge next year for 
handling other vegetables and citrus 
fiuits. Santa Fe building plans at 
Cleburne entail expenditure of sev­
eral million dollars. All units of the 
Mineral Wells brick plant are now 
in operation after a shutdown of sev­
eral weeks. The $4.000,000 Nichols 
copper refining plant just east of El 
Paso started operations in January. 
It employs 500 workers. The Sabine 
Basket Factory of Carthage received 
one order from the lower Rio Grande 
Valley for forty carloads of hoop 
baskets.

Electrical development in our

The electrical indus­
try has branched out in many ways, 
and has kept step with other great 
inventions of the fifty year period, 
including transportation and com­
munication.

Austin, Texas, March 19. (U P).—  
Ross Sterling of Houston is again 
bein'” discussed as a possible candi­
date for governor of Texas.

The Sterling movement started 
with a bang more than a year ago. 
He was present at many banquets 

where his fitness for governor was 
broached. Beyond appreciative 
»miles he took little notice of the 
matter.

Suppose Sterling should run. What 
ire his chances. Strange as it may 
seem, his friends believe that his 
chief handicap is wealth. There are 
more poor people than rich people, 
md they vote that way. too. Tha* 
this division has become less marked 
in recent years is apparent. Sterling 
enthusiasts declare that the belief 
that a rich man cannot be a good 
candidate i» exploded by the vote 
Lynch Davidson received in perhaps 
the hottest campaign for governor 
that ever was waged in the state.

For Sterling the biggest argument 
is his record at the head of the state 
highway department. That it is 
operated more nearly like a success­
ful private enterprise than perhaps 
any other department of the state 
can - arcely be disputed. It is the 
’dgge»t department of the state, 
handles most funds, and comes in 
closej- contact with the people every­
day than any other department, ex­
cept perhaps the department of edu­
cation.

In the early days of the Sterling 
commission there was much unrest. 
Some of it could be directly traceable 
to Sterling personally. Accustomed

“ 1 believe in organized labor as a 
counter-balance for the powerful 
monopolies und mergers of the day. 
and, if elected, will fight for and sup­
port organized labor.

“ I am a member of the American 
Legion, and will support strenuously 
all of its legislative programs, es­
pecially as regards legislation in fav­
or of disable veterans and the pro-1 
pr ised law of universal draft.

"I am apposed to the tariff on oil 1 
a- sponsored by Mr. Jones, because 
the oil tariff would protect the major , 
companies more than it would help 
the independents, and as in the case 
of high tariffs, the farmers and 
laborers o f the country would have to 
pay the bill in high-priced gasoline, 
kerosene, and oils.

“ I propose to support strenuously i 
anti-trust legislation, regulating th 
activties of chain stores and other big 
corporations which are smothering 
the life out of our country. However, 
the anti-chain store bill suggested 
by Mr. Jones is absurd, and probably 
unconstitutional, and I am opposed to 
it. as the only way to regulate and ; 
control monopolies is by direct at­
tack.

“ I especially want it understood 
that I am radically in favor of 
stringent legislation to protect and 
help the farmers, as I was reared on 
a farm myself, and know the value 
and the amount o f work tied up in 
every dollar that comes into the 
farmer’s hands.”
