It has come to the notice of the
neople Crows and vicinity that
the petition to be submitted to land
owners for a bond i1ssue for the pre
iminary survey for Pease River dam
includes only lar that would be
irrigable by gravity flow This
would leave all lands in Crowell and
Foard County, as well as Quanah
and all lands in Hardeman County,
out of the proposition entirely In
other words, the petition defines the
boundaries of lands only in Wilbar-
ger and Wichita Counties as those
included in the district to be irrm-
gatde. The amount of this is 300,-

000 acres,

The petition is to be submitted to

the landowners within these bounds
f 300,000 acres for a short term
bond f¥%ue of ten years to secure
money with which to make the final
survey. Then the acreage is to be
cut to 150,000, and the owners of
