Poultry
Mr. and Mrs. (1. H. Patton culled 

their  flock of Buff Orpingtons this 
week. Their idea is that a smaller 

| flock of hens well taken care of w ill 
pay a grea ter  return than a large 
flock with too many hoarders eating 
high priced feed. They have a fine 
place for poultry and they have a 
nice flock of Buff Orpingtons.

There has been a number of calls 
this week in regard L roup among 
chickens. Roup usually is the result 

j of chickens getting  too warm and 
then a cold draf t  blowing on them, 
result ing in a cold first, and then de­
velops into roup. Care should he 
taken  to see that the flock has plenty 
o f  room and that they do not crowd 
and become overheated.

When a cold or the roup is discov­
ered, it ean usually be checked by 
giving the flock Epsom salts. It 
should be given at the rate  of one 
teaspoonful of salts to each grown 

I bird. This can be mixed in a mash 
and fed to the flock when they come 
from the roosts. Repeat the salts 
in three or four days and in the  
-anu* manner. Birds that are  a f f e c t ­
ed badly should be removed from the 
flock.

The poultry house should be sp ray ­
ed frequently with some good disin­
fectant. Poultry diseases like ev­
erything else, “an ounce of  preven­
tion is worth a pound of cure."
