farming. Terrell citizens invited Dr. 
Seaman A Knapp. ,>m of th,* coun­
try's tori most agriculturists. t.> ad­
dle.-' (hem as the boll weevil had 
sw.pt up from the Mexican holder 
in 1901 and 1!’02. devastating cot­
ton and throwing the eastern and 
southern parts of the state into a 
panic.

A demonstration was arranged and 
one hundred acre- was devoted to a 
diversified farming program, cotton 
corn and cowpeas. By proper 
methods the farm made £700 more 
from the 100 acres than the commu­
nity average.

The demonstration made siieh an 
impression that in February, 1904. 
Dr. Knapp sent 38 "special agents" 
from his Houston headquarters to 
work in East Texas and Lousiana. 
These pioneers drove hundreds of 
miles by horse and buggy to demon­
strate the value o f  “ book farming."

4-H Club* Formed
Boy corn dubs were formed in

1908 and cotton clubs followed in
1909 and then pig clubs in 1911. To­
day more than 600.000 farm boys 
and girls continue the practice 
through their 4-H dub projects, 
ranging from poultry and dairying 
to gardening and canning. The worth 
of these clubs has many times been 
exhibited in Foard County.
