Hail, Wind Damage 
Reported in County 
Tuesday Night
Foard County received 2.56 

inches o f rain during the past 
week-end to bring the total rain­
fall since January 1 to 10.36 
inches, which is approximately 
half o f  the average yearly rain­
fall, according to measurements 
at the Crowell State Bank.

During January, February and 
March, the county received 5.97 
inches of rain, and the remaining 
4.39 inches during April. One and 
twenty-two hundredths inches of 
rain were recorded here on Mon­
day, .52-inch on Tuesday and .82 
on Wednesday.

Wheat farmers are reporting 
that the grain is beginning to suf­
fer from too much moisture. It 
is reported that rust has been 
started in wheat and it is feared 
that damage will be done if the 
rains continue. One farmer re­
ported that he had already lost 
his oat crop because of rust. ,

Hail and W ind D am age
Damage was done in the coun­

ty from high winds and hail which 
struck Tuesday night. Farmers 
south of Thalia report wheat 
damage as high as one hundred 
per cent. Heavy hail damage was 
reported just north o f Pease Riv­
er.

High winds blew the galago of 
Grady Price from over his auto­
mobile and also damaged his barn. 
Several big cottonwood trees were 
uprooted in that vicinity.

Damage from high winds was 
also reported at the Ed Self farm. 
The family remained in the house 
rather than go to the storm cel­
lar. When the storm had passed, 
they found that a large tree had 
fallen across the cellar door and 
that it would have been impossi­
ble for them to open the door if 
they had sought shelter there.

Damage to wheat by hail was 
reported in other sections of the 
Thalia community.

D am age A t Rayland
The fruit and garden crops at 

Rayland were also struck by the 
hail. H. H. Hopkins stated that 
about seventy-five per cent of his 
crop was ruined. Other crops in 
this community were also said to 
have been heavily hit.

From reports Wednesday, it ap­
peared that the Thalia and Ray­
land communities suffered the 
heaviest hail losses, however, some 
damage was reported in nearly 
every community of the county.

Rain Fails to 
Dampen Spirit 
Of Celebration

Foard County’s Golden Anni­
versary Jubilee, given in honor of 
the pioneers and the program 
which was made up of a memorial 
service, mammoth pioneer parade, 
three-permormance rodeo, dedica­
tion of the Foard County Hospital, 
dancing and music, attracted ap­
proximately 12,000 people to 
Ci'owell Monday and Tuesday.

register.

Common House Fly 
Carries Diseases 
That Kill Thousands

Austin.— Thousands o f children 
ard adults die every year from 
diseases carried by the fly. Ty­
phoid fever, tuberculosis, summer 
complaint, cholera, intestinal dis­
eases, and frequently death follow 
closely in the trail of the common 
house fly.

“ Control o f the fly menace 
comes at the top of the list o f 
necessary public health measures 
which should be applied by every 
city and individual in the State,” 
urges Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State 
Health Officer.

“ Most effective measure for con­
trol is to prevent breeding,”  he 
said. “ Flies breed in filth and 
about eight days are required to 
complete a life cycle. During her 
lifetime of several months one 
house fly lays from 600 to 1,000 
eggs. Thus it can easily be seen 
that in a season, which usually 
begins in the spring of the year, 
the descendants from one fly num­
ber countless thousands.

“ To eliminate flies, breeding 
places must be destroyed. Manure 
piles, garbage, and other organic 
filth furnish the requirements o f 
warmth, moisture, and food neces­
sary for the propagation o f the 
fly. The flies should bet kept from 
contact with food or drink or 
utensils in which food and drink 
are prepared and served. Like­
wise, they should be kept from 
access to privy vaults where they 
pick up the infections which they 
later spread to humans by contact 
with food and drink and by unr 
washed hands and utensils. See 
that your windows, doors, and 
porches are screened so that the 
stray fly from some careless neigh­
bor will not molest your family. 
Also, see that your grocer keeps 
his meat, vegetables and fruits 
free from flies.

“ Organized health measures to 
destroy the breeding places, con­
trol o f flies’ access to your home 
and food, and established stand­
ards of cleanliness in your com­
munity will eliminate the fly. The 
number o f flies is an index to the 
cleanliness of any community, and 
they can be entirely eliminated.”

As of January 1, 1941, there 
were 63,113 individuals in the 
United States holding airplane 
pilot licenses This is almost dou­
ble the number of a year ago 
when there were 31,264 licensed 
airplane pilots.

Santa Fe Railway 
Shops Are Busy 
Repairing Equipment

Humming with activity Santa 
Fe Railway shops are busily pre­
paring equipment to move the 
1941 wheat harvest which prom­
ises at this time to be the largest 
the Southwest has produced in 
years, President E. J. Engle, has 
announced. While the h a r ­
vesting is not expected to start 
for some sixty days, the Railway 
is conditioning its motive power, 
rolling stock and yard facilities' 
for peak efficiency which will be 
required to move the big wheat 
crop in addition to the heavy 
traffic requirements o f the Na­
tional Defense Program, the rail 
executive explained. Every effort 
is being made to give the farm­
er every car of transportation 
that he needs. New and recondi­
tioned freight cars arre being 
turned out of the shops in great 
numbers and will be moved into 
the wheat belt well in advance of 
the harvest. At the Santa Fe’s 
big Topeka shops alone 48 newly 
rebuilt big-capacity cars come off 
the production line each week. 
Deliveries on orders for about 4,- 
O'OO new fifty-ton-capacity box 
cars are being made daily. These 
cars will be placed in service be­
fore the marketing rush starts.

Other new equipment that is 
expected to be in service soon in­
cludes 10 steam locomotives and 
three additional 5,400 horse pow­
er freight Diesel engines.

Supplementing this new equip­
ment the company’s present roll­
ing stock will be inspected, re­
paired and placed in readiness for 
what is expected to be the great­
est demand in years. There are 
fewer bad order ears on hand now 
than ever before.

“ Adequate elevator storage and 
unloading facilities have proved 
one of our biggest problems in 
handling the harvest rush during 
recent years,”  Mr. Engel said. 
“ When the wheat movement is 
at its peak many more cars are 
loaded daily than can be unloaded

Gerald C. Mam 
Opened Campaign for 
U. S. Senate Saturday

The speaking program, held on 
a large platform in the Sulphur 
Springs public square, began 
at 8 p. m. Justice Clyde Grissom 
of Eastland o f the Eleventh Civil 
Court o f Appeals, introduced 
Gerald Mann. Several other five- 
minute speakers were in the pro­
gram.

Twenty-five high school bands 
opened the program officially 
at 3 p. m. and gave concerts 
throughout the afternoon and un­
til 7 p. m. At thhis time the bands 
lead a parade of all visiting dele­
gations.

Repeating on a large scale the 
torchlight march which featured 
the 1938 campaign opening, the 
parade will be followed by a 
torchlight cavalcade o f approxi­
mately 250 old settlers of Hop­
kins County.

Did you ever stop to think that 
every community has within it the 
men with the peculiar genius to 
solve that community’s particular 
problems? The only problem is to 
get them awakened to the realiza­
tion that they do possess that 
genius and that power. We can 
think of men here that have the 
special qualifications for many 
things that need to be done here 
if this community is going to re­
ceive the largest measure of good 
things to which it is entitled. The 
problem is to cause these individ­
uals to realize their ability, their 
genius for this task, and to get 
them started on the way. The 
fault is not theirs in every case. 
Some do not realize the need ex­
ists for the peculiar service they 
are fitted to render, and others 
who see the need, do not realize 
that they have the peculiar tal­
ent and the genius necessary to 
do the job. This is the task of the 
leadership of the community to 
bring to the front the community’s 
needs, and then to awaken in the 
citizens o f the community a vision 
of their ability to meet and solve 
the problem.

What this country needs is two 

or three organizations to fight 
Communism besides the Dies Com­
mittee and the American Legion. 
This is the job of everyone who 
has any interest in the democratic 
way o f life. We are making a se­
rious mistake in our indifference 
and long suffering attitude of 
tolerance toward Communists in 
this country.

Spring is the season for the 
optimist. In the spring the opti­
mist sees the prospects ahead, the 
prospects for the summer and the 
harvest. The pessimist sees the 
crop failures, the loss because of 
dry weather, insect pests and 
early frosts. The pessimist spoils 
all his prospects with his gloomy 
outlook.

We have always admired Henry 
Ford for his genius and independ­
ence and his fairness to labor, but 
our respect for him slipped up­
ward a dozen notches when he 
told the country he didn’t need the 
C. I. O. to tell him how to run his 
business.

We always pay for our bad 
guesses. Mussolini said “ yes”  to 
A dolf and because of it he lost 
his empire and the respect of the 
world.

I am opposed to the present day 
type of funerals. In my opinion 
when it comes to the matter of the 
final rites of our departed rela­
tives, friends and members of our 
family we are too much the slaves 
of conviction. We follow along 
in convention’s beaten track be­
cause, in many instances, I think, 
we feel we have to in order to 
avoid being conspicuous and ap­
pearing unconventional. I think 
that often the parties concerned 
would have it otherwise but hesi­
tate to break over and be “ differ­
ent.”

I am opposed to the funeral in 
which the minister in charge 
preaches a sermon that stirs up 
the already over-wrought friends, 
at which the music consists of 
morbid and melancholy songs, and 
at the close of the trying service 
the audience is forced, regardless 
of the wishes of the individual, to 
“ view the remains.”  The man­
ner in which this last act is car­
ried out, makes escape from it, 
without the individual being con­
spicuous, impossible.

Rather than go into detail over 
the type of funeral service that 
is distasteful to me, I am going 
to set forth a few details of the 
type of funeral service which, in 
my opinion, commends itself to 
most every person who has regard 
for the fitness of things.

I think rather than the whole­
sale indiscriminate practice of 
“ viewing the remains” the body 
should lie in state at the home 
or the mortuary as the case may 
be. The friends who were inter­
ested could go for a last look up­
on the face of their friend. Per­
sonally I have no desire to look 
upon the face of a dead friend. 
I avoid it whenever possible. I 
prefer to remember my friends as 
I last saw them alive. I feel that 

I looking upon them, after that 
| which endeared them to me is 
! gone, contributes nothing to them 
; or to me and leaves in my memory 
! a picture that I will always recall 
with sorrow.

I have had friends leave to go 
' on a journey. I have stood on the 
platform as the train pulled out 
and watched them wave to me a 
farewell, happy, smiling, with the 
face it with the glow of anticipa­
tion. I like to think of them just 
that way until I see them again. 
For the same reason I like to hold 
in my memory the image of my 
friends as they live, I do not care 
to view them with their life and 
spirit gone.

A  service which I attended re­
cently and which impressed me 
because of the splendid good taste 
shown in every detail was held in 
a local mortuary. The close 
friends and relatives were seated 
back of a curtain out of the view 
of others in attendance— a wise 
and merciful provision. A pipe 
organ played softly the grand and 
inspiring old music of the church.

' The obituary was brief, very 
brief, giving merely the dates of 
birth and death and a few other 
facts. The remarks of the min- 

' ister in charge were equally brief 
and chiefly given to the recital of 

j beautiful passages front the Scrip­
tures and inspiring selections from 

! the great poets ofl the world. The 
music was uplifting, bright, hope­
ful, inspiring and satisfying. 
There was nothing of the monoto­
nous, morbidness about it that too 

i often creeps into church music. 
There was no public “ viewing of 

| the remains.”  T h e  interested 
friends had been given an oppor­

tunity to view the body as it lay 
in state. There was but a single 
spray o f flowers upon the casket. 
The quiet dignity and good taste 
that was in evidence throughout 
every detail of the service impress­
ed me deeply and won, I felt sure, 
the silent and sincere approval of 
every one present.

(Following is the second of a 
series of letters which will be 
written by a selectee, Pvt. J. M. 
Crowell, now training at Fort 
Brown, Texas. Due to the Jubilee 
rush this letter has been held two 
weeks, and since that time Pvt. 
Crowell has been confined to the 
hospital with pneumonia, but has 
been recently released.— Ed)

This week I will give a few 
more details concerning my daily 
routine in the Army. In the last 
letter, I was so rushed getting 
started off in this new life that 
I could not include all that I 
wanted to at that time.

As I stated last week, this is a 
cavalry camp, but I am not con­
nected with the 124th cavalry, 
but with the post, (Post Medical 
Detachment).

I drill in the mornings and act 
as X-ray technician in the after­
noons. I get off on Saturday af­
ternoons and Sunday, so far.

I arise at 5:15 a. m. and make 
reveille at 5:30, police up tents, 
etc., until 6:45 and then go to 
chow (very good at the hospital). 
At 7 :30 a. m., we fall out for drill 
and this continues until 11:30. 
Today it got me. We practiced

extended order drill and advanced 
cross ciuntry to an imaginary 
machine gun nest (running about 
25 yards and falling flat on our 
stomachs.) I ’ll bet I lost 7 
pounds. My feet ache and every 
muscle in my body is sore (thanks 
to softball yesterday). The se­
lectees played some troops and 
led them 7-2 until the sixth inning 
and then our outfield and pitcher 
blew up (just like old times). 
They beat us 12 to 8.

But back to work. After chow 
at 12 noon, I loaf until 1 p. m. 
and then go over to the hospital 
where I’m X-ray technician. I 
like this work, for actually it is 
only photography which I really 
like. Few X-rays are made and 
naturally I don’t work very hard. 
I get off at 3:45 and I’m on my 
own until 10:45-—-then lights out 
at 11 p. m.

This old post is very pretty. As J  soon as I get in the barracks I’m 
sure that I’ll like things much 
better. Six of us stay in our tent 
and all civilian clothes have to be 
hid behind army clothes. I’m still 
wearing the same pair of pants 
issued at Fort Sam Houston and 
they can’t be cleaned for I have 
nothing to change to. Equipment 
seems to be short but I hope to 
get some more clothes this week.

I received my last typhoid shot 
this afternoon and my old arm 
feels heavy. The second shot al­
most knocked me out, but I man­
aged to stay on my feet. A per­
son certainly has to be careful 
when taking baths for some very 
severe cases of “ athlete’s foot” 
have been confined to the hospital.

I went to church yesterday just 
so I could see some white people. 
Practically everyone here is Mex­
ican. I just don’t appreciate them 
as I should.

Some of the earlier recruits 
were paid today and are happy. 
A soldier is across in the library 
banging on a piano, another has 
tuned in “ Red River Valley” on 
the radio, one is writing a letter 
for another and everyone seems 
to be happy.

We medicos have a swell lounge 
in one wing of the hospital to 
read, shoot pool, write letters and 
gossip. The officers, non-coms, 
and all the selectees are really 
rather nice. I believe that I was 
very fortunate in getting this post, 
however, it is too far from home 
to ever think of making it back 
before Christmas.

I may get tired of this by or 
before then and try for a trans­
fer, however, if I make good 
here, I may be sent to Fort Bliss 
for further training in X-ray 
technique. Three left Saturday 
and several ratings are open so 
I may get a specialists rating 
some time soon, which will hike 
my salary about $15.

Remediable Defects 
of Registrants Runs 
Substantial Per Cent

A substantial percentage of 
registrants rejected for full mili­
tary service on physical grounds 
have remediable defects which, if 
corrected, would permit training 
of the men in the armed forces, 
State Selective Service Head­
quarters announced this week.

Reporting on an analysis of 
37,132 physical examination 
blanks, Lt. Col. J. W. E. H. Beck, 
Chief o f the Medical Division of 
the Selective Service System in 
Texas, said that of 30,283 white 
registrants examined 71.20 per 
cent were classified as qualified 
for full military service, and of 
the 6,849 colored registrants 
64.69 per cent were classified as 
qualified for full military service.

Of the total number classified, 
Col. Beck said, 70 per cent were 
qualified for full military service,

| 12.72 per cent for limited ser­
vice only, and 17.28 per cent were 
classified as unfit for any mili­
tary service. 1

The principal causes for class­
ifying these registrants as unfit 
for military service are: Eye de­
fects, 1306; defective teeth, 817; 
hernia, 861; cardiovascular dis­
ease, 701; tuberculosis, 278; dis­
eases of the nervous system, 776; 
syphilis, 1982.

“ It is an appalling fact that 
approximately one-third of these 
men were disqualified for full mil­
itary service simply because they 
had not received proper care and 
attention earlier in life.”

Texas’ local boards have been 
requested to notify every reg­
istrant disqualified because of 
physical defects the reason for 
his rejection, and to suggest that j 
he report at once to the physician j 
or dentist of his choice for treat- j 
ment. Ordinarily, Col. Beck said, ' 
the local physician or dentist is * 
familiar with the registrant’s j 
background and he is well-quali- j 
tied to determine the best treat-; 
ment for remediable defects. | 
Furthermore, if the registrant is 
found to have defects which are 
not remediable, his local physician 
or dentist is likely to be the per­
son best suited to recommend 
proper treatment.

“ More attention must be paid 
to the prevention and cure of 
disease. It is hoped that improve­
ment in the health of these young 
men of military age will tend al­
so to better general public health,”  
Col. Beck said.

The Republican National GOP 
monthly recently made a poll of 
the country to determine the at­
titude of the party toward certain 
matters pertinent to the future 
program of the party. The poll 
was taken o f 7,000 rank and file 
party leaders for their opinion, 

j County chairmen and other GOP 
leaders favored a liberalized pro­
gram. An increase of 50 per cent 
supported the President’s foreign 
policies (including the Lease-Lend 
proposal). An average o f 61 per 
cent advised promotion and ex­
tension of New Deal reforms 
while only 29 per cent demanded 
consistent opposition. Fifty-one 
per cent favored Willkie for the 
party leader, Joseph W. Martin, 
present national chairman was 
second choice. The others in or­
der were Thomas Dewey and Her­
bert Hoover. Senator Robert 
Taft, Senator Arthur Vandenberg 
and A lf Landon, the 1936 presi­
dential candidate, trailed far be­
hind.

Travel Expert Finds 
Five Million Tourists 
Visited Texas in 1940

At least 5,265,570 tourists vis­
ited Texas last year, and spent 
$306,264,265.00, according to an 
estimate which has just been re­
leased by Philip Fuller, director 
o f the Conoco Travel Bureau, the 
largest free service organization 
for motorists in the country.

Fuller’s estimates are based on

all tourist information obtain­
able— traffic flow data, counts 
made by state highway patrols, 
statistics obtained from managers 
of private tourist attractions, and 
from toll bridge records, and from 
various other sources, including 
the Bureau’s own records of trav­
el information furnished through 
Conoco stations where Touraides 
are available.

Records of the Conoco Travel 
Bureau, broken down by state reg­
ions, show that the Bureau itself 
directed 73,985 tourist parties, or 
258,948 individual tourists, into 
and through the Panhandle; 42,- 
434 parties, or 148,519 individuals, 
into and through the southwest 
corner of the state; 36,360 par­
ties, or 127,260 persons, into 
and through the Gulf Coast reg­
ion, 52,060 groups, or 182,210 
tourists into and through East 
Texas; and 51,990 parties, or 181,- 
965 persons, into and through 
central Texas.

Fuller’s investigations over the 
entire country show that motor 
travel throughout the United 
States showed an increase of 6.82 
per cent last year. The greater 
portion of this increase, Fuller in­
dicated, was brought about by Mr. 
Average American making his 
vacation a motor trip. The wealthy 
group of travelers added material­
ly more than their usual amount 
to the total tourist travel by stay­
ing away from war-torn Europe 
and doing their traveling in this 
country, a fact definitely indicated 
by an increase in the business done 
by the higher-priced recreational 
establishments throughout t h e  
country.

Wisconsin, through her refor­
estation program, increased her 
forest area in 1940 by 20,000 
acres. Over 38 million trees were 
planted.

One out of every three-and- 
or.e-half wells drilled by Texas 
oilmen to date has been dry.

Defense Savings 
Bonds W ill Go on 
Sale Today, May 1

The United States Defense Sav­
ings Bonds and Postal Savings 
Stamps will be placed on sale in 
the main post office at the open­
ing of business on Thursday, May 
1, as part of the national effort to 
make America impregnable.

Postmaster General Frank C. 
Walker, in a letter to postmasters 
throughout the country, said that 
the help of local postmasters 
would be “ a real service to the 
country.”  He transmitted the 
thanks of Secretary of the Treas­
ury Morgenthau for the help that 
local postmasters had already giv­
en in the sale of United States 
securities, and also Mr. Morgeu- 
thau’s thanks in advance “ for the 
co-operation which he knows you 
will give to this new effort.”

The new Defense Savings Bond 
is similar to the familiar “ Baby 
Bond,” of which more than five 
trillion dollars worth have been 
bought by more than two and a 
half million Americans since 
1935.

A Defense Bond may be pur­
chased May 1, or thereafter, for 
$18.75. In ten years, this bond 
will be worth $25.00. This is an 
increase of 33 1-3 per cent, equal 
to an annual interest return of 
2.9 per cent, compounded semi­
annually. Any time after sixty 
days from the date of purchase, 
the bond may be redeemed for 
cash, in accordance with a table 
of redemption values printed on 
the face o f the bond.

To spread investments widely 
among all the people in America, 
a limit o f $5,000 has been set on 
the amount of these bonds to be

bought by any one person in one 
year. The bonds are in denomi­
nations o f $25, $50, $100, $500 
and $1,000, all of which are sold 
for 75 per cent of their maturity 
value and all o f which mature in 
ten years.

For larger investors who can 
afford to purchase up to $50,000 
worth of bonds a year, the Treas­
ury Department has issued two 
additional kinds o f Defense Sav­
ings Bonds, but these will be sold 
only through banks and by direct 
mail from Washington, D. C. They 
are intended for associations, 
trustees and corporations, as well 
as individual purchasers.

For the smaller investor who 
wants to buy a Government Bond 
on an easy payment plan, the post 
office will have a new series of 
Postal Savings Stamps, at 10c, 
25c, 50c, $1, and $5. Each pur­
chaser of any Savings Stamp high­
er than 10c will be given, free of 
charge, an attractive pocket 
album in which to paste his stamps 
until he has enough to buy a $25 
bond or one of higher denomina­
tion. Thirty million of these 
albums are now being prepared.

The cover design o f the albums 
is in color, featuring a United 
States battleship and an eagle 
bearing the American flag. On 
the back cover is a painting o f 
the Minute Man statue by Daniel 
Chester French, which symbolizes 
the American citizen ever alert in 
defense of his country. The in­
scription is “ America on Guard.”

Secretary Morgenthau said that 
even a boy or girl who saved 10c 
to buy a Savings Stamp would 
kelp the country. He added that 
“ you can safeguard your own 
money and your own future, 
while helping the national defense, 
by buying United States Savings 
Bonds now.”

Texas Called Upon 
For 1,000 Men For 
Military Training

There have been 247 persons 
classified for military training un­
der the Selective Service Act and 
there have been no appeals made 
to the board of appeals, accord­
ing to information released by 
John E. Long. However, this is 
in line with the remainder of the 
boards of Texas, according to in­
formation received this week.

With 272,005 Selective Service 
registrants classified by Texas’ 
351 local boards as of April 1, 
on the basis of their availability 
for military service, only 527 ap­
peals had been made to Selective 
Service boards o f appeal, and on­
ly one request for adjudication of 
decision had been submitted to 
the President, it was announced 
this week by General J. Watt 
Page, State Director o f Selective 
Service.

“iThis is a splendid record for

what, when and how of so doing. 
While we do not want the appeal 
machinery clogged up with claims 
of those who merely seek to de­
lay their induction, it is equally 
important that no registrant be 
inducted until he has had ample 
opportunity to exercise all his 
legal rights.”

Any registrant, or his depend­
ents or others interested in his 
welfare, General Page said, can 
obtain full information concern­
ing his right to appeal a classifica­
tion by consulting his local board, 
government appeal agent, or ad­
visory board for registrants.

A man convicted of a felony, 
but who receives a suspended 
sentence, is still eligible for induc­
tion into the military service if 
otherwise subject to the Selective 
Service Act, - it was announced at

“ There is an obligation,”  he 
said, “ upon all members o f the 
Selective Service System who 
come in contact with the registrant 
to make certain that he under­
stands, not alone that he has the 
privilege of appeal, but also when 
he must do it and how he must do 
it. We cannot afford to permit 
registrants who want to appeal to 
lose their opportunity simply be­
cause they do not understand the

D islocated Christians
Text: “ Brethren, if  a man be 

overtaken in a fault, ye which are 
spiritual, restore such an one in 
the spirit o f meekness; consider­
ing thyself, lest thou also be 
tempted.”— Galatians 6:1.

Our text speaks of a Christian 
who has in his life a known sin 
which he cherishes and refuses to 
give up. The spiritual Christian 
is exhorted to restore this sinning 
Christian. The word “ restore”  is 
the translation o f a Greek word 
which was used when referring to 
the act of putting a dislocated arm 
back in place.

The Church o f Jesus Christ, 
made up o f all true believers in 
the Lord Jesus as Saviour, is liken­
ed in Ephesians to a human body, | 
and christ is likened to the head 
of that body. Each believer is a ! 
member of the body o f Christ. I

When an arm is dislocated, it I 
is not cut off from the human 
body. It is still a member o f that 
body, and the blood running 
through the head still runs 
through the arm. The life of the 
head is still in the arm. When a 
Christian has sin in his life, he is 
still a member of the body of 
Christ, and still has the life o f the 
Head in him. But when an arm 
is dislocated, it is in great pain. 
So with a Christian with sin in 
his life. He is a miserable per­
son. He knows he has done 
wrong, and his conscience gives 
him no rest until he confesses that 
sin to the Lord Jesus, and gets 
rid o f it.

When an arm is out of joint, 
it is useless to the body. So a 
Christian with sin in his life is 
useless to his Lord. The Chris­
tian service a believer renders 
when he has sin in his life, is not 
accepted by the Lord.

When an arm is out of joint, 
the pain is felt through the whole 
body and through the head. Just 
so, when a Christian is sinning, it 
makes other Christians sad, and 
grieves the Lord Jesus.

When an arm is out of joint, 
it will neither obey the head nor 
the body. When a Christian has 
sin in his life, he does not obey 
either the Lord Jesus or the eld­
ers of the church who are in 
spiritual authority over him.

The thing to do with a dislo­
cated arm is to go to a doctor 
and have it put back in place. The 
thing for a Christian to do when 
sin enters his life is to confess 
it to the Lord Jesus, and put it 
away, and resolve never to do it 
again (I John 1:9).

Two Minute Sermon
(By Thomas Hastwell)

He Is Wise Who Prepares: The 
matter of being prepared is some­
thing in which everyone is inter­
ested at all times.

Early and Regular 
Dental Care for 
Children Urged

Austin.— The high prevalence 
of faulty dental conditions among 
draftees when they report for 
physical examinations is cited by 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer, as emphasizing the need 
for early and regular dental care 
for children— both at home and 
under professional supervision.

Doctor Cox stated that dental 
disease has resulted in the rejec­
tion of as high as ten per cent of 
draftees for regular military ser­
vice. He attributed these dental 
defects to failure of the draftees 
to avail themselves of dental care 
— even when properly advised—  
during childhood. Another prob­
able factor was the period of 
economic depression during which 
a great deal of needed preventive 
dental service was allowed to go 
unattended.

“ When the majority o f the 
present draftees were of elemen­
tary school age there was little or 
no development of the present day 
dental school health program. 
These programs, still not as near­
ly universal as they should be, 
aim at the double goal of educat­
ing the child in the importance of 
good teeth and securing needed 
dental care for the child from his 
family dentist or through school 
dental clinics. By the first of 
these two aims it is hoped that 
children will be led to continue

regular dental care in their later 
years.

“ Had the draftees received the 
initial care that results from this 
school program, the ill effects o f 
the depression period would prob­
ably not have been so markedly 
reflected in the present day con­
dition of their teeth. Every dental 
defect that results in the loss of 
a tooth had a small beginning. 
Had these and subsequent defects 
been noted early and corrected, 
the number o f necessarily extract­
ed teeth would have been ma­
terially reduced, with, in turn, re­
duction of the number o f draft 
rejections because of dental de­
fects.

There is no cure for dental 
decay, once it is started, other 
than prompt corrective service by 
a dentist. It is believed that the 
efforts now being made to ac­
custom the children to early and 
regular dental care will prevent 
the development of conditions 
similar to those that are now in­
fluencing the rejection of draft­
ees. I f it does this, it will also 
result in the improved health of 
our adult population whether or 
not a national emergency is faced.

“ And good teeth in healthy 
bodies are as essential in normal 
as in emergency periods.”

Exemption Swindlers 
Operating in Texas, 
General Page Warns

Prospective trainees were warn­
ed today by General J. Watt Page, 
State Selective Service Director, 
against subscribing to “ deferment 
or exemption insurance.”

“ It has come to the attention o f 
Staate Headquarters,”  General 
Page said, “ that swindlers are op­
erating in Texas, and particular­
ly among the colored registrants, 
selling for a cash fee policies or 
papers which are purported to in­
sure the registrant against mili­
tary training, or to procure for 
him deferment of service under 
the Selective Service Act. It is 
reported that some o f these racke­
teers are impersonating army o f­
ficers, and in one instance investi­
gation developed that a colored 
‘sergeant’ was threatening hesi­
tant victims with induction into 
the army on ’a moment’s notice’ .” 

General Page pointed out that, 
with the exception of ministers 
and students of divinity, there is 
no such thing as an “ exemption”  
under the Selective Service Act, 
and that local boards alone have 
the authority and responsibility 
for determining whether a reg­
istrant may be deferred from mil­
itary training. He said:

“ Registrants are classified ac­
cording to their order numbers 
and when the time comes for 
classification of a registrant, his 
case will be given separate con­
sideration by his local board in 
accordance with the provisions of 
the Selective Service Act and Reg- 

! ulations. There is no way by 
j which exemption or deferment 
may be purchased for any price 

| or consideration whatsoever.” 
Registrants are urged to report 

immediately any instance of this 
nature, together with all evidence 
collected, to his local board or to 
a United States attorney.

“ The Selective Service Act is a 
Federal Law,” General Page said, 
“ and any violation o f it is a fed­
eral offense and will be prosecut­
ed by the Uhited States Depart­
ment of Justice.”
