Demonstration

Notes
MRS. M A R Y  D BROW N

I'm very sorry we were unable 
to have our anual Home Demon­
stration outing this year, hut then 
just wasn't enough interest in it. 
Maybe next year we can do bet­
ter.

So many kinds of green vege­
tables can be bought at the mat - | 
ket these days that there is really 
no excuse for a diet not adequate 
in needed vitamins, according to 
extension foods knd nutrition spec­
ialists.

Diet studies show that nutrients 
most frequently found in inade- ' 
quate amounts are calcium, which 
is supplied hy milk, and vitamin ' 
A and C which fresh green veg<- 
tables can help to supply.

Dark green leafy vegetables, 
yellow vecgtables, and dark yel­
low fruits such as apricots, yellow ( 
peaches, yellow meated plums and i 
cantaloupes are all good souice- 1 
of vitamin A. These vegetables 
and fruits, eaten raw or properly 
cooked, also supply substantial 
amounts of vitamin C.

Not all green vegetables have 
the same food value. The intensity 
of the color and the part of the 
plant from which it comes are 
clues to its vitamin value. In 
general, the greener the vegetable j 
the better it is as a source o f ' 
vitamins. Dark green leaves may 
carry several times as much of 
some nutrients as the green 
stalks, pods, or immature seeds.

Cook green vegetables quickly

for best q jantj. I -t a cover on 
tt < pan to speed cooking and 
took until vegetables are just 
tender and still slightly crisp. 
Idling cooking make' vegetable- 
limp and changes color and flavor.

Boil green vegetable- in lightly 
a 1 teil water— 1/2 teaspoon salt 

and 1 2 to l cup water (depend-1 
ing on cooking time). Bung watei 
to a boil, and add vegetables, and ! 
put cover on pan. When water 
boil- again, reduce heat and cool 
until just tender.
