enough vacant town lot property |
to give employment to most of
us if we have nothing else to do. .
This would be a pretty good
way in which to fight the high
cost of living, too. Suppose we |
cultivate the vacant lots this!
summer, plow them up and
plant them in something. Peas,
peanuts, potatoes or popcorn,
any one or all these can be
grown very successfully, We
might try corn, cotton, cabbage
or cane and be fairly well paid
for our trouble. Oats, okra and
onions make a splendid combi-
nation. The fact is nearly any
kind of crops are better than
weeds, weeds and weeds.

There is another important
thing about cultivating the va-
cant lots. It will improve the

health of the town as wellas its |
appearance, and if we should
spend the summer evenings in |
the garden or with our crop of
popcorn or okra and never gath- |
er any fruit therefrom it would
result in more good to us than if
we allowed the vacant ground to
yield nothing. Your neighbor’s
chickens will try to eat up what
you raise, but if you’ll manage
it just right they’ll all soon die
and your garden will not be
bothered any further.
