Mrs. W. E. Hallmark Dead

After a two-year period of
failing health, during one year
of which she had been confined
to her bed, Mrs. Bertha May

Hallmark, wife of W. E. Hal
mark, died Sunday afternoon at
5:55 o'clock at the home of her
father and mother, Mr. and Mrs
R. P. Womack.

Mrs. Hallmark was born in
this county April 23, 135X, at
the old farm home 4 miles south
of Crowell and there grew to
young womanhood, and on ¢
September 12, 1906 was married
to W. E. Hallmark. To this
union was born two sons
Howell and Raymond, ages !
and 6, respectively.

A little more than two years it
ago Mrs. Hallmarks healtl
began to decline rapidly, and an
examination by the family

physician revealed the fact that
she was bordering on tubercul-
osis, and in spite of every pre- o
caution possible to stay the de-

velopment of the disease, its
firm hold upon her was soon
evident and its progress sure.
In addition to medical aid
climatic changes were made in
the hope that health might at
least be partially regained. But,
disappointed in every effort, the
final decision was reached, §,sup-
ported by medical advice,
nothing could be done except to
make her few remaining days as
comfortable as possible. Yet,
in spite of this feeling, there
was an occasional ray of hope
that under the very best of
treatment and careful nursing
life might be prolonged for
years. But only two
years from the time of the dis-
covery of the disease were
possible. She was nursed
through the siege by her patient

and faithful mother, assisted by
the other members of the family
and every possible comfort was ti
granted that hearts of Iove
could devise and hands of se:

vice could shape.

For several months the
ceased had shared the common
feeling of hopelessness and was

perfectly resigned to the end
that was approaching. With
patience she bore her heavy
affliction and with undaunted
Christian courage she faced the
|ordeal of death, and with no
misgivings yielded her spirit
into the hands of the God who
gave it.

She was converted and joined

the Baptist church when a young
girl and in her life exemplified
the virtues of a real Christian
character and in her death gave
unmistakable evidence of the
glorious triumph of her faith.

She leaves a husband, W. E.
Hallmark, two sons, Howell and
Raymond, father and mother,
Mr. and Mrs. R. P. Womack,
three brothers, Eugene, of
Dallas, W. R. and Edgar Wom-
ack of Crowell, and six living
sisters, Mesdames.
