We give below letters from Ross |
Kenner in France to his mother, Mrs.L
W. R. Kenner, of Crowell. Ross is!|
well known here and left the United
States some time in September for
France. He is with the engineering |
corps.

Somewhere at sea, Sept. 26, '17.
Dear mother:

I am writing vou a letter but don’t |
have any idea you will get it this
month (September), for I don't think
we will land for several days yet and
then it has got to come back over the
same trail which is pretty unvcrtuin.;
but we have had no trouble yet. 1!
have stood the trip well, havn't been |
sick one minute since we left New
York City. There are sixteen ships
with this one. We are well protected |
and well taken care of on board. |

We have nice music and some read- |
ing material and in this way we are|
enabled to pass away the time pretty |
well. We have a drill every morning
at 11 a. m.,, and what they call boat
drill in the afternoon at 4 p. m. At
this drill we have on our life belts
and are instructed how and what to
do in case of an accident. So you see
it wouldn’t be necessary for anybody
to lose their lives.

We have about 3,000 soldiers and
300 Red Cross nurses on board, so
you can imagine we are a little crowd-
ed, but she is a large boat. They say |
she is the largest boat in the fleet
and she rides pretty good too. We
were four days out when a little
storm hit us which made her rock a
little. It lasted two days and nights,
and a few of the boys were sick but
it didn’t bother me.

Well, that is all that I can think
of now. I will finish this when we
land and 1 find out what our address
will be.’

News would publish an account of his
1917 failure. We told him we would.
His whole year's work summed up in
a few figures shows that he lacked
$8.00 having made enough to pay his
taxes for this year. His taxes are
$33.50 while his crop amounted to a
little more than $25.00

But there is more to the story than
There is a silver lining to ev-
ery cloud. There are successes and
reverses in all countries, and Mr.
Wallen has had both. He has seen

| the silver lining more often than the

dark side of the picture since coming
to Foard county. Success or failure
is not measured by one year's labor
in this country. Mr. Wallen has been
here seven vears and taken as a whole
his farming record has been a success.
He bought 180 acres of land and since
having come seven years ago he has
practically paid for his farm and
This year he
failed, but even having failed he says
he has done better here than any-
where he ever lived. Besides having
nearly paid for his place he now has
$1000 worth of stock more than he
had when he came here. This is as
good as the cash any time. So taking
all things into consideration, Mr. Wal-
len says he has no cause to feel “blue.s
He knows he will make a living as
long as anybody else will, and after
all he says it is not what we want, but
what we need that should interest us.

People should not find consolation
in the expression: “We are poor far-
mers.” Farmers are seldom what
would be called rich men, but there

are perhaps fewer “poor” among them

than any other occupation.
While the amount of cash on hand
or on deposit among farmers might

not eompare very favorably with the |

cash available among people of other
occupations, most farmers have land,
livestock, farm equipment, crops, food
and other things that it takes money
to obtain. They can live and pros-
per war or no war, high taxes, poli-
ticians to the contrary notwithstand.

Poverty is less among farmers than
any class that we know of, but pros-
perity, contentment and exalted citi
zenship are everywhere notable and
And the wealth of far-

mers as a genera!

commendable.
rule benefits soci-
ety, for it is invested mostly as pro-
ductive capital to bring larger crops,
better homes and better people,
Surely few farmers could be called
“poor.” But they keep up the poor as
well as the state and national gov-
ernments and are proud of it. Most
of the poor farmers have changed
their occupation for they are not
found on farms.—Farm & Ranch.
