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MR. KELL’S SPEECH 
AT VERNON THUR.

Mr. Frank Kell, a member of the 
board of directors of the regional 
reserve bank located at Dallas, Tex­
as, president of the food and feed 
conservation commission of Texas, 
and one of the leading business men 
of Wichita Falls and of Northwest 
Texas, spoke to a large audience 
last Thursday afternoon at Vernon, 
on a number of phases of Amer­
ica’s part in the war now being; 
waged for democracy, retribution, 
justice and humanity. Only a part 
of his speech was devoted to the 
matter of the production of food 
and feed in Texas and in the Unit­
ed Staes. At this time and for 
some time to come this question is 
and will r>e an overshadowing 
one, not only for the American peo­
ple, but for the world. For our 
country's part in this unnecessary 
and brutally senseless war is, first, 
to furnish food, munitions, and oth­
er war supplies to those who are 
fighting our battles as well as their 
own; second, to extend credit and fi­
nancial aid to them. This work our 
onr government has performed most 
liberally, having to June 14 loaned to 
the British Government $500,00(1,000 
and to all the allies $048,000,000, or 
nearly one billion dollars, an enor­
mous sum. And another thing which 
o.ir country has engaged to do is to 
furnish an efficient and effective 
fighting force to assist the allied 
armies in ’’killing as many Germans 
as possible"whether in outraged Bel­
gium, in the desolated part of France, 
or where ever they may be found 
fighting for kaiserism.

For about thirty-three months 
nearly the whole of Europe has been 
engaged in consuming and destroying 
food and the means of food product­
ion and foot! supply. Production has 
fallen far below the actual demand; 
hence, food stocks of whatever kind 
have been exhausted. This condition 
called for greater exports from the 
United States and Canada. Our sur­
plus has been very much decreased. 
And when the government’s April 
wheat crop report was published 
showing that conditions, April 1, 
promised only 430,000,000 bushels for 
1017 as against 480,000,000 bushels 
for 1910, 570,000,000 bushels for 1915, 
1916, 570,000,000 bushels for 1915, 
and 584,000,000 for 1914, a food panic 
was produced and has continued since 
that date. Mr. Kell said that this 
panic was brought on by speculators 
and by scared consumers who began 
to buy and to store up. (He cited as 
proof of this the fact that in a cer­
tain large town every family on a 
certain block had stored in its house 
from 500 to 1000 pounds of flour 
that sugar and other forms of food 
also were stored in large quantities 
In view of this shortage in the wheat 
crop and in view of the increase in 
exports to foreign countries it was 
necessary that steps be taken to in­
crease and conserve the food of this 
country. At the earnest solicitation 
of Mr Kell and many others in Texas 
and throughout the country the De­
partment of Agriculture under Sec. 
Houston began to encourage the sow­
ing of spring wheat and the planting 
of other food crops on as large a 
scale as possible. As a result of this 
campaign the government report for 
May showed a crop of 750,000,000 
bushels of winter and spring wheat in 
sight for 1917, and a large production 
of other food crops was promised. 
A food shortage and a food panic in 
this country would enable Germany 
to dictate peace terms to the allied 
nations. Napoleon said that“an army 
travels on its stomach;” if he were 
alive and dealing in war stocks today 
he would say that an army fights 
with its stomach, as it has about 
left off the traveling. The speaker 
declared that we must prepare for 
this war whether it is to last five 
months or five years; that the coun­
try will be organized for the greatest 
possible food production as one of the 
most effective means of winning it; 
that our allies are looking to us to 
help feed them, and that we must 
supply them with the amount of food 
they will require of us.

Mr. Kell said but little as to the 
necessity of the conservation of food. 
This every one is learning from ex 
perience. The writer recently read a 
statement to the effect that one 3lice 
of bread wasted each day for a year 
by each family in the United States 
would be wasting the equivalent of 
the yield of 450,000 acres of wheat at 
20 bushels per acre, or 9,000,000

bushels. But suppose that each fam­
ily wastes the equivalent of three 
slices of bread each day, which is a 
moderate estimate: think what (he 
waste amounts to in a single year 
This lack of economy, or wasting of 
food, lends in two ways to increase 
its cost: It increases the amount c >n- 
surned, and hence decreases the sur­
plus on hand at any time; this, ac- 

! cording to the law of supply and de- 
; maud, will increase the pr'ce of the 
surplus. And after allowance is 
made for waste it w’ould seem that 
ther is no possible room or reason 
for extravagance by any family. 
The paramount question in this mat­
ter of food supply is not to economize 
to reduce its cost but that there will 
in this world emergency be enough 
to supply actual needs. Germany 
hopes "to bring England to her 
knees" soon by cutting off her food 
supply by the use of submarines; 
President Wilson says we must carry 
food to our allies "submarines or no 
submarines"; but if we have not the 
food to spare, submarine warfare will 
be unnecessary as we shall not have 
it to take to our allies.

The greater part of Mr. Kell’s 
speech was devoted to three other 
matters relative to the war, namely, 
the buying of Liberty Loan Bonds, 
the willingness of our young men 
to offer their services to their conutry 
in this its time of greatest need, and 
the safeguarding of their morals 
while they are serving it. The writer 
will outline only the last named

An effort is now being made in 
this country to raise by popular sub­
scription a Y. M. C. A. fund of $100,- 
000,000. That fund is to be used by 
that noble institution for the benefit 
of our soldiers in the field—its influ­
ence is, in a measure, to take the 
place " f  the influence of mother and 
sister in safeguarding them against 
bad habits. Thousands of the brave 
boys who will many times go through 
the ordeal of battle unscathed will 
come home moral wrecks unless they 
are taken care of in a moral way. 
The speaker suggested that mothers 
have their sons sign a pledge written 
in u book that they will not drink or 
gamble during their army life. He 
said we should contribute to this fund 
when called upon to do so, that in 
so doing we would contribute to the 
winning of the war and to the saving 
of the manhood of many of our 
young soldiers. In conclusion Mr. 
Kell said that we cannot afford to 
lose this war, that the cause of de­
mocracy must triumph over barbari­
ty. He said “Germany is not a great 
nation; no nation guilty of the 
heinous crimes of which she is guilty 
can be called great." He also said 
"the Commanche Indian is a gentle­
man and a Christian beside the Ger­
man who tied his dead soldiers in 
bundles with wire and shipped them 
to caldrons where the grease would 
be extracted from their bodie.s” He 
severely condemned Germany for her 
treatment of Belgium and Belgium’s 
helpless population, and particularly 
for her carrying away the female 
population of Noyon, France, when 
the German army was forced to 
evacuate that place. He said that a f­
ter the war we should help to restore 
Belgium, that had not the German 
horde been held up ten days at Liege 
by the heroic Belgian army the war 
in Europe would have long since been 
over and we would today be fighting 
Germany alone.—Contributed.

If  each county will furnish its quota 
this district will be able to show that 
North Texas has responded to the 
I’resident's call for Volunteers for 
I he War only.

Y'our court;- should send 11. Each 
postmaster has detailed instructions 
as to who can enlist and the circu­
lars giving information as to branch­
es of service. There is also enclosed 
hand bills which may be of interest.

The only way we can hope to get 
this quota is for the local press to 
give all publicity possible and urge 
mayors, ministers, postmasters and 
all public speakers and other patri­
otic citizens appoint himself a com­
mittee of one to urge every man be­
tween 18 and 40 years of age who 
can qualify to enlist in the U. S. 
Army.

Registration is no bar to voluntary 
enlistment. Until a man actually 
gets notice that he has been selected 
he can be accepted.

Other counties are furnishing their 
quota, will yours fall behind! The 
War Department is recording the 
number of voluntary enlistments 
from each county and due credit will 
be given for such enlistment.

The first men enlisted will have ad­
vantage of the earliest training with 
best prospects of first active service 
on the battle front in Europe.

every man must fall flat again. But 
this was not all. Sometimes the Ger­
mans would have -ur numbers so ex­
actly that we couldn’t afford to rise, 
in that case we lay a- close to the 
rocky ground as wa- possible and 
trawled at the command of the lead­
er. by the aid of one leg and the el- 
bows, without raising the body more 
than an inch or two above the 
ground. Now if any one iloubts this 
being work, let him try it. But he 
must carry his gun and equipment as 
he goes, because he is shooting his 
way along the line.

The introduction of the "skin book” 
has been a source of some annoyment 
to the "rookie officers”. This is a very 
appropriate name for a demerit sys­
tem of grading men in their conduct 
in the camp. Any breach of discip­
line, avoidable error in the perfor­
mance of a duty, or inattention, or 
other disqualifying fault committed 
is recorded against the offender as a 
"skin.”

Of course it has been explained fre­
quently.by instructors, that some men 
are by nature unsuited to military 
style and also that one should not 
feel offended or embarrassed if he 
is reported mopt. For as one in­
structor expressed it, the ability for 
war making and waging is not by 
any means one to be desired by an 
ideal people. But in our present sit­
uation. we need and must have the 
men who can lead others in warfare 
and since numbers here are unsuit- 
ed to the requirements, some system, 
severe tho it may be. must be ap­
plied to find them.

Many of the forty or more who 
have thus far been eliminated from 
Co. 9, have shown an admirable spir­
it. One man. a lawyer from Denison 
after being rejected made the compa­
ny a speech declaring himself ready 
to fight and to go to France if L’ncle 
8am called him, at the same time eu­
logizing the men who had elennnated 
him from the camp.

The 3rd Artillery has a band here 
in camp which furnishes very en­
joyable programs on certain days. 
The  ̂ M. C. A. organization has 
erected a building w h i c h  furnishes- 
a convenient meeting place for as­
semblies and programs which are 
held occasionally. A piano is one of 
the luxuries provided in the building. 
Some of the boys have stringed in­
struments and others are singers. So 
a musical program is by no means a 
rare form of entertainment for the 
soldiers.

The ”Y ” also affords tables and fur­
nishes stationery for all who desire 
to write letters. Many mothers owe 
this organization for letters their 
boys would not have taken time to 
write, had the opportunity been less 
favorable.

The new aeroplanes stationed at Ft. 
Sam Houston may be seen almost 
any day at Camp Funston flying ov­

er the reservation huntinb for rm- 
maginary hidden reserves, or ammu­
nition stores.

HOW SHALL WE 
PAY FOR THE WAR?

A Constructive Criticism on the 
House Revenue Bill.

LOANS BETTER THAN TAXES
Five Reason, W h y  Exeeativ* Taxes at

the Outset of W a r  Are Disadvantage­
ous— Great Britain Exampla Worthy
of Emulation— H o w  the Taxes Should
Be Apportioned.

On May ‘-3. 1917, tbo House of Rep 

resentntives passed on net *to  provldt 
revenue to defray war expenses ami 
for other purposes." in the original 
bill ns presented by the Committee ol 
Ways and Means, the additional -reve­
nue to be derived was estimated at $1, 
810,420.000. The amendment to the In 
cotue tax, which was tacked on to tht 
bill during the discussion in the House 
was expected to yield another $40,000,- 
000 or $30,000,000.

In discussing the House bill, two 
problems arise:

I. How much should be raised by 
taxation?

II. In wbat manner sbould this sum 
be raised?*
I. How Much Should Bo Raised by 

Taxation?
now was the figure of $1,800,000.000 

arrived at? The answer is simple. When 
the Secretary of the Treasury came tc 
estimate the additional war expenses 
for the year 1917-18, he calculated that 
they would amount to some $6,000,- 
000,000, of which $3,000,000,600 was to 
be allotted to the allies, and $3,000,- 
000,000 w-as to be utilized for the do­
mestic purposes. Thinking that It 
would be a fair proposition to divide 
this latter sum between loans and 
taxes, he concluded that the amount 
to be raised by taxes was $1,800,000,- 
000.

There are two extreme theories, each 
of which may b« dismissed with scant 
courtesy. The one Is that all war ex­
penditures sbould be defrayed by loans, 
and the other is that all war expendi­
tures should be defrayed by taxes. 
Each theory Is untenable.

It is Indeed true that the burdens of 
the war should be borne by the pres­
ent rather than the future generation: 
but this does not mean that they should 
bo kox&u hi this Tt-ar's taxation. —

Meeting all wur expenses by taxation 
makes the taxpayers in one or two 
years bear the burden of benefits that 
ought to be distributed ut leust over u 
decade within the same generation.

In the second place, when expendi­
tures upproaeb the gigantic suing of 
present-day warfare, the tax-only pol­
icy would require more than tlie totul 
surplus of soclnl income. Were tills 
absolutely necessary, the ensuing hav­
oc in the economic life of the cummunif- 
ty would have to lie endured, ls/t 
where tlie disasters are so great 
at the same time so unnecessary 
tax-only policy may be declare 
practicable.

Secretary McAdoo had the rigli 
sfinot and highly commeudalde 
age In deciding that a substantial pi 
tion. at least, of the revenues shouldj 
lie derived from taxation. Ilut when 
he hit upon the plan of 59-30 per cent., 
that is, of raising one-half of all do­
mestic wur expenditures by taxes, the 
question urises whether he did not go 
too far.

Tlie relative proportion of loans to 
taxes is after all a purely business 
proposition. Not lo rely to a large ex­
tent on loans at the outset of a war is 
a mistake

Disadvantages of Excessive Taxes.
Tlie disadvantages of excessive tuxes 

at tlie outset of tlie war are as follows:
1. Excessive taxes on consumption 

will cause popular resentment.
2. Excessive taxes on industry will 

disarrange business, dump enthusiasm 
and restrict the spirit of enterprise ut 
the very time when the opposite is 
needed.

3. Excessive tuxes on incomes will de­
plete the surplus available for invest­
ments and interfere with the placing of 
the enormous loans which will lie neces­
sary in any event.

4. Excessive tuxes on wealth will 
cause a serious diminution of tlie in­
comes which are at present largely 
drawn upon for tlie support of cduea- 
tional und philanthropic enterprises. 
Moreover, these sources of support 
would be dried up precisely at tl.e time 
when tlie need would be greatest.

5. Excessive taxation at the outset of 
the war will reduce the elasticity avail­
able for the increasing demands that 
are soon to come.

Great Britain's Policy.
Take Great Britain as an example, 

[luring tlie first year of the war she 
increased taxes only slightly, in order 
to keep industries going ut top notch. 
During the second year she raised by 
new taxes only 9 per cent, of her war 
expenditures. During the third year 
she levied liy additional taxes (over 
and aliove the pre-war level) only 
•lightly more than IT per cent, of her 
war expenses.

If tve should attempt to do ns much 
in the first year of the war as Great 
Britain did In the third year it would 
suffice to raise by taxation $1,230,000.- 
000. If. in order to be absolutely on 
tbe safe sld; it set ed advisable to 
increase the sum to $1,300,000,000. this 
should, in our opinion, be the maxi­
mum. * !

In considering tlie apportionment oi 
the extraordinary burden of taxes ii 
war times certain scientific principles 
are definitely established:

H o w  Tax** Should Bo Apportioned.
(1) The burden of taxes must bt 

spread as far as possible over tin 
whole community so as to cause eact 
individual to share In the sacrifices ac 
cording to his ability to pay and ac 
cording to his share in the Government

(2) Taxes on consumption, which are 
necessarily borne by the community at 
large, sbould be imposed as fur as pos 
sible on articles of quasi-luxury rathei 
thne on those of necessity.

(3) Excises should bo imposed ns fal 
as possible upon commodities in tb< 
bands of the final consumer rathei 
than upon the articles which serve pri 
marily as raw material for furthei 
production.

(4) Taxes upon business should be 
imposed as far as possible upon net 
earnings rather than upon gross re 
ceipts or capital invested.

(3) Taxes upon income which wil 
necessarily be severe Should be botl 
differentiated and graduated. That is 
there should be a distinction betweei. 
earned und unearned incomes and then 
should be n higher rate upon the larget 
incomes. It is essential, however, not 
to make the income rate so excessive j 
as to lead to evasion, administrntivi | 
difficulties, or to the more fundaments 
objections which have been urgeil 
above.

(0) The excess profits which are dut 
to the war constitute the most obvious 
and reasonable source of revenue dur 
ing war times. But the principle upoi' 
which these war-profit taxes are laid 
must be equitable in theory and eastli 
calculable in practice.

The Proposed Income Tax.
The additional income tax ns passed 

by the House runs up to a rate of Of i 
per cent. This is a sum unheard of I t ; 
the history of civilized society. It mus- 
be remembered that It was only nftei 
the first yen'- of the war that Grea: 
Britain Increased her Income tax to tb< 
maximum of 34 per cent., and that 
even now in the fourth year of the wai 
the Income tax does not exceed 42’: 
per cent.

It could easily be shown that a tax 
with rates on moderate Incomes sub­
stantially less than In Great Britain, 
and on the larger Incomes about a* 
hig!., would yield only slightly less than 
the $332,000,000 originally estimated hi 
the House bill.

It is to be hoped that the Senate wil) 
reduce the total rate on the highest in­
comes to 34 per cent, or at most to 4ti 
per cent, and that at the same time 11 
will reduce the rate on the smaller In 
comes derived from personal or profes 
skin a I earnings.

If the war continues we shall have to 
depend more and more upon tho in. 
com# tax. By imposing excessive rate) 
now W t gre not only endangering tho

Conclusion.
The House bill contains other funda 

mental defects which mav bo summed 
up as follows:

(1* It pursues an erroneous principlt 
in imposing retroactive taxes.

(2) It selects an unjust and unwork­
able criterion for the excess-profits tax 

(3t It proceeds to an unheard-of 
height in the income tux.

(4) It imposes unwarranted burdens 
u|x>n the consumption of the commu­
nity.

(5) It is calculated to throw business 
into confusion by levying taxes on gros, 
receipts instead of upon commixlities.

(6 1 It fails to make a proper use ot 
stamp taxes.

<7t It follows nu unscientific system 
in its flat rate on imports.

(S> It includes a multiplicity of pet­
ty and unlucrntive taxes, the vexatious- 
ness of which is out of all proportion tu 
the revenue they produce.

The fundamental lines on which the 
House bill should be modified are sum­
med up herewith:

ill The amount of new taxation; 
should be limited to $1,239,000,000— ot ’ 
at tlie outset to $1,500,000,000. To du 
more than this would be as unwise as 
it is unnecessary. To do even this 
would be to do more than has evei j 
been done by any civilized Govern 
ment in time of stress.

(2) Tlie excess-profits tax based upon 
a sound system ought to yield about 
$300,000,000.

(3) The income-tax schedule ought tc ! 
be revised with a lowering of the rates 
on earned incomes below $10,000, and 
with an analogous lowering of the 
rates on the higher Incomes, so as not 
to exceed 34 per cent A careful cal­
culation shows that an Income tax of 
this kind would yield some $430,000, 
000 additional.

(4) Tho tax on whisky and tobacec 
ought to remain approximately^
with a yield of about $230.000,0»>o.

These three taxes, together with the 
stamp tax at even the low rate of the 
nouse bill, and with an improved au­
tomobile tax, will yield over $1,250,- 
000.000, which Is the amount of money 
thought desirable.

The above program would be In har­
mony with an approved scientific sys 
torn. It will do away with almost all 
of the complaints that are being urged 
against tlie present. It will refrain 
from taxing the consumption of the 
poor.

It  will throw a far heavier burden 
upon the rich, but will not go o the 
extremes of confiscation. It  will ob­
viate Interference with business and 
will keep unimpaired the social pro­
ductivity of the community.

It  will establish a Just Jjalatjug be

tween loans and taxes ami will not 
succumb to the danger of approaching 
either the tax-only policy or the loan- 
only policy. Above all. it will keep nn 
undisturbed elastic margin, which 
must be more and more heavily drawn 
upon as the war proceeds.
