Described in M agazine

Sp> ar fishing combines the 
skill- o f  many sport* into one. 
This is the approach o f  an article 
on s pear fishermen by John E. 
Tilton, aquatic biologist of the j 
(■amc and Fish Commission, in the 
June issue o f Texas Game and Fish 
magazine.

Tilton points out that to be a 
successful spear fisherman, a man 
must be a strong swimmer, a good 
stalker, ami have the patience of
an anglei.

“ As the number o f  diving en- 
thusia-ts increases, and they hunt 
,n water- once fished exclusively 
by hook and line fishermen, cer­
tain frictions and irritations are 
hound to result.”  he says. “ Al­
though the problem is not serious 
in Texas, it is in some other states.

larly when- very clear waters 
invite skin diving activities.”
