This 
matter suggests a policy of the War 
Department that I find often mis 
understood.

LIFE THAT SPANNED 22 PRESI­
DENT’S RULE ENDS HERE

The following clipping from the Fort 
Worth Star-Telegram gives an ac­
count of the death of William Gooch 
who at the time of his death was 95 
years of age. He was the grandfath­
er of Mrs. T. L. Haggard of this place, 
and is therefore a matter of interest 
to the people here. It follows:

“ William Gooch, 95. who has lived 
through more than half of the history 
of the United States, died Tuesday 
afternoon at the home of his son, 800 
West North Fourteenth Street. Gooch 
was born in 1824 in Tennessee, during 
Monroe’s Administration, and has liv­
ed through the Administrations of 
twenty-two Presidents.

“ He could remember the war with 
Mexico, and was in the Civil War 
He has seen the rise and fall of Ger­
many, and, though born before Amer­
ica had a railway, has seen the whole 
country bound with bands of steel 
After the Civil War, Gooch went to 
Mississippi, married and came to Tex­
as, twenty-nine years ago, and settled 
at Seleste, which is still his home.

“ He is survived by four sons, W. E. 
of Marietta, Okla.; M. L. and C. O 
of Fort Worth, and G. M. of Abilene 
two daughters. Mrs. M. P. Jones of 
Moran, and Mrs. J. R. Reynolds of 
Hamlin, and by thirty-one grandchil­
dren. and several great-grandchildren. 
The body will be sent by undertakers 
Sloan and Harveson Thursday to Ce­
leste for burial.”

LT. HENLEY GOODE 
DESCRIBES SOME 

GREAT BATTLES
January 5, 1919.

Dear Mr. Taggart:
I have not heard from any one at 

home in over two months now for the 
reason that 1 have been away from 
my regiment almost that long and 
mail travels very slowly here in 
France, especially around Christmas; 
and as ( have been moving quite of­
ten 1 don’t try to have my mail follow 
me. for that way it gets lost and I 
never get it. However, I am on my 
way back to the regiment, now across 
•he Rhine, and expect news from 
home.

A great many things of the greatest 
importance have happened since I was 
evacuated from my regiment in the 
Argonne I orest, Nov. 5 with pharyn­
gitis. 1 hated to leave for the hos­
pital, but had already remained with 
the regiment at Blanc Mont after be­
ing gassed quite a bit; had more than 
gained our division objective, and 
then, too, it is well to obey the sur­
geon’s orders at times. Am feeling 
fine again and very anxious to get 
back to my regiment or America one 
—probably the better; but there is a 
lot to be done before the Marines will 
be allowed to return I am quite sure. 
Hope, though, that we shall see no 
more fighting. I have always said I 
believed in my corps and regiment 
as being one of the best combat units 
in the world today, and events seem 
to warrant my belief. I understand 
that the French military authorities 
have awarded my Division, the Sec­
ond, the Legion of Honor—a distinct­
ion enjoyed by only two other Divis 
ions in the world. I can say from 
personal experience and observation 
that it was used during the spring 
summer, and fall of 1918 to the limit 
of human endurance and never once 
failed to gain its objective on or be­
fore scheduled time. It is a machine 
of men and material. A quotation 
from Division orders, issued in the 
last offensive, the one that brought 
the armistice immediately, will show 
its kind: “Order: During the night of 
Nov. 2-3, the 2nd Division moved for­
ward overcoming the resistence of the 
enemy’s advanced elements, and at 
6:00 a. m. it attacked and siezed the 
enemy’s line of defense on the ridge 
southeast of baux-en-Dieulet. Late in 
the afternoon the enemy, having re­
organized his line on the border of 
Belval Forest, was again attacked and 
defeated. After nightfall, and in a * 
heavy rain, (how well do I remember 
that night) the advanced elements of 
the division pressed forward through 
the forest, and occupied a position on 
the heights south of Beaumont, eight 
kilometers in advance of the divisions 
on our right and left.

“ During the night of Nov 4-5, the 
Division again pressed forward, oc­
cupied Beaumont and l’Etaune, and 
threw the enemy on its front across 
the Meuse.

"The endurance, the skill, the cour­
age. and the fiery energy of the of­
ficers and men of this division are 
unsurpassed in the annuls of war. The 
victories of the division have been a 
tremendous factor in bringing near 
the day of the decisive defeat of the 
German army.—John A. I.ejeune, Ma­
jor Gen., U. S. M. C., Commanding.”

Extract from General Pershing’s 
preliminary report to Secretary Ba­
ker: “ On Oct. 2-9 our 2nd and 36th
Divisions 4 the 36th had many Crowell 
boys in it) were sent to assist the 
French in an important attack against 
the old German positions before 
Reims. .The 2nd conquered the com- 
pli cated defense works on their front 
against a persistent defense worthy 
of the grimmest period of trench war­
fare and attacked the strongly held 
wooded hill of Blanc Mont which they 
captured in a second assault, sweep­
ing over it with consummate dash and 
skill.”  (My Company. 96th. 6th Regi­
ment Marines, held, and moved up the 
hill, as the extreme left of the divis­
ion; the French did not come up until 
two days later; thus our flank was ex­
posed an<T subjected to the severest 
attacks for 45 hours. Immediately 
in front of my company, 45 hours af­
ter we had reached our objective, an­
other battalion of my regiment took 
234 German prisoners, 4 officers, 85 
machine guns, and a great mass of 
other weapons. The hill was defended 
by barbed wire entanglements 
trenches, concrete pill boxes, and dug- 
outs many of which were 20 to 30 
feet deep and filled with ammunition.) 
"This division then repulsed strong 
counter-attacks before the village and 
cemetery of St. Etienne, and took the 
town, forcing the Germans to fall

STORY OF HERBERT C. HOOVER
(By Samuel Gardiner Ayers)

When God wlnts a leader he usual­
ly finds a birthplace for him in tne 
country, and then trains him for the 
great work he has to do in the world. 
Each task is harder than the task be­
fore, until finally the climax of the 
career is reached.

Herbert Clay Hoover was bom in a 
Quaker home in West Branch, a little 
Iowa town, in 1874. f)ome writer 

\ has facetiously said, “ Many a man 
j bom in a Quaker home has developed 
, into an earthquake.”  Those who have 
lived among the Quakers admire them 
for their unswerving devotion to the 
highest principles. “ As honest as a 

‘ Quaker” is an old proverb. And they 
hate shams.

A boy’s reading often determines 
his future. Herbert Hoover early de­
cided to be a mining engineer, like 
his hero, John Hays Hammond. He 
desired to do large things. He be­
lieved that a first-class preparation 
was necessary. It happened that just 
as he was ready for college in 1891 
Leland Stanford, Jr. University at Pa­
lo Alto, California, was ready for stu­
dents. Young Hoover was the first 
student to enroll in the institution and 
the first to sleep in the dormitory 
He registered in the Department of 
Geology and Mining. He had to earn 
his way. This he did largely by run­
ning a laundry agency. He made a 
reputation for efficiency in adminis­
trative work. One of the sayings 
current in the new university was 
“ Let Hoover do it.”

After graduation in 1895, he went to 
Grass Valley and worked as a miner. 
•He was advised to do this by his 
friend and professor, Dr. Branner. 
This gave him a first-hand knowledge 
of the life of the miner. He rose to 
be a shift boss. As soon as he had 
absorbed all that the mine had to 
teach him he went to San Francisco 
and sought employment with Louis 
Janin, the most noted engineer of the 
coast. Hugh Gibson writes that he 
found no vacancy on the staff. He of­
fered to work for nothing, but couldn’t 
do that. There was one vacancy in 
the office, the position of typewriter, 
paying forty-five dollars per month. 
He took it at once-and for eighteen 
months worked for the firm in Cali­
fornia, Oregon, Wyoming, Idaho, and 
Arizona, having any number of adven­
tures.

His next move was to the continent 
of Australia, an offer coming from a 
firm in New South Wales. Mr. Janin 
advised him to accept the offer foi 
the sake of the experience. “ He ex­
amined hundreds of prospects and

found one great mine which he de 1 
veloped.”

In 1898 he returned to California . 
and married Miss Lou Henry, whom 
he had met in his college days. Im­
mediately after the wedding the Hoov-1 
ers went to China where Hoover be­
came Chief Engineer of the Chinese 
Imperial Government. This position 
brought him a great variety of ex­
periences.

At the time of the Boxer Rebellion 
he was in charge of some coal mines 
at Tientsin. There he had his first 
experience with the Germans. The 
mine continued turning out coal dur­
ing the uprising. Mr. Hoover rescued 
many innocent Chinese from the ri­
fles of the firing squads. The Ger­
mans finally placed an armed guard 
about his mines and when the shift 
came on at two in the morning fired 
on them, killing twenty men. When 
Mr Hoover complained, they said that 
rioting peasants w’ere attacking the 
mines.

Six months after the war Mr. Hoov­
er went to London as junior partner in 
an important house. Here he learned 
the office side of mining and also 
some of the disagreeable things of 
life. The financial member of the 
firm decamped with a million dollars 
including all the money Mr. Hoovei 
had in the world. The defaulter al­
so defrauded many small investors 
and cheated other London firms by the 
use of forged documents. The senior * 
partner was absent in China. Mr i 
Hoover assumed the responsibility of 
saying to ail who were defrauded that 
their losses would be made good. The 
firm was not legally responsible for 
these debts nnd the senior member re- 
monstrated, but could not prevail with 
Mr. Hoover. Then followed six years 
of hard, grinding work until the last 
dollar was paid. These years were the 
best investment he ever made. Men 
began to use the phrase, “ As honest 
as Hoover." He then sold his interest 
in the firm and began business for 
himself. Business came to him from 
all parts of the world and he was very 
prosperous. He had the management 
of some mines in South Australia and 
developed a new zinc business there 
Some lead mines in Burma had been 
worked for centuries. He introduced 
modem mining methods there, ant 
found fortunes in the old mines and 
refuse heaps. The largest iron works 
in Europe were located at Kyshtin in 
Russia. By mismanagement they had 
failed to produce properly. Mr. Hoov- j 
er reorganized the plant and set it t o : 
work.

In 1914, at the outbreak of the war j 
he was in practical command of one

THE 36TH DIVISION HONORED
ITSELF WHILE IN FRANCE

The following it taken from the 
Quunuh Tribune-Chief and is one of 
the most interesting accounts of the 
part played by the .'Kith Division and , 
gives some idea as to what West Tex­
as boys had to do with it. It follows:

Lieut. Stayton Hankins relates some 
of his experiences on the Kth of Octo­
ber, when Co. H, 142nd Infuntry, com­
posed mainly of Hardeman, Hall and 
Donley county men, went over the 
top in the St. Quentin region, and 
crossed the Hindenburg line. Tho 
number of dead and wounded was ex­
ceptionally great in this battle.

Co. H was used as shock company; 
the men being exceptionally well 
trained, had been excused from trench 
service. The Hindenburg line facing 
them was a formidable affair com- 

I posed of many fortifications, each 
supporting the other, and honeycomb­
ed with comfortable dugouts, where 
the Germans felt secure no matter how 
severe the weather, or how terrific the 
Allied bombardment. But where the 
Panhandle boys attacked, the French 
guns of Gen. Gouraud, a one-armed 
hero, and a most capable commander 
hail played havoc for months with The 
whole line.

The French are good fighters but 
they were played out when the Amer­
icans got there, and were perfectly- 
willing to let them do the heavy work 
they were clamoring for. French gun•• 
and tanks supported the attack.

The Germans make first-class sol­
diers, and while I have read a great 
deal about their not wanting to stand 
up and fight, 1 must confess that 1 
would hate to fight nny brave men if 
the Huns are cowards. The Prussian 
will do anything he is commanded to { 
do, no matter how heartless, but he 
will stand up and fight till the last 
while the Bavarians often would sur­
render when we were still one hun­
dred yard* away.

The country we deployed through 
was a forest, and the Boches had j 
snipers located in trees who directed 
a murderous fire upon us.

It was five o'clock in the morning 
when we went over the top. Thi 
Germans must have known from our 
barrage that we were going to at­
tack, and were ready for us, and open­
ed up fire as soon as we came into 
view. In spite of our losses we push­
ed them back, and gained our objec­
tive of five kilometers, (3 'j  miles.) 
Before us was the Prussian guard, the 
only German army corps that had 
gone through the war undefeated, and 
which organization was still intact 
after the armistice.

We had come to grips wdth them 
, a day or two before in the St. Quen- 1  
tin cemetery when we got mixed up 
with them like in a football game, j 
They did not like our cold steel, how­
ever, and soon gave in. i

In the present battle all the officers 
of H Company were shot about the 
same time, which was at six o’clock 
in the morning. Some of us kept or | 
going for several hours afterwards. I 
was hit in the left leg, and the big 
leader above the heel was nearly shot 
away. When lying in a shell hole af­
terwards, Captain Duncan Perkins of | 
the Supply company came through the 
barrage to see us. He did for th- 
Quanah boys whatever was humanly 
possible besides keeping our company 

1 supplied.
In spite of his efforts, we had a 

hard time getting something to eat 
I had my last meal on the 5th, and 
my next meal was on the morning of 
the 9th, and our men fared about as 
well. I shall never forget Johnnie Al- 
verson. who came to hunt us up with 
a lot of food from the kitchen. The ' 
barrage he had to creep through was 
so intense that he lost part of it. and 
when he came to me, all he had lef’ 
was a can of jam, which he handed 
me. saying: "Here, eat.”  And I did I 
eat. too, with a relish.

It was a fierce battle this last scrap 
I was in. During the first hour we 
took all the Boches in the first trench, 
and I had checked up as many’ as 
982 prisoners, and H Company did 
not have over 212 men. G Company 
to our left, composed mainly of Am­
arillo men, did well, too, and the Pan­
handle boys made quite a “ rep” among 
the Fourth army of the French with 
whom we were brigaded. The boys 
could not have been better; nobody 
grumbled at any orders he might get. 
They saluted, and obeyed, often going 
to a certain death. I felt sorry at 
times for the runners, for thev had 
the most dangerous job of all, but 
none of them wavered at any time.

At the end of the day our company 
had 68 killed and 103 wounded; only 
forty-two of our company being left 
unhurt.

Lots of funny things happened he-! 
fore and during the battle. I remem- j 
ber our cook, Johnnie Alverson. sitting 
reading the Bible which a Salvation 
Army lassie had given him, when he 
had asked her for a deck of cards. Hr 
had promised her to read it whenever 
the firing got too bed to play cards,! 
and he faithfully lived up to his word.

There was an Indian in our crowd, 
who saw a Boche without a rifle, and 
took after him. Throwing his own 
musket down, he knocked the Hur 
down with his fist after running him i 
over three hundred yards.

Among the boys that were killed j 
I remember “ Happy” Neal, Jim Rus 
sell, R. E. Patterson. Chas. Montgom-' 
ery, Sam C. Price, Edgar Poe, and R. 
A. Rod rick.

The 36th Division had a reputation 
of being composed of veterans, and 
some of the men had seen Mexican 
service, hence Gen. Gouraud did not 
hesitate in entrusting us with heavy 
work.

i After the battle the wounded were 
shipped to the Red Cross hospital in 
Paris, which is financed by Mrs. Van­
derbilt. and is probably the best place 
of its kind in the world.

WAR SAVINGS CERTIFICATES 
PAYABLE ONLY TO 1ST OWNER
The Post Office Department issues 

the following:
The following is quoted from a no­

tice issued by the Secretary of the 
Treasury:

“ My attention has been directed to 
numerous offers made by unscrupu- 
olus persons through advertisements 
and in other ways to buy war-savings 
certificate stamps and. as a result of 
such offense, I am informed that ow­
ners of such securities have suffered 
material losses which could have been 
avoided by redemption of the war-sav­
ings certificate stamps at postoffices 
as provided by law.”

“ In order that the interests of ow­
ners of war-savings certificate stamps 
of either series may be safeguarded. 
I hereby notify all persons to refrain 
from offers to buy war-savings 
stamps or accept the same in trade.”

In pursuance of the foregoing, post­
masters are directed not to pay war- 
savings certificates on which the 
names of the owners have not been 
entered or have been erased or chang­
ed, since, under the regulations, they 
are not transferable and are payable 
only to the original owners, except in 
case of death or disability.

Postmasters are further instructed 
not to pay any war-savings certifi­
cates presented by persons or firms 
known to be buying, or publicly offer­
ing to buy, war-savings stamps or 
certificates from the owners, unless 
positive evidence is submitted that 
the certificates were originally issued 
them for payment.

When consulted by owners of war- 
savings stamps in regard to offers to 
purchase such stamps at less than 
current value postmasters should in­
vite their attention to the fact that 
war-savings certificates may be cash­
ed at money-order post offices after 
lit days’ written notice, and that this 
is a privilege accorded by law. At 
the same time it should be pointed out 
that the need of the Government for 
the proceeds of the war-savings stamp 
issue is great, and the holders should 
be urged to retain their stamps until 
maturity as a patriotic act unless their 
necessities are urgent.

BUILDING IS VITAL
Reconstruction plans of the Depart­

ment of Labor provide for America 
perhaps the greatest development of 
public works and housing ever pro­
jected.

A sreater and better America is the 
object of this vast campaign. The 
building program contemplated by the 
department will mean a transition 
from war to a peace basis; it will fur­
nish employment for large numbers of 
the men to be demobilized from the 
Army and the war industries; and it 
will stand, after the readjustment is 
completed, as a monument to Ameri­
can labor and enterprise. It will mean 
a tremendous addition to the material 
wealth of the country and to its pub­
lic resources.

States and cities are being encour­
aged to put full steam ahead on their 
plans for betterment, held up nearly 
two years as a result of the war. Pri­

vate builders are urged to begin their 
work at once. The average working­
man, who has been steadily employed 
during the war probably has more 
money than ever before, and now is 
the time for him to begin an invest­
ment in a home.

Building, in short, is an important 
part of the Government’s plan foi 
peace. Stopped during the war. this 
industry is far behind its normal con­
dition.

Nearly every town and city in the 
country needs new bui'dmgs; nearl.. 
every city in the country needs new 
houses. The people of America have 
been living in close quarters. They 
must have more air. more sunlight, 
more green fields, more natural free­
dom.

Plans are under way to ereate de­
mands for homes, to start work on 
public buildings, and to encourage pri­
vate building on a large scale.

Everyone can cooperate in this great 
task. It is a job for the business man, 
the worker, everybody in the commu­
nity.

Reconstruction must be made literal, 
the Department of Labor believes. 
There must be reconstruction of that 
which is antiquated and obsolete, and 
new construction to supply the Na­
tion's need of neSv homes.

War time labor requirements made 
new building, except upon Government 
work, out of the question, and as a 
result America's population is living 
in too close quarters. Moreover, the 
cessation of building has caused in­
creases in rents until they have be­
come in many places absolutely ex­
orbitant.

For the national good, this retarda­
tion in the normal housing program 
must be more than made up. In mak­
ing it up, there will be created a need 
for labor that will assure employment

I

to the men who have been fighting sc 
bravely to make the world safe foi 
democracy.

More than a resumption of building 
operations is sought. An extension of 
the program so inclusive that it will 
include the erection of every building 
that is needed everywhere, the prose­
cution of public work, the erection of 
public buildings, and the construction, 
above all, of homes.

Unity is as essential in this cam­
paign as it was in winning the war. 
The Nation must be united in support 
of a program that will supply its 
greatest need and at the same time 
minimize the difficulties of transition 
from war times to the normal organi­
zation of the country.

“ Keep industry humming" is the 
aim of the Government. If every man 
takes a hand in the building cam­
paign, the Department of Labor be­
lieves, this aim will be made good.

"ARMENIAN RELIEF SUNDAY” ' 
February find will be observed in 

churches throughout the Southwest as 
“ Armenian Relief Sunday.” Minis­
ters are being urged to devote the 
whole or part of their sermon on this 
day to a consideration of the needs 
of the starving, homeless war refu­
gees in the Near East. The actua’ 
drive for funds begins the next day 
February 3, in most districts of the 
Southwest, and continues for one 
week. In other districts the campaign 
has been postponed to February 10-17.

The statement issued to pastors 
priests, and rabbis, by the Armenian 
Relief publicity bureau for the South­
western states follows, in part;

“ Will you not devote the whole or 
A part of your sermon on that Sunday 
to a consideration of this campaign 
and the needs of those destitute war 
sufferers? On account of the diffi­
culty of reaching each of the pastors

by a personal note, I am taking this 
means of asking you to help us in 
giving publicity to the biggest, and 
what we hope will be the last finan­
cial drive necessary for these stricken 
peoples. As you probably know, a 
generous over-subscription of the $30,- 
000,000 asked will enable the Armen­
ians and Syrians to become self-sup­
porting within a year.

“To the ministers and Sunday School 
workers who have already given so 
largely of their time and money to 
this cause we extend our heartiest 
thanks and best wishes.”

back from before Reims, and yield 
positions they had held since Sept 
1914.” My company was attacked 
four times between 10 a. m. and 7 
P- m. Oct. 3 We repulsed them. Our 
ammunition was running short, and 
toward night we would not fire until 
we were sure to make it count in 
wounded or dead Germans. I saw 
many fine examples of Marine marks­
manship—all Marines are qualified 
marksmen, sharpshooters or experts 
before they reach our regiment. Nat­
urally our casualties were heavy. Here 
is where I had many very close calls 
which I hope to tell you about in de­
tail some day.

There are lots of branches to an 
army, all of whom deserve some cred­
it; but General Pershing says: “ Fi­
nally, I pay the supreme credit to 
our officers and soldiers of the line. 
When I think of their heroism; their 
patience under hardships; their un­
flinching spirit of offensive action 
I am filled with emotions which I am 
unable to express. Their deeds are 
immortal ami they have earned the 
eternal gratitude of our country.”

The next time I write will he from 
“ Somewhere in Germany,”  and I’ll

tell you about the people.

ONR ARMY WAS
SECOND IN STRENGTH

Washington, Jan. 25.—On the day 
that the armistice was signed the 
American Army on the Western front 
was second in strength only to that 
of France itself. Figures made public 
today by General March showed that 
on Nov. 11 the United States was 
represented on the Western front by 
1,950,100 men. France, on Nov. 1, 
the last date for which official figures 
were available, had 2,559,000. The 
British and the Portuguese attached 
to the British Army totalled 1,718,000, 
while the Belgium and Italian forces 
on the Western front aggregated 
about 200,000.

These totals are all based upon what 
is termed the “ ration strength." This 
includes every soldier who has to be 
fed, both combatants and the necessa­
ry medical and supply organizations.

General March gave comparative 
demobilization totals for the United 
States and British Armies. Up to 
Jan. 24 the United States had actual­
ly discharged 57,366 officers and 858,- 
117 men. The British on Jan. 11 had 
discharged 13,759 officers and 611,950 
men. The total ordered for discharge 
in this country now is 1,300,900.
