| WHERE OIL COMES FROM
| Some of the principal facts in con-|
| nection with the forming of oil pools

Mean-
while the microscopic shreds of ani-

mud and slime to make ooze. If this
process continues long enough some
four or five or six thousand feet of
sediment may accumulate. Then some
change sets in, and this formation is
lifted out of the sea. It hardens and
settles according to the direction giv-
en it by the disturbance. This is how
the formations of Texas were built
up. You can see that it has been in
the process of ages, and sedimentation
is very slow, and that some of the
layers are thick and others thin.
