late spring and early summer.

Ten nations joined in bearing the 
expense, the patrol duty being per­
formed by I'nited States Coast 
Guard cutters. This patrol has been 
maintained each year since the T i­
tanic disaster, with the exception of 
two years during the war.

Two cutters are employed each 
year, using Halifax as a base, and 
they send out information of ice­
berg- sighted, this information be­
ing transmitted by radio to all ves­
sels in the danger zone. Captains of 
vessels o f all nations cooperate by 
reporting to the ice patrol any ice­
bergs sighted by them, this data also 
being broadcast by radio twice daily.

In the 20 years since the ice pa­
trol was established not a single life 
has been lost nor a single ship dam­
aged through collision with icebergs. 
Truly a fine record.

True', f.iiniing, that compares fav­
orably wLh the description given o f 
the results in the much advertised 
Winter Garden section o f Texas, can 
lie seen on the Mcl-arty farm in the 
Rayland community. The farm is 
irrigated by water from wells, lifted 
to the surface by a large pump and 
carried to the various truck crops 
through mains and lateral ditches. 
Shirley McLarty, thi general man­
ager f  the farm, i- always glad to 
show a visitor his various crops and 
explain the results that have been 
obtained. Some ot hi.- work and some 
of the crops that he has grown has 
been more or less from an experi­
mental standpoint, he states, but the 
information he has gained is worth 
something, not only to him, but 
many others. The McLarty farm is 
probably the most widely diversified 
in the country. In addition to the 
otdinary staple farm crops of cot­
ton. corn, grain sorghums and ul- 
falt'a, he has potatoes, cabbage, okra, 
bean-. English peas. asparagus, 
spinach, onions, beets and perhaps 
many other of the garden vega- 
tables. You will Also be shown straw­
berries. blackberries, dew berries 
and grapes. A nice young orchard 
was planted on the McLarty farm 
last spring. This is the first year that 
his strawberries have yielded a crop 
and vv hen asked about how profit­
able they were he replied that they 
were, perhaps, as profitable as most 
any other farm crop and that he had, 
at least, had plenty while they were 
fresh for the family. The berries 
that became ovei ripe for market 
were made into jams and canned for 
winter.

Mr. McLarty explained that hi- 
truck and garden crops naturally re­
quire more attention than his field 
crons, due to the necessity of har­
vesting at the proper time and fight­
ing insects and pests. Hi has an ex­
ceptionally nice cabbage patch, hut 
he explained that it was necessary 
to fight the cabbage worn and lice 
continually. 11c has just sprayed his 
cabbage with arsenate o f lead to kill 
the cabbage worm and then discov­
ered that lice were attacking them 
and was spraying with n solution of 
nicotine sulphate.

A tractor and teams are used for 
farming' pawer. The tractor is also 
used to pull a large feed mill which 
prepare* his feed for his poultry, 
horses, hogs and cattle. He has about 
2.000 young chickens that are al­
most broiler stage. He mixes his own 
feed for his poultry using principally 
feeds produced on the farm, but he 
explained that it was necessary to 
pun hose some of the ingredients in 
order to properly balance the ration. 
In order to make his poultry pro­
duction more efficient. Mr. McLarty 
constructed a battery brooder in 
which he keeps his chicks for four or 
five weeks.

Honey is also another product that 
is produced on the McLarty farm. 
They have several colonies o f bees 
and the quality o f honey produced is 
excellent.
