Such reports should be made to
the community or county Allotment Committee,
cither in writing or verbally, The reports will be
strictly confidential, A farmer whose statements
are said to be inaccurate will need to prove his
production figures,

Farmers have been asked to furnish evidence
of prn'dm'tic»n and evidence of sale, such as thresh-
erman’s certificates, elevator certificates, or oth-
er records and receipts. Satisfactory evidence
will be required of any farmer whose statement is
questioned,
