Twenty-eight persons were lynch-
ed during 1933, according to informa-
tion furnished The News by R. B.
Moton, president of Tuskegee Insti-
tute in Alabama. Only 8 were lynch-
ed the previous year. For 1931 the
number was 13 and 21 for 1930,

There were 37 instances in 1933 in
which officers of the law vrevented
lynchings. Of the 28 persons lynch-
ed, 4 were white and 24 were Negro.
