Savings Bonds 
Report Given

During the month of Novem­
ber sales of United States Sav­
ings Bonds and Freedom Shares 
in Bailey county totaled $7,191 
according to Dean Sprayberry, 
Chairman of the Bailey County 
Savings Bonds Committee.

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Early Developer In County Dies

Did you ever stop to wonder 
how your personal attitude may 
show up in your children and 
their driving habits? Do you 
know what a traffic citation is 
and what it is given for?

A traffic citation is given by 
a law enforcement officer 
for the violator to realize the 
seriousness of his violation. 
So. . . nothing really hap­
pened. . . you didn’t hit a
child, or a house, or another 
vehicle when you took that wild 
swing around the corner. . . 
BUT! --  what about the next 
time. Next time, you may not 
be so fortunate, and anaccident 
may take some child’s life, or 
your own.

An adult’s personal attitude 
may and often does creep into 
the driving attitude of their 
teenager driver. A good ex­
ample is a mother who walked 
into the local police department 
a couple of days ago to berate 
the officer who gave a ticket 
to ’her child.’

She told the officer who had 
issued the ticket that he was 
‘picking on her child.’ This was 
the first and only ticket the 
boy has ever received. The 
officer informed the woman that 
she was free to look through 
the docket book, and see where 
else she could fine his name. 
He said that if he was picking 
on the youngster, she would 
be able to find her son’s name 
on every page among the thou­
sands of names listed. Too of­
ten, this attitude is taken. . . 
instant censure for the officer 
who issued the ticket and in­
stant protection of the young 
driver. . . even though he or 
she may have made a grave and 
potentially dangerous violation.

When Arthur X. Erickson, 75, 
a re tired  attorney in Denver, 
died on December 25 in a Den­
ver hospital, another segment 
of the pioneer days in Bailey 
County was ended.

Although Erickson never 
lived in Bailey County, he fig­
ured prominently in the early 
development of the county.

During the early development 
of the southern and southwest­
ern areas of Bailey County, 
he was active in the develop­
ment. Erickson bought acres 
and acres of land, and the 
original townsite of Virginia 
City, which later came to be 
known as Monument City, was 
named for his wife.

Erickson was still a Bai­
ley County land owner at the 
time of his death last month.

The story of “ Virginia City- 
Deserted’ ’ was written by Lyn- 
dell Gaddy on March 9, 1929, 
for her Journalism  135 class at 
Texas Technological College, 
Lubbock. Her story appeared 
for the first tim? in the July 
3, 1963 issue of the Muleshoe 
Journal. Her work is one of 
the classic tales of southern 
Bailey County.

Also one would notice well 
laid out s tree ts  which had been 
graded and showed signs of 
having been well kept; by c a re ­
ful observation, a well would 
be found and concrete founda­
tions of houses uncovered.

This is all that is left of 
the once thriving Virginia City 
which was located as stated; 
about seven miles southwest of 
Baileyboro and eight miles from 
the east line of New Mexico.

Judge R.C. Hopping of Lub­
bock, who at that time was 
sheriff of Parm er County, r e ­
lated the following facts: 
“ M.C. Vaughn of Iowa, one of 
the prom oters of the Blue Sky 
real estate group, brought a 
group of people from the Dako­
tas, Nebraska and Iowa to Por- 
tales, N M. and sold acres of 
the land in and around Virginia 
City to the northern people. 
Portales was the headquarters 
for the northern people who 
came to buy.

“ A railroad scheme was 
the object of the building of 
Virginia City. A railroad was 
going to be built from Denver, 
Colo, to run through the coal 
mines near Tucumcari, N.M. 
to either Corpus C hristi or 
Point Isabell, thereby supplying 
the southern part of the state 
with cheap fuel. The railroad 
would run through Virginia City 
making it the metropolis or 
connecting link between the west 
and south.

“ Numbers of home seekers 
cam? to Virginia City and 
bought lots. A railroad grade 
was put up from Farwell, Tex. 
to Virginia City, a distance of 
thirty-five miles. The money 
for the grade was raised by 
each landowner pledging him­
self to give a dollar an acre  
on the land he owned and when 
the first train  would be run 
over the road, the owner agreed 
to pay an additional dollar an 
acre . The land was sold at 
enormous prices at that time; 
some at $30 an acre. Virginia 
City was built. It contained 
one store , one two-story frame 
hotel and numerous residences.

"J.H . Healey and Colback, 
a Scotchman, had charge of 
the grade building. Healey fi­
nanced it while Colback oper­
ated the construction of the 
road. Construction work lasted 
a year; and the dump was com­
pleted to Virginia City. How­
ever, Colback never paid the 
day labourers; neither did he 
pay for the machinery used in 
constructing the road.

1967 and they closed out the
1968 year with $1,049,261.05. 
Nearly $1 million was added to 
the assets of the bank with 
$3,354,384.46 in 1967 and at the 
end of the year 1968 an increase 
to $4,304,428.14 was noted.

Security State Bank, Farwell, 
also showed an increase from 
$7,410,980.58 in 1967 to $8,- 
153,013.41 on December 31,1968. 
In loans, they were down more 
than $1 million from 1967. On 
December 31, 1967 loans showed 
$3,295,259.91 and on December 
31, 1968 were down to $2,153,- 
495.06. Assets were up several 
hundred thousand dollars with

“Charity” for 
Aunt Jane?

Arthur took a trip out West to 
visit his ailing Aunt Jane. Next 
lime he filed an income lax return, 
he deducted the cost of the trip as 
a "charitable contribution." Chal­
lenged by the government, he of­
fered this explanation in court:

"I made that visit out of the 
goodness of my heart, to cheer up 
a sick old lady. I call that charity.”

But whatever Arthur called it. 
the court held it was not charity —  
at least, not in the sense meant by 
the income tax laws.

Deduction of charitable contri­
butions tup to a certain limit) has 
been allowed almost since the in­
come lax began. The idea is that 
when you make such a contribu­
tion. you are not only being gen­
erous but also easing burdens that 
would otherwise fall upon the gov­
ernment.

Therefore, to qualify as charita­
ble. your contribution must be of 
some public benefit—not just a 
favor to a particular individual. 
Usually this means giving to one of 
the organizations on an approved 
list, issued periodically by the gov­
ernment.

Typical of approved organiza­
tions are the Salvation Army. Com­
munity Chest, or Red Cross. Hut 
there are plenty of other worthy 
causes that will qualify

Thus, a donation to an associa­
tion for the benefit of American 
Indians was held deductible. So 
was a donation to an exchange set 
up for selling needlework done by 
deserving women.

However, your contribution won’t 
be deductible if the organization 
merely "sounds” charitable but 
isn’t really.

In one case a taxpayer tried to 
deduct his gift to a certain church. 
But it turned out that this particular 
church was occupied less with sav­
ing souls than with running busi­
nesses. The court thereupon denied 
the deduction.

A gift may also be held non­
deductible if the organization is 
substantially involved in frying to. 
influence legislation. For by allow­
ing such a deduction, the govern­
ment—in effect—could be subsidiz­
ing one side or the other of a 
political issue.

In one of the first House call 
votes of the 91st Congress, Pan­
handle Congressman Bob Price 
voted against seating Adam 
Clayton Powell of New York.

“ My views are the same as 
they were two years ago when I 
joined 306 other members in 
denying Mr. Powell his seat,’’ 
Price said. “The fact that he 
was elected again does not right 
the wrongs for which he has 
not been absolved.”

P rice’s first bill in the 91st 
Congress hopper was the 
same as his first bill in the 
last session. The resolution 
proposes an amendment to the 
Constitution that would allow 
prayer in schools and other 
public buildings.

Senator Everett Dirksen has 
been the main exponent of an 
amendment in the other House. 
Price said he believed it is 
a necessary and proper function 
of our public schools to pro­
vide the opportunity of prayer. 
“ There is no reason to believe 
the founding fathers felt volun­
tary prayer in a public 
school was an evil to be p re ­
vented by the F irs t Amend­
ment.”

Other "first-day” bills in­
troduced by Price included a 
package of import bills which 
would set quotas on oil, meat, 
textiles, cotton, diary products 
and steel. A leader in both oil 
and meat import legislation for 
the past two years, Price has 
testified in hearings on both.

“ I am a firm believer in 
reciprocal trade,” Price said, 
“ but we need some better ru les- 
of-the-road to keep our do­
mestic industries healthy. The 
Oil Import Program as now 
amended and administered 
threatens to impair the na­
tional security which is the 
basic concept upon which the 
program was established.”

“ The Meat Import Act of 
1964 has been ineffective be­
cause the roll-back figure was 
too high to begin with,” P rice 
said, “ The Department of A gri­
culture estimates meat imports 
for 1969 will be more than a b iV ' 
lion pounds - -  up 4 1/2 
cent from 1968 - -  and th* 
not include fresh la mb or •
and cured meats wt 
another billion.

To use them carelessly or im­
properly will create havoc. The 
timing is of major importance 
also. To apply soil conditioners 
and dormant sprays and other 
items to get the plants cleaned 
up for the rest of the winter 
and then let the miracle of 
spring take over, will greatly 
reduce the problem of thesum - 
mer* Adv.

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Highway Department 
Notes Improvements

Feed Grain Council 
Sends Team to Europe

AUSTIN -  The addition of 
138.5 new designated miles of 
Interstate Highways climaxed 
1968, another year of highway 
progress in Texas.

As the year closed, two ad­
ditional routes —from Lubbock 
to Amarillo and the northwest 
quadrant of the Interstate Loop 
around Fort Worth - -  were ap­
proved for addition to the sy s­
tem.

It made a fitting close to a 
year of superlatives for the mo­
toring public in Texas.

Throughout the State, more 
people were driving more miles 
in more vehicles over more 
and better highways than ever 
before.

The Interstate additions 
brought the total mileage Texas 
will have when the IH system 
is complete in the mid-1970s 
to 3,165 miles, about 900 miles 
more than any other State.

The 12 5-mile Lubbock-to- 
Amarillo route will be known as 
IH 27 and will put Lubbock on 
the system. Lubbock had been 
one of the largest cities in the 
nation without an Interstate con­
nection.

The addition of 13.5 miles on 
the northwest quadrant of the 
Fort Worth IH belt, IH 820, 
completes that circumferential 
route around the city.

The additions will result in 
more flexibility for the entire 
system and will permit it to 
meet tremendous development 
and population changes which 
have occurred since the original 
41 - thousand - mile Interstate 
system was mapped.

About two-thirds of the In­
tersta te  system in Texas was 
open to traffic as the year 
closed. In fact, Texas had a l­
most as many IH miles under 
rubber as California will have 
when the entire system is com­
plete. California is the second- 
ranking State in total designated 
IH mileage.

Overall, the total designated 
State maintained highway sys­
tem grew to more than 69 
thousand miles, including In­
terstate, US- and State-num­
bered highways, and tarm  ana 
ranch to market roads.

Every working day of the 
year, the Texas Highway De­
partment had at least 1,000 
miles of new highway con­
struction underway. As the 
year ended, “ Men Working”  
signs were posted on 1,200 miles 
of highways-to-be.

Seventy-five per cent of the 
$542.9 million in highway ex­
penditures in Texas in 1968 
went for construction and right 
of way. This compares with a 
national average of 63 per cent.

Maintenance took 14 cents 
of the highway dollar in Texas, 
compared to 25 cents nationally. 
Administrative cost was a low 
one per cent of total expendi­
tures. Three cents went for 
support of the highway patrol 
and the remainder was used for 
purchase of equipment and other 
services and adjustments.

Much of the year’s work was 
on urban highways. Near the 
year’s end, 5.8 thousand miles 
of urban highways were being 
maintained by the Highway De­
partment.

That amounts to almost one 
seventh of the 40.8 thousand 
miles of city streets in Texas 
and includes many miles of 
freeways, expressways and

other high-volume urban tra f­
fic facilities.

And more and more vehicles 
were using Texas highways. By 
the end of the 1968 registration 
year, April 1, an anticipated 
seven million motor vehicles 
will be registered in Texas. 
In 15 years, motor vehicle r e ­
gistration in Texas has 
doubled.

Vehicle miles driven in Texas 
totalled an astronomical 59 bil­
lion m iles, the equivalent of 
128 thousand round trips to 
the moon.

All this travel was acorn- 
plished on a highway system 
incorporating more built-in 
safety features. Breakaway 
signs, introduced to the nation 
by Texas highway engineers 
th ree years ago, a re  now stan­
dard on new highways through­
out the nation. The same is 
true for breakaway supports 
for light standards.

Each of these life-saving fa ­
cilities yields when struck by a 
vehicle, letting the vehicle roll 
safely to a controlled stop.

At the year’s end. Highway 
Department and university r e ­
searchers had combined to pro­
duce a new device to make high­
ways safer. This was the 
“ Texas Crash Cushion.”

It consists of a series of 
steel drums connected to form a 
kind of honeycomb to be placed 
in front of a rigid obstruc­
tion. Should a vehicle strike the 
crash cushion, the crushing of 
the steel drums expends the 
energy of a fast moving ve­
hicle, markedly reducing the 
hazards of impact.

Another safety feature which 
appeared in greater numbers 
along Texas highways during 
the year were high-level light­
ing installations. Highway De­
partment researchers have 
found that carefully placed 
lights suspended from high le­
vels give a wider, more uni­
form level of light for c r it i­
cal locations along the high­
ways.

M otorists found it more con­
venient to drive in Texas dur­
ing 1968. One reason was the 
abundance of safety rest a reas, 
roadside parks and scenic tu rn­
outs along the highway system. 
More than 1,100 such facilities 
were maintained for the con­
venience of travelers. Eight 
more pairs of “ super” safety 
rest a reas on the Interstate 
system were opened. These 
feature res t room facilities, 
drinking water, covered picnic 
arbors, fireplaces and travel 
information displays, all in 
pleasant, well-landscaped su r­
roundings. Fourteen such pairs 
of rest areas are  now in use.

Another plus for travelers 
were two new Highway Depart­
ment Tourist Bureaus opened 
in 1968, one in Amarillo and 
one in Laredo. They joined se ­
ven older bureaus, at T exar­
kana, Waskom, Orange, Deni­
son, Gainesville, Wichita Falls 
and El Paso and an informa­
tion center in the rotunda of 
the Capitol in Austin.

Another special installation, 
the Roy Bean Visitor Cen­
te r in Langtry, opened to t r a ­
velers last fall. Managed by 
the Highway Department and 
staffed by trained travel coun­
selors, the restored site of the 
“ Law West of the Pecos”  is 
attracting visitors nationwide.

But the past is prologue. The 
Texas Highway Department re ­
solved for 1969 to provide even 
more safety and convenience. 
Backing the resolution was 
nearly $700 million in con­
struction work under contract 
as the year opened.

It looked like a happy new 
year for those who travel Texas 
highways.

The U.S. Feed Grains Coun­
cil is sending a five-man team 
of grain specialists to Europe 
in January to discuss European 
agricultural policies that are 
being developed and to share 
with the European buyer and 
users the latest information on 
U.S. corn and grain sorghum.

The team departed January 7 
with stops scheduled for 
England, Germany, Nether­
lands, Belgium, Italy, Spain 
and Portugal. They will p arti­
cipate in meetings with grain 
shippers, importers, feed 
manufacturers and other users 
of feed ingredients. The trip  
will last approximately three 
weeks.

Team members include: Her­
man T. Holmes, President of the 
U.S. Feed Grains Council who 
is associated with the P-A-G 
Division of W.R. Grace & Com­
pany, Monroe, Iowa; Clayton W. 
Johnson, Council Secretary and 
Manager of Mid-States T e r­
minals, Inc., Toledo, Ohio; D.G. 
“ Bill”  Nelson, Council D irec­
tor and Executive Vice P re s i­
dent of the Grain Sorghum Pro­
ducers Association, Amarillo, 
Texas; Samuel H. Sabin, im­
mediate Past-President of the 
Council and Vice President of 
Continental Grain Company, 
Washington, D.C.; and John A. 
Browning, Chairman of the 
Board of Appeals and Review, 
Grain Inspection Branch, USDA,

Beltsville, Maryland. Also ac­
companying the group to Europe 
will be Allen W. Golberg, 
European Director for the 
Council. Clarence Palmby, 
Executive Vice President of the 
Council, was a member of the 
team originally. However, af­
te r Palmby’s appointment as 
Assistant Secretary of Agricul­
ture, Sabin was named to r e ­
place him on the team.

In Washington, Holmes, who 
will be the team leader, spelled 
out the underlying role of the 
team ’s visit to Europe at this 
time.

“ The Common Market Com­
mission is preparing proposals 
for a basic overhaul of the 
EEC farm policy. The out­
come of this overhaul will have 
a significant bearing upon ex­
ports of U.S. feed grains and 
other agricultural sales.”

“The EEC is presently faced 
with costly f’ rm  subsidies and 
increasing food surpluses,” 
Holmes said, “ a situation that 
has led to $2-billion a year in 
price guarantees for inefficient 
farm ers and export subsidies to 
move surpluses abroad.

“ What is more worrisome is 
that the forces for further price 
increases in Europe have not 
been fully satisfied and will 
continue to push for further 
upward adjustments again this 
year.”

Holmes said. "The higher 
the grain support price for 
EEC producers, the higher the 
levy on imported cereals and 
the greater the trade impedi­
ment. In trade circles, we of­
ten state that theCommonMar­
ket buyers pay for five bushels 
of corn and receive only three. 
In reality , this is a true sta te­
ment because the two bushels 
out of five that a re  not re ­
ceived constitute the variable 
import levies or the payment 
made by EEC consumers to 
maintain internal grain prices 
at levels nearly double 
U.S. p rices .”

Holmes went on to say that 
much the same story can be 
told regarding grain pricing 
policy in other European coun­
trie s . He added that high guar­
antee prices also act as an 
incentive to increase internal 
grain production.

“ The agricultural policy that 
is developing in the Common 
Market isolates the feed grain 
market from the world, and the 
extreme high prices a re  e s ­
tablished without recognition of 
world grain p rices.”  Holmes 
said, “ It is inconceivable that 
such unilateral policies can 
continue without discriminatory 
actions on the part of other trad­
ing countries, particularly 
buyers of European industrial 
item s.”

Holmes said that one of the

points the team will emphasize 
is that of convincing the Euro­
peans that they cannot separate 
the issues of further price in­
creases in the agricultural sec­
tor from the issues of foreign 
trade and industrial items.

“ The matter of the de­
sirability of increased trade 
and exports” , Holmes said, 
“ must be sold as being to the 
advantage of all member coun­
tries  in the trading com­
munity.”

Holmes said the team mem­
bers would also discuss the 
U.S. corn and grain sorghum 
situation and presentations

will be made on new develop­
ments in plant breeding, grain 
processing and utilization, 
pricing, marketing and U.S. 
grain standards.

of the astronauts put lt, that 
“ big bunch of nothing” ? The 
moon has spacious skies all 
right but it’s short on fruited 
plains.

I’m afraid the space scien­
tists a re  using the wrong argu­
ments. They’re going to have 
to go beyond the moon and find 
something better before they’re  
up on the same financial level 
as Columbus.

If Queen Isabella had taken 
a mortgage on everything 
Columbus discovered and all 
his heirs and assigns, do you 
have any idea what she’d be 
worth today?

She failed to do it, though, 
and Washington wound up with 
the mortgage.

How come most every other enlightened nation is 
improving its ra il passenger service while we are  letting 
ours decay?

Our railroads have been phasing out passenger service 
as fast as the Interstate Commerce Commission will allow.

With skyways jammed and airports forced to curtail 
traffic, the need for alternative transportation is increasing. 
Railroads protest that passenger trains lose money; they can’t 
afford the drain.

Recently, the ICC issued an economic report contra­
dicting the conclusion, showing that for each of the last 
eight years railroad revenue from passenger service ex­
ceeded expenses for passenger service.

Additionally, the ICC says that during the past 14 
years--desp ite  losses from 1954 to 1958 and again in 1967- 
passenger sevice more than paid for itself. Passenger 
revenues those 14 years exceed operating expenses by $35 
million.

The Assn, of American Railroads says it isn’t so, 
charges the ICC with "financial chicanery,” says the agency 
must be using “ some kind of new math,”

And while this ancient debate drones on, Americans 
with a preference or a need for train  travel a re  finding 
schedules reduced, passenger accommodations less 
attractive, services aboard declining or discontinued en­
tirely .

Gallantly, some railroads have tried to hypo short- 
haul passenger service. High-speed rail service between 
New York and Washington, operated by the Pennsy, at 110 
m.p.h. has cut ra il time between those cities to less than 
three hours. (Counting travel time to and from airports, 
this is competitive with a ir  transportation - - a n d  less 
costly.)

At the same time, the C&O-B&O, beginning January 
1, 1969, serves complimentary meals to sleeping-car passen­
gers.

Conversely, however, the CB&O wants to discontinue 
two passenger trains between Chicago and Kansas City “be­
cause the Burlington lost more than $282,000 last year on 
those two tra in s .’ ’

The railroad’s spokesmen note that competing Ozark 
A irlines, over the same route, has received federal sub­
sidies since 1954 totaling more than $5 million.

This - -  subsidy— appears to be the necessary induce­
ment for which rail men a re  waiting.

Some of us who consider passenger train  service 
essential to our wartime and peacetime mobility find no 
satisfaction in the name-calling between the AAR and the 
ICC. Railroads remain the most economic form of passen­
ger m ass transit. Railroads cannot be expected to perform 
this service as some sort of charity. And we cannot afford 
to allow more railroads to go bankrupt.

Sen. Harrison Williams is sponsoring a bill which 
would authorize the federal government to subsidize commuter 
rainroads. It would pay up to two-thirds or out-of-pocket 
operating losses.

The railroads would still have an incentive to make 
money on passenger service, but would be protected from 
losing too much on unprofitable routes.

Such encouragement might provide the incentive 
necessary to upgrade and repopularize passenger train  s e r ­
vice. The Chicago and Northwestern over the past six 
years has modernized equipment, improved service, doubled 
its commuter traffic, is showing a profit.

Also, the new Canadian National Railways Turbotrain 
has proved that when speed and luxury and convenience are  
combined and available, such service is profitable.

Sen. Williams’ subsidy may not be the whole answer, 
but it’s better than nothing. And we’ve tried nothing.
