FORTY TRUCK
DRIVERS ARE

State Raneer of Highway De-
partment In Crowell Sat-

Forty or more trucks that are be-
ing used on the highway work that
is now in progress in Foard County
were stopped from theit work a few
drivers
were apprehended by State Ranger
J. Hamm of the Texas Highway De-
partment in co-operation with local
officers,

The trucks were stopped for va-
rious reasons, mostly for being im
properly licensed. Many of the trucks
had licenses only on the rear or the
front but the majority of the arrests
were made due to the fact of the
trucks carrying out-of-state licenses.

In a way this resulted from the
trouble that nearby states are having,
with each other in the way of licenses.
Texas has done its utmost to show
the fullest consideration on this mat-
have
been arrested on the slightest provo-
cation, especially in Oklahoma, and
Texas officials are beginning to retal-
iate. The law is clearlv determined
on the matter of licenses anyway and
there has been no excuse for some of
the violations here, according to of-
ficials.

A number of truckmen soon made
adjustments and were released. Four
teen of the number paid fines and
two were placed in jail. About sixty
trucks have now been registered at|
the office of the tax collector since
the beginning of the highway work|
here.

Ranger Hamm readily found the
condition here to be not what it
should and lost no time in having
truckmen apprehended. A large
number of the trucks were parked on
the vacant lots on the south side of
the square Saturday afternoon until
they were released. Enough of the
trucks were taken from their work to
cause considerable delay on the pav-
ing program Saturday afternoon.
