. Oil activity in Foard County re
lceived a decided impetus last week
with the acquisition by the Texas
Company of a large block of acreage
in the west part of the county with

a drilling contract.

The Texas Company purchased =
| block of approximately ten thousand
acres aof leases from Leslie McAdams
jand Les K. Johnson and small royal-
|ty owners in the territory acquiring
| approximately 2500 acres of the Mc-
| Adams ranch and 7500 acres of the
Johnson ranch. A total considera-
tion of approximately fifty thousand
dollars was paid for the block, with
an obligation to drill a 4,000 foot

well not later than ninety days af
| ter approval of title to the vroperty.
This block includes the territory
which has been under exploitation by
| the Humble Oil and Refining Com-

|

pany for several years and upon
which was drilled three wells It
will be recalled that the first of

these, located on Section 34, Block
L, 8. P. Ry. Co. Survey, made a large
gas well with a good showing of oil.
The leases were surrendered in
March by the Humble and it is un-
derstood that negotiations with the
Texas Company have been going on
since that time. The block is locat-
ed about sixteen miles west of Crow-
ell.

| tory drilled some ten years ago by
| the Emerald Oil Company, their well
| resulting in a dry hole.
| This territory is very favorably re-
i garded by geologists and all of the
major companies have at one time or
| another been anxious to attempt its
development. However, the extreme
{ depth of the production and the un-
usually difficult drilling econditions
have prevented its rapid exploration.
{ Wells in the vicinity have had to
fight serious cave-ins all the way
down and the rough ground over
| which hauls of material must , be
made has also added to the expense
of the development of the section,

Texas Company geologists, has been
acauired by correlation of the logs
of the various wells to indicate the
presence of a large body of petroi-

eum bearing sands under the new |
block, but the exact location of the|
sands can be ascertained only by sys-

tematic drilling until they are en-
countered. It is understood that the
Texas Company has appropriated

£250,000.00 for the development of

this block with a strong probability

that more will be appropriated if the

prospects continue to justify further
expenditure.
Other Development

Development in other parts of the
County has been unusually quiet|
during the week. .

The Phillips well, located on the
Mrs. R. T. Owens farm southeast of
Margaret, has been occupied with a
fishing job for more than a week.
A string of tools was dropped in the
well and difficulty has been encoun-
tered in picking them up. This well
appears very favorably and it is
probable that at least a good show
will be encountered when the tools
have been recovered from the hole.
Much interest has been manifest in
the well in Wichita Falls, since it
encountered a small gas showing
. about fifteen days ago.

It is understood that there
been some royalty buying in the vi-
cinity recently, royalty selling at
around fifty dollars per acre base
quotation.

several miles southeast of Crowell,
is drilling ahead at below 2900 feet.

This well is now beginning to get
to a depth where production might
be expected and is being carefully
watched by scouts of the major com-
panies. The well is being drilled
with a rotary rig and cores are be-
ing taken of every foot of penetra-
tration, in order that no risk will be
taken of passing up a productive
sand.

FARM BOARD
COTTON PLAN
IS EXPLAINED

OFFICIALS EXPLAIN MARKET-
ING PLANS TO CO-OPERATIVE
SOCIETIES OF FOARD COUN.-
TY THIS WEEK

The Federal Farm Board Plan of
cotton marketing is being explained
to the growers of Foard County this
week by W. W. Cole of Chillicothe,

C. L. Geesey of Wellington and W
0. Walker, assisted by T. M. Haney
of Thalia.

The Federal Farm Board iz work
ng through the Texas Cotton Co
Operative Associatior with head-
quarters at Dal Th organiza-
tion is the successor of Id Texas
Farm Bureau Cotton Association
and is working under much t}
plan as the old association, but un
der simplified and more lenient
contract.

The representatives of the cotton
association are working among the

membership of the Farmers' Co-Op-
erative Gins of West Texas, accord-
ing to W. W. Cole, who spoke to the
membership of t Rayland Co-Ope-
rative Gin Monday night and the
Thalia membership Wednesday night,

Mr. Cole stated that was the aim
of those who have charge of the af-
fairs of the organization to make the
handling of the coming cotton crop
just as convenient to the growers as

possible. He explained that central
| grading agencies were being estab-
| lished in order that the member
