A financial report o f the condition 
of th< ' rowell Independent School 
p.;stri was. made last Friday at the 

r >f the board o f trustees by 
l a . Andrews, secretary o f the 
board.

On Ju.y 1st o f last year the board 
. .nservative estimate o f the 

income for the ensuing year and 
adopts a budget to confoim to it. 
The climate was $.37,160.00 and 
actu:.' 11 eipts were $38,622.60, thus 
shewing a gain o f $1,462.20.

The Ic, al budget as adapted, called 
fir ;t expenditure of $30,078.27. 
The a ual expense was $31,247.07, 
or $1.1' 1.70 more than estimated. 
The ’ ’ teased expense was caused 
print.; ally by the fact that through 
over- cht no provision was made for 
intere ■ n notes against the local 
fund, which amounted to $471.50 
and h me economic equipment, 
amounting to $134.20. Due to the 
revere weather last winter the gas 
bill was $158.07 more than estima­
ted. Other budget accounts were 
overdrawn on account o f being set 
entirely too low.

The indebtedness o f the local fund 
was reduced $715.20 last year with 
other ii .me yet to be accounted 
for. There is something like $1,- 
250.00 due the district which will 
likely t . in shortly. When this is 
receiv : the local indebtedness will 
be fur'her reduced.

Income Increased
The system will have about two 

thrn-ai.'i dollars more to operate on 
in the c ming season than it had last 
year. The state aid will be about 
$t 50o additional due to increased 
•chela-' . s. State aid was allowed last 
year t the amount o f $17.50 per 
•chehi-' , based on 624 scholastics 
in th. ( i .well district. The number 
in the last census, recently taken 
is 71!, an increase of 87. It is not 
yet kr nvn what the state apportion­
ment will be for the'eoming season, 
but it thought that it will be ubout 
the same.

The i'-able valuations o f the dis­
trict <5.000 more than last year. 
The valuations are now $2,640,-
000.00.

Professional Fainter 
Works Ruse in Crowell, 

Vernon and Paducah

Last Wednesday afternoon an un-1 
kempt stranger apparently collapsed , 
on the corner near Burie.>s Grocery. 
Kind-hearted men soon hud him re­
moved to a shady spot and adminis 
tered first aid treatment. The 
stranger soon opened his eyes and 
upon being usked a few questions he 
stated that he had not eaten in two 
days and that he was broke.

Considerable sympathy for the un­
fortunate stranger was expressed by 
the crowd that soon gathered. The 
sheriff took him to a cafe and 
bought him a meal and furnished 
him a place to sleep for the night 
and the next morning the man left 
in the direction of Paducah.

Since then it has been learned that 
a man collapsed in Vernon and Pa­
ducah and at each place gained both 
sympathy and cash. It is now felt 
certain that the man is the same one 
that “ collapsed”  in Crowell and that 
he is making a living in that manner.

The following item was clipped 
from last week’s issue of the Vernon 
times:

“ A man collapsed on the streets 
o f Vernon yesterday at noon. A 
crowd gathered very quickly and re­
vived him before the Frost & Ram­
sey ambulance arrived on the scene. 
He refused to go to the hospital.

“ Several men in the crowd got to 
talking to him and he stated he had 
not eaten since Tuesday morning and 
only had 10 cents in his pocket with 
which to buy food. This he was 
saving for a cup of coffee this 
morning. Money was donated and 
he was carried to a cafe and fed.”

According to this article the man 
collapsed in Vernon Wednesday at 
about noon. A few hours later he 
worked his ruse in Crowell. There 
is no telling in how many other cities 
he has performed his act.

Jim Young Speech 
Made in Crowell 
Monday Afternoon
Speaking in behalf of Jim Young, 

candidate for governor. Representa­
tive Harry Graves of Williamson 
County, told an audience in the dis­
trict court room here Monday after­
noon that Ferguson, Mayfield am! 
Love must be defeated and that it 
was up to either Young, Small or 
Sterling to eliminate them.

Sterling’s advocacy o f the $350,- 
000.000 state bond issue and Love's 
action o f turning hi? back on the 
party that he is now asking to honor 
him, brought strong criticism from 
the speaker.

Young’s faithfulness to the Demo­
cratic party and his efficiency as a 
public servant and the performance 
of every task brought to his hands 
in a skillful manner, were mention­
ed. He also told of Young’s aid in 
helping the prohibition cause.

Senator Small of Collingsworth 
County came in for some criticism. 
Mr. Graves stated that the Graves 
and Graves bill to repeal the search 
and seizure measure, a Ferguson 
law, had passed the house and upon 
being taken to the senate, it was 
indefinitely postponed on Small’s 
motion, and for that reason he felt 
that Small wasn’t entirelv in sym­
pathy with prohibition. Mr. Graves 
explained that the search and seizure 
bill made it necessary for an officer 
to have a search warrant, signed bv 
a complaining party, before he could 
search a place where he knew liquor 
to be. Small was also referred to 
as a sectional candidate by Graves.

Sterling o f Houston was condemn­
ed by the speaker, mainly on account 
o f his advocacy of the big bond is­
sue. The tremendous funds being 
spent on Sterling’s campaign came 
in for criticism also. Sterling was 
referred to as an honest man and 
that he was building honest roads a* 
chairman o f the highway commis­
sion, however. Graves stated that he 
did not like Sterling’s partiality to 
Houston in the matter of road build­
ing.

Barry Miller was dismissed as an 
unimportant candidate, however. 
Love was referred to ns 'he d',nn’0" 
ous man in the race. “ Love turned 

fhe Demoerntic nartv and stabbd 
it in the back in the last campaign 
pnd now ho has the nerve to tell the 
neonle that he is the best Demoern* 
in the race anA that t1’ «  nnvty 
be tried to ruin in Texas, should 
honor him bv ntsimng him in the gov- 

office.”  Mr. Graves sai'L
Little comment was made about 

Ma'-fioM and Ferguson, the candi­
dates p'aced in the class with Love 
as the dangerous ones that it would 
be disastrous to elect to the gover­
nor’s office.

The women gathered ngain at the 

district court room at 2 p. m. and 
the entrants in the contest passed

and Miss Grubbs explained the good 
points o f the dresses.

Workmanship, becomingness to the 
wearer, general appearance, launder­
ing qualities, etc., were the princi­
pal points upon which the dresses 
were judged.

R. J. Thomas, city fire marshal, 
state» that there are a number of 
fire hazards in the business section 
and the re.sidcntal section that ought 
to be corrected, or serious loss may 
result. Fire insurance rates are al­
so in danger o f being raised unless 
steps are taken to eliminate the haz­
ards.

“ The outside hazards are danger­
ous but not nearly so much as the 
ones that are concealed inside of 
buildings,”  Mr. Thomas said. “ In in­
specting conditions this month 1 have 
found a number o f hazards in the 
business district that could easily 
start a fire that would w'pe out a 
whole business block. The high! 
winds this year have cau ed muchj 
trash and rubbish to collect all over 
town and with the dry conditions, 
that have existed, the town is in , 
more danger from fire than it has, 
been in some time. Much trash and : 
papers that have been set out to 
burn have blown out o f containers 
and scattered over the business sec­
tion.’

It is Mr. Thomas’ duty to report to 
the state fire insurance commission 
each month and if property owners 
do not eliminate their fire hazards! 
when their attention is called to 
them, the fire insurance commission 
is notified.

Mr. Thomas asks the co-operation 
o f the entire town in taking fire pre­
vention steps now before it is too 
late.

The district is composed o f Foard, 
Hale, Motley, Castro, Hall, Floyd,' 
Swisher, Cottle, Knox, Hardeman, 
Briscoe, King, Lamb, Parmer, Bailey 
and Childress Counties.

Hale has the largest population of 
any county in the district with 20,- 
192, an increase o f 100 per cert ' 
since the 11*20 census. This position 
was held by Hardeman County in 
1920. Hall County in 1920 was se c ­
ond and Hale third in this list of 
counties.

Lamb County steps into second 
place with the largest percentage in­
crease, as well as the largest numeri­
cal increase. It now has a popula­
tion of 17,449, an increase of 16,274 
or 1,385 per cent.

There were 18,669 farms enu­
merated in this aret. There were 
2,572 unemployed in the district.

Foard County Lay« 
Claim to Youngest 

Dairy Maid in Tex.
Foard County can no doubt put 

up a strong claim as having the 
'•cungest dairy maid in Texas. 
Yevonne McLain, three-year old 
daughter o f Mr. and Mrs. P. H. Mc­
Lain, who live about 5 ni'les north­
west o f Foard City, regularly milks 
one of the Jersey cows on her fath­
er’s farm and does such a complete 
job that it is only necessary for her 
parents or 8-year old sister, Oma 
Floy, to give a few finishing touches 
to get ail the milk.

The little girl greatly enjoys her 
work and is disappointed if she is 
not awakened each morning to milk 
her little Jersey, her mother states. 
In the month o f May her parents 
were surprised when their 8-year old 
daughter, who milks regularly, di­
rected their attention to Yevonne. 
who was milking one of the cow». 
Since then she has milked regularly 
and has no intention of giving up 
her job. She will become four years 
o f age the latter nart o f next month.

Cowi Pay Way
Twelve Jersey cows are now being 

milked on the McLain farm and a* 
least 8 or 9 cows have been milked 
regularly for several years. Mrs. 
McLain states that they have not yet 
faded to pay the family’s grocery 
bill and leave a profit bes'des.

A cream separator is kept on the 
f -’ ”m and t*-n cream is sold and the 
skimmed milk is fed to the hogs and 
chickens. Thus a by-product o f the 
milk is profitably used in developing 
a real live-at-home program. Each 
winter the family has plenty o f meat 
from the hogs and beeves they have 
raised. In the past spring $400 
worth of calves were sold from the 
farm.

Mr. McLain states that it has beer 
unnecessary to buy much feed as 
there is usually plenty o f grass on 
the farm to keep the cows giving 
plenty o f milk. An acreage is plant­
ed to feed each year also.

Mr. and Mrs. McLain came to 
Foard County twelve years ago from 
Johnson County.

Thalia lost its second game this 
season to the Phillips Petroleum 
team of South Vernon at Thalia Sun­
day. Thaha failed to collect a hit 
o ff  o f the Phillips pitcher. Only 
two games out of 31 have now been 
lost by the Thalia ball club. Vernon 
defeated Thalia f< r the other loss. 
Thalia’s percentage for the year is 
.935.

Thalia has 4 victories over Vernon 
for this season; 4 over Fargo, 3 over 
Truseott, 2 over Knox City. 4 over 
Fain-McGaha, 4 over Medicine 
Mound, 2 over Electra. 2 over Mar­
garet, 2 over Burkburnett. and 2 
over Crowell.

Members o f the Thalia club this 
year are: Bill Awbrey. Roy Mints, 
and Jack Wood, pitchers; \ irgil 
Tnomt son, B 11 Barrett. Lee Mint.-, 
and Floyd Webb, outfielders; Chas. 
Webb, 1st; Billy Banister, 2nd; Urby 
Mason, short; Oscar (Gotchie) Mints, 
3rd: Pi Bailey and Lewis Mints, 
catchers; R. C. Huntley, coach; Joe 
Johnson, manager; Allen Shultz, sec­
retary-treasurer. and Bobbie Dick 
Huntley, mascot.

Last year Thalia won 44 games and 
lost 11 for a percentage o f .800. The 
year of its organization in 1928 it 
won 24 out o f 36 games for a per­
centage o f .666. Thus the team has 
a three-year percentage o f .800 
which is unusual for a club any­
where.

The people o f Thalia and the sur­
rounding community furnish won­
derful support in the way of attend­
ance at the games and for that rea­
son the team has been able to keep 
out o f the financial rut.

At the beginning o f this season 
Thalia purchased the uniforms worn 
by the Wichita Falls club o f the 
Texas League last year. While 
Wichita Falls is making the best rec­
ord o f any team in the Texas League 
this year, the team ’ hat is wearing 
their last year’s uniforms is likewise 
making the best record of any inde­
pendent club in this section.

No salaries are paid and all mem­
bers o f the club are residents o f 
Thalia and o f the Thalia community.

Foard County’s 
1930 Valuations 

Drop Below 1929
Foard County's taxable valuations

for this year are $5,404,000 compar­
ed with S3.466.820 for lost year, a 
reduction o f about $62,000.

Claude Callaway, assessor, stated 
the principal reason for the drop was 
due to personal property. Most all 
s.ocks o f merchandise had been re­
duced oil account of general condi­
tions and the low price of livestock 
also contributed to the loss on per­
sonal property, he stated. There 
was also a loss of about $15,000 on 
oil leases over the previous year.

No one who was familiar with the 
weekly newspaper of twenty-five 
years ago can fail of astonishment in 
examining today the contemporary 
weekly press. A quarter century or 
more has served to recast the major­
ity of weekly papers, both in appear- 
ame and content. Formerly a po­
litical year was a season of high tide 
for the weekly editor. His commu­
nity was political, his associates po­
litical. he was political, and he made 
his paper political.

Partisanship sometimes took on a 
fervor which heated every page. 
Usually there was an opposition or­
gan across the street, if it was a 
county seat town. And the editors 
grew vitriolic as the days warmed 
into midsummer and the campaign 
waxed into luridity. Politics then 
was drama, history, emotion, and it 
was not uncommon for revival meet­
ings to be postponed until politics 
could be put aside, after the ballots 
were counted— or miscounted.

The contrast reflected by the pres­
ent condition is worthy o f comment, 
perhaps of encomium. The weekly 
press is not excited over the various 
candidate- and contentions o f this 
voting year. More space is given to 
world comment, agricultural experi­
ment and development, highway 
problems, local improvement, social 
life. Politics and matters of State 
and local administration are not ig­
nored. i f  course. But the attention 
given them is characterized more 
by sincerity and discernment than by 
passion or hyperbole.

In short, the Texas weekly press 
o f 11*30 is broader minded, more 
tolerant, but not less vigilant, than 
that of three decades agone. Prob­
ably the fact that the publishers have 
larger investments, more durable 
equities, at stake contributes great- 
lv to the difference.— The Semi- 
Weekly Farm News, July 11.

Erroneous Opinion 

Exists in County
To the Citizens o f Foard County:

In making my canvass of the coun­
ty I find an erroneous opinion in the 
minds o f some, as to the powers and 
duties o f tax assessors in regard to 
the fixing o f the assessed valuations 
of property.

Briefly stated in my way, tax as­
sessors are to accept renditions made 
by taxpayers, who have me i gne vo 
-ay what they own and what it is 
worth. These renditions ace sub­
mitted by the assessor to the Com­
missioners Court, acting as a board 
of equalization, whose duties are to 
carefully examine the renditions, ap­
prove those that appear to them to 
be correct and to note such changes 
as in their judgment may appear to 
be necessary in the others.

Notices are sent to such taxpayers 
to appear before this board at a date 
riven and show why such changes 
hould not be made.

Many tax assessors make copies of 
the previous year’s renditions which 
show each item of real estate and 
personal property together with its 
value rendered by you for that year, 

i which you can check over and make 
such changes as may be necessary, 
if any;

I Thus you see, the fixing of the
| assessed valuations is between the 
I *ax payers and the board of equaliza­

tion.
As you know, I am the first woman 

o ask for this office in Foard Coun­
ty, but not so in the State, for 
Bailey, Calhoun, Chambers, Ector, 
Hunt. Collingsworth, Hansford and 
Shelby Counties, have lady tax as­
sessors.

I have lived in Foard County since 
'■nrly childhood, graduated from 
Crowell High School in 1918, have 
had nine years experience in tax 
work nnd feel that I am qualified to 
handle the assessor’s office as it 
should be.

I have made an effort to see every 
voter in the county but have failed 
in some instances, and I hope you 
will consider this as a visit.
