Terraceson GaraCounty forms nnd the Great Plains Conservation
were given a severe test during Program.
heavy rains early this summer.,
Many farmers found that their ter
race ridges had been worked down '

too small to hold the large volume
of water, andwashedout as a re-

sult.
Some parts of the county, how-

ever, receivedrainfall of nn Inten-
sity expected only once In every
100-15-0 years, and terraces In those
areascould not be expectedto hold.

To be economical, standard ter-
races aredesigned to hold a
frequency rain, which of course
would normally be safe, as long
as adequateheight Is maintained.

Terraces serve two basic pur-
poses.They retard soil erosion, and
hold the rainfall on the land where
it can soak into the soli and be used
by crops In August when the weath-
er usually turns off dry and crops
suffer dueto lack of moisture.

Farmershave long recognized the
need of holding the water where It
falls, A good number of the dry-
land farms In Garza County have
been terraced, many In the I940's.
In recent years, several terrace
systemshave been rebuilt, as the
ridges in time are usually worked
down so that they have little effec-
tive height.
